Workplace wellness
awards announced

LINCOLN (AP) — Ne-
braska Gov. Dave Heineman
has announced the recipi-
ents of the Governor’s Ex-
cellence in Wellness
Awards.

The honors went to 28
Nebraska employers that
have enacted wellness pro-
grams.

Heineman said the award
recognizes employers that
have taken steps to improve
employees’ well-being,
which results in higher pro-
ductivity, greater worker
satisfaction and lower
health care costs.

The award program offers
two categories: The Grower
award division for busi-
nesses where employee
health behaviors have im-
proved, and the Sower
award division that recog-
nizes quality wellness pro-
grams.

Dr. Joann Schaefer, Ne-

braska’s Chief Medical Of-
ficer, said participating em-
ployers have seen declines
in worker obesity, increases
in physical activity and a
nearly 4 percent drop in to-
bacco use.

Imported cattle
may bring disease

LINCOLN (AP) — Ne-
braska agriculture officials
are concerned that cattle
imported into the state
from drought-stricken ar-
eas of Texas and Oklahoma
could bring diseases with
them, so they are encour-
aging ranchers to follow
import rules.

State Agriculture Direc-
tor Greg Ibach said
Wednesday that officials
have begun quarantining
herds if ranchers haven’t
followed import rules.

The Agriculture Depart-
ment is concerned that
cattle from southern states
could be infected with tri-
chomoniasis. That disease
can cause infertility and
miscarriages in cattle.

Ranchers must be able to
prove the cattle they im-
port are disease-free.
Ibach says any Nebraska
cattle producers who are
thinking about importing
animals should contact the
state veterinarian’s office
to make sure they under-

stand the restrictions.

Funeral for slain
Mitchell girl set 

MITCHELL  (AP) — Fu-
neral services for a slain 8-
year-old Nebraska girl
whose body was found last
week is scheduled for to-
day.

Funeral services for Kerra
Wilson were scheduled to
begin at 10 a.m. at the
Scotts Bluff County Event
Center in Mitchell. Burial
will follow in the Mitchell
cemetery.

The third-grader’s body
was found Sept. 22 in a
rugged area of remote
ranchland in Sioux County,
north of Mitchell.

She was reported missing
by her mother the day be-
fore.

The girl’s stepfather, 32-
year-old Salvador Lopez, is
charged with first-degree
murder in her death and is
being held without bond.

Autopsy results have not
been released.

OMAHA (AP) — A Mexican
national and two gun-rights
organizations sued the city of
Omaha on Tuesday over an
ordinance prohibiting legal
resident immigrants who are
not U.S. citizens from pos-
sessing handguns.

Armando Pliego Gonzalez,
the Nebraska Firearms Own-
ers Association and the Sec-
ond Amendment Foundation
filed the lawsuit in U.S. Dis-
trict Court in Nebraska. Gon-
zalez was given permanent
resident alien status in 2008,
more than seven years after
legally moving to the U.S., the
lawsuit says.

The lawsuit explains that
Gonzalez bought a gun after a
break-in and robbery at his
home in 2010. But when he
tried to register the gun with
the Omaha Police Depart-
ment — as required by local
law — he was denied a regis-
tration permit because he is
not a U.S. citizen.

“Omaha’s prohibition on
registration of handguns by
non-citizens, even those
legally in the United States  ...
significantly limits (Gonza-
lez’s) ability to protect himself
and his family in the event of
violence,” the lawsuit says.

Possession of a handgun not
registered with the Omaha

Police Department is a misde-
meanor crime that can result
in confiscation of the gun, a
fine and possible jail time.

The lawsuit claims the de-
nial of the permit violates
Gonzalez’s constitutional
right to equal protection un-
der the law and the right to
bear arms. It asks a judge to
issue preliminary and perma-
nent injunctions to keep the
Omaha law from being en-
forced and to declare the citi-
zenship requirement uncon-
stitutional.

While Gonzalez can legally
own a handgun under Ne-
braska law, the city ordinance
bans him from owning a
handgun in his home for self-
defense, said Andy Allen,
president of the Nebraska
Firearms Owners Associa-
tion.

“For years, the NFOA has
attempted to discuss with the
city a number of issues in
Omaha’s onerous firearms
laws, but has been met by a
complete refusal to even open
a dialogue,” Allen said. “This
case addresses the first of
those issues, and we hope the
city considers taking meas-
ures to remove the burden-
some restrictions on the fun-
damental rights of its law-
abiding population.”
