CONDEMNATION
PETITION

COMES NOW, Petitioner, Sho-
Me Power Electric Cooperative, 
“Sho-Me Power,” by and through 
its attorneys of record and for its 
Condemnation Petition states as 
follows:

1. Sho-Me Power is a Missouri 
corporation and is now and was 
at all times herein mentioned, 
a rural electric cooperative cor-
poration duly organized and 
existing under and by virtue of 
Chapter 394, Revised Statutes 
of Missouri, for the selling, sup-
plying and transmitting electric 
power and energy and as a rural 
electric cooperative for public use 
in Missouri.

2. Plaintiff is empowered by 
law to condemn land, property 
and rights for public use for con-
structing and maintaining elec-
tric transmissions and/or distri-
bution lines for the transmission 
and/or distribution of electrical 
energy under the provisions of 
Mo. Rev. Stat. 394.080.1(11) and 
Mo. Rev. Stat. Chapter 523.

3. All named defendants, ex-
cept Linda Emmons, Collector 
of Revenue for Franklin County, 
Missouri, are owners of land in 
Franklin County, Missouri, or 
named as spouses of owners.

15. The location of the ease-
ments on the lands described 
herein shall be determined and 
fixed upon completion of said 
electric transmission line when 
and as initially constructed.

16. Plaintiff has more than 60 
days prior to filing of this First 
Amended Condemnation Peti-
tion, provided the property owner 
of record with a written Notice 
concerning the intended acquisi-
tion of the property in accordance 
with the provision of Section 
523.250 R.S.Mo. (VAMS). The no-
tice included:

A. Identification of the inter-
est in real property to be acquired 
and a statement of the legal de-
scription or commonly known lo-
cation of the property;

B. The purpose or purposes 
for which the property is to be 
acquired;

C. A statement that the prop-
erty owner has the right to:

1. Seek legal counsel at the 
owner’s expense;

17. At least thirty days prior 
to the filing of this condemnation 
petition, Plaintiff made a written 
offer to purchase the property 
described herein to all owners of 
record, and such offer was held 
open for a minimum of thirty 
days. Said offer was deposited in 
the United States mail, certified 
or registered, and with postage 
pre-paid, addressed to the own-
ers of record as listed in the office 
of the city or county assessor or 
by other competent evidence.

18. At the time the offer refer-
enced in Paragraph 16 was made, 
Petitioner provided the property 
owners with an appraisal for Pe-
titioner’s determination of the 
value of the property for purpose 
of the offer.

19. The appraisal was per-
formed by state-licensed or state-
certified appraisers using gener-
ally accepted appraisal practices.

20. Petitioner engaged in good 
faith negotiations with landown-
ers prior to filing of this condem-
nation petition as required under 
Mo. Rev. Stat. § 523.256 in that:

(A) It has properly and timely 
given all notices to owners re-
quired by this chapter;

(B) Its offer under Section 
523.253 was no lower than the 
amount reflected in an appraisal 
performed by a state-licensed 
or state-certified appraiser for 
the condemning authority, pro-
vided an appraisal is given to the 
owner pursuant to subsection 
2 of Section 523.253 or, in other 
cases, the offer is no lower than 
the amount provided in the basis 
for its determination of the value 
of the property as provided to the 
owner under subsection 2 of Sec-
tion 523.253;

(C) The owner has been given 
an opportunity to obtain his or 
her own appraisal from a state-
licensed or state-certified ap-
praiser of his or her choice; and

(D) Where applicable, Plaintiff 
has considered an alternate loca-
tion suggested by the owner un-
der Section 523.265.

21. Petitioner has in good faith 
endeavored and attempted to 
purchase the easement or right of 
way over, along, across and under 
the above-described real estate 
from Landowners. Petitioner and 
Landowners have been unable 
to agree on the proper compen-
sation to be paid landowners, as 
owner of said land, for the ease-
ment sought to be acquired and 
Petitioner has been unable to 
acquire by contract or deed the 
described easements rights nec-
essary for its purpose.

22. It will be necessary for Pe-
titioner to also obtain the perpet-
ual easement right, privilege and 
authority of ingress and egress 
from the nearest convenient, ac-
cessible public, private or other 
road or access point upon and 
across the above real estate to 
the easement, with the right to 
additionally cross on or over the 
real estate as necessary to avoid 
or circumvent obstructions, for 
the purpose of accessing and uti-
lizing the easement rights and as 
necessary for the useful enjoy-
ment of the Easement.

23. It will be necessary for 

Petitioner to also obtain the 
perpetual easement right, privi-
lege and authority to cut, trim 
and spray for control of timber, 
trees, shrubbery, and brush lo-
cated within the easement tract 
to the extent necessary to protect 
the operation and integrity of 
the transmission systems; to cut 
down from time to time all dead, 
weak, leaning or dangerous trees 
existing on or off the easement 
that are tall enough to strike the 
wires or any other component 
of the system; and to remove all 
structures, trees, plants or veg-
etation that might, in the Peti-
tioner’s sole judgment, endanger 
the line or system, provided, how-
ever, that nothing herein shall be 
construed to include growing or 
harvested field crops.

24. It will be necessary for 
Petitioner to also obtain the per-
petual easement right, privilege 
and authority to keep the ease-
ment clear of all future buildings, 
structures, grain bins, water im-
poundments, or obstructions that 
may interfere with the operation 
or maintenance of the transmis-
sion systems, except where per-
mitted by Petitioner. The land-
owner shall advise and consult 
with Petitioner in advance of 
any change in the grade and/or 
elevation of the land within the 
easement as granted herein, so 
as to allow Petitioner to maintain 
mandatory clearance require-
ments.

25. It will be necessary for Pe-
titioner to also obtain the perpet-
ual easement right, privilege and 
authority to temporarily open 
fences now existing or hereafter 
constructed within the right of 
way or to place and install gates 
in said fences to permit Petition-
er to traverse said right of way 
for use in ingress and egress to 
adjacent premises.

26. It will be necessary for Pe-
titioner to also obtain the perpet-
ual easement right, privilege and 
authority to move materials, ve-
hicles and equipment outside the 
right of way strip around exist-
ing ponds or non-traversable ob-
stacles located in the right of way.

27. It will be necessary for Pe-
titioner to obtain the perpetual 
easement right, privilege and 
authority to enter upon the lands 
described herein for the sole 
and limited purpose of conduct-
ing tests, examinations, habitat 
assessments, surveys, and all 
related activities necessary for 
compliance with requirements 
of the United States Depart-
ment of Interior, Fish & Wildlife 
Service, pertaining to federally 
listed threatened or endangered 
species. The rights contained in 
this paragraph are temporary in 
nature and shall terminate upon 
the completion of construction of 
the electric transmission facili-
ties contemplated by this Right-
of-Way Easement.

28. It will be necessary for Pe-
titioner to obtain the perpetual 
easement right, privilege and 
authority to license, permit or 
otherwise agree to the joint use 
or occupancy of the transmis-
sion system by any successor or 
subsidiary of Petitioner, commu-
nication business or any other 
rural electric cooperative or their 
successors and subsidiaries and 
the exercise of any rights of Pe-
titioner contained herein by an-
other party for electrification or 
communications purposes.

29. It will be necessary for Pe-
titioner to obtain the perpetual 
easement right, privilege and 
authority to extend guy wires, 
anchors or other appurtenances, 
if any, outside the 100 foot wide 
right of way.

30. Nothing set forth herein 
shall be deemed to limit Sho-
Me Power’s right and ability to 
upgrade, expand or extend any 
electric line, cable, fiber optics 
or other lines, or communication 
systems, data or information sys-
tems of any type in the future on, 
across and within the easement 
so as to enable Sho-Me Power 
to furnish service to others, and 
within the easement the right 
to increase or decrease the volt-
age, size or capacity of the line, 
number of lines, number of wires/
cables, number of poles or struc-
tures all as Sho-Me Power may 
deem reasonably necessary or 
advisable.

31. Landowners shall not 
make any use of, nor permit oth-
ers to make use of said easement 
strip that would reduce clearance 
or in any way interfere with the 
proper and safe operation of said 
electric transmission or distribu-
tion lines by Petitioner as set out 
by the National Electric Safety 
Code, or other applicable federal, 
state or local law, statute, rule, 
regulation or ordinance.

32. Landowners shall not 
make any attachments to any 
lines, poles, or structures of Pe-
titioner.

33. None of the lands or right 
of way described above will be 
fenced or enclosed by Petitioner.

34. The use by the owner of 
the said land on which the right 
of way is sought will not be ob-
structed or interfered with except 
insofar as this may necessarily 
result from the activities set forth 
and provided for herein.

35. Petitioner further states 
that it will repair or at the op-
tion of Petitioner, reimburse 
Landowner the reasonable actual 
damages  as determined by Pe-
titioner, when and if such dam-
ages occur to landowner’s real 
property, including growing ag-
ricultural crops, (pine trees shall 
not be construed to constitute a 
growing agricultural crop) and 
fences, arising out of the initial 
construction of, or occasioned 

by the repair, patrolling, main-
tenance or change of said trans-
mission systems as herein autho-
rized. Provided further that the 
term “actual damages” as herein 
used shall not include damages 
for the spraying, treating, cutting 
or trimming of trees otherwise 
authorized by the terms of this 
instrument, or the subsequent 
addition of the facilities herein 
authorized.

36. All poles, wires and other 
facilities installed in, upon or 
under the above-described lands 
at the expense of Petitioner shall 
remain the property of the Peti-
tioner, removable at the option of 
Petitioner.

37. All of the land over which 
an easement for right of way by 
condemnation is sought, and 
which are described herein, lie in  
Franklin County, Missouri, and 
all the interest in said land which 
Petitioner seeks by this proceed-
ing is for public use.

38. The names and addresses 
of the following defendants are 
unknown to Plaintiff: Such un-
known persons or corporations as 
may derived or claim their title 
as husband and wife, grantees, 
successors, assigns, heirs, lessees 
or devisees of the persons named 
in this Petition.

39. Plaintiff hereby applies for 
an order of publication of notice 
to the defendants named, de-
scribed or referred to above in 
Paragraphs 37 and 38.

WHEREFORE, Petitioner 
prays that the land, property and 
rights described herein be and 
stand condemned for the public 
use herein set out; that three dis-
interested freeholders, residents 
of Franklin County, Missouri, 
be appointed as commissioners 
to ascertain, determine and as-
sess the damages and benefits, if 
any, which the owner of the said 
tracts of land or interest therein 
may have or sustain, and the just 
compensation, if any, to which 
the owners may be entitled in 
consequence of the taking of land 
described herein in accordance 
with the definitions contained 
in Section 523.001(1)RSMo; that 
the Court direct the Commission-
ers to make such assessment of 
damages within 45 days of their 
appointment as Commissioners 
in accordance with the provisions 
of Section 523.040 RSMo; to as-
certain and determine the parties 
entitled to the sum awarded as 
just compensation for such land 
aforesaid, and upon the payment 
to the Clerk of the Circuit Court 
of Franklin County, Missouri, for 
the use of the parties entitled to 
the sum adjudged to be just com-
pensation to vest in Petitioner 
title to an easement to the afore-
said land described in paragraph 
14 and Petitioner further prays 
that the Court cause service to be 
had upon the defendants herein; 
and for all other orders, judg-
ments and decrees as the Court 
may deem just and proper.
