
WHAT IS WIND? Wind is air put in motion by the uneven heating of 
the Earth’s surface by the sun. 

COLD AIR: The air 
over water warms 
much more slowly 
and rushes to fill the 
void left by the air 
over land. This 
movement is wind.

HOT AIR: The sun heats the air 
over land, causing it to expand and 
rise higher into the atmosphere.
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
