Registration for the 5K Flip 
Flop Run begins at 7:30 a.m. 
Saturday at Lighthouse Beach 
Park.

A free shuttle service 
is available from the Bauer 
Community Center to a City 
parking lot at Railroad and 
Commerce streets near the park 
grounds, Gurley said. 

“We will have golf  cart 
shuttles to take people to their 
vehicles or at least back to the 
top of  the hill,” he said. 

Sponsors help with events 
like the frozen T-shirt contests 
and the kid’s zone, Gurley said. 

“We would like to thank 
all of  our sponsors,” he said. 
“Our sponsors range from $100 
to $1,500. It’s been great, and 
our sponsorship grows every 
year. That just tells you that the 
community is backing us and 
enjoys it.”

In addition to sponsors, 
around 50 volunteers make the 
festival possible, Gurley said.

The 
veteran’s group and the Knights 
of  Columbus volunteer to do 
the beer booth. We have other 
volunteers who work the front 
gate. We have volunteers who 
help with the children’s area.

“I will have City crews 
doing trash, restrooms and 
traffic control, while Port 
Lavaca Police Department will 
provide security. It is a true 
community event,” he said. 

A festival event that has 
grown in popularity over the 
years is the International 
Barbecue Cookers Association-
sanctioned barbecue cook-off, 
organized by the Port Lavaca 
Chamber of  Commerce.

The cook-off  boasts an 
average of  68 teams. 

“We anticipate having 
between 65 and 70 teams, but the 
registrations are coming in fast 
and furious,” said Tania French, 
Chamber president. “They come 
from all over the state. Some 
of  the teams follow the IBCA 
circuit.”

“It’s an event within the 
festival. It’s huge. We take over 
one half  of  the park,” said Tania 
French, Chamber president. 
“The biggest reason people come 
back is it is a professionally run 
cook-off, and because of  our 
hospitality from the Chamber 
volunteers to City workers.” 

The cook-off  has a 
$150-entry fee that covers all 
three meat categories including 
chicken, pork spare ribs 
and brisket, and a $25-entry 
fee for jackpot that includes 
margaritas, chef’s choice and 
beans. 

“Chef’s choice can be 
anything they want to make 
other than desserts,” French 
said.

The total payout in prizes is 
$10,000, she said.

“If  any local barbecuers 
want to get out and go for it, they 
should sign up,” Jones said.

Gurley said the festival is 
an event for the whole family to 
enjoy.

“I hope they have a good 
time. The festival is for the 
citizens to enjoy themselves and 
have a great weekend, listen to 
some good music and eat some 
good food,” Gurley said.
