General John Wickham served in the Army for 37 years. He capped his career off by serving as Chief of Staff of the Army under President 
Ronald Reagan before retiring in 1987. Wickham now lives in Oro Valley.

Five candidates are competing 
to become the supervisor for 
District 1 in Pima County 
after current supervisor Ann 

Day steps down later this year.
Pima County District 1 extends 

from areas north of the Rillito River, 
east of Interstate 10 to just east of 
Sabino Canyon Road and south 
of the Pima-Pinal county line and 
includes Oro Valley and Marana.

Republicans Mike Hellon, Stuart 
McDaniel, Ally Miller and State 
Rep. Vic Williams are each looking 
to win the Primary Election in 
August and the winner will face 
Democrat Nancy Young Wright in 
the General Election.

Day, who decided not to seek 
reelection, has held the position of 
Supervisor for almost 12 years.

Williams R-District-26 said 
Pima County needs jobs, well-
planned and maintained roads and 
government that works.

Williams has lived in Pima 
County 10 years. He first became 
involved in the community through 
his work with the Marana Care Fair, 
the Northwest YMCA, and his local 
homeowner’s association. 

Williams has been involved in 
local politics since 2004 when he 
started volunteering for the Pima 
County Republican Party, serving as 
chairman of an effort to get out the 
vote in 2005. He was treasurer of the 
county GOP in 2006 and vice

S enate Bill 1070 has once again 
been thrust in the national 
spotlight after the Supreme 
Court’s dissection of the 

bill, which has Republicans and 
Democrats both claiming a political 
victory.

The Supreme Court ruled in fa-
vor of allowing law enforcement to 
check the legal status of individuals 
suspected of being in the country 
illegally, but ruled against language 
that would criminalize an immi-
grant who is moving around the 
state without paperwork. The ruling 
also prohibits the criminalization of 
an immigrant upholding or seeking 
a job if not authorized to live in the 
United States.  

But, while Democrats and 
Republicans continue to use the bill 
for political leverage, local police 
departments are saying they don’t 
expect to see much, if any change 
resulting from the ruling.

Jason Larter, Patrol Commander 
for the Oro Valley Police Depart-
ment, said it will be business as 
usual.

“The reality is, this shouldn’t 
affect us,” said Larter. “If someone is 
suspicious, we will continue follow-
ing the procedures we already do.”

Marana Police Chief Terry Roz-
ema shared a similar point of view.

“Though there are still a number 
of things to be decided by the lower

Marana control of the facility 
and surrounding land. The court 
also deemed that the Town’s 1988 
special ballot question asking 
residents to approve the Town’s 
involvement in the wastewater 
business was too vague.

Following the ruling, the Town 
filed a motion for reconsidera-
tion, but the court maintained its 
original ruling, and the Arizona 
Department of Environmental 
Quality (ADEQ) has now refused 
the transfer any operating permits 
from the County to the Town.

Director of the Water Control 
Division, Michael Fulton, stated 
his reasoning for the decision in 
a letter to Town Manager Gilbert 
Davidson and Pima County Ad-
ministrator Chuck Huckelberry.

“Before a town can acquire all 
or part of a sewer system, it must 
comply with provisions which 
require the electors voting in a 
municipal election to approve the 
acquisition of a specific project, 
not general authority to operate a 
wastewater and sewer system,” it 
reads.

With 12 people confirmed dead 
and 58 injured, a somber President 
Barack Obama said, “There will be 
other days for politics. This will be a 
day for prayer and reflection.”

While they don’t agree often, 
Obama’s Republican opponent Mitt 
Romney quickly agreed. He put 
aside his planned attacks on the 
president and wrote an entirely new 
speech.

Romney said, “This is a time for 
each of us to look into our hearts 
and remember how much we love 
one another.”

While the two vying for the 
nation’s top seat did the right thing 
on Friday, so many others didn’t. 
The discussions became political all 
too quickly for my taste. 

Radio shows and many others 
immediately started arguing over 
gun control, gun rights and on and 
on and on.

One radio personality, whom 
I choose not to give the satisfac-
tion of being named, wished that 
someone with a concealed weapon 
would have been in the theater so 
this person would have been able to 
return fire.

In the case of Jared Lee Lough-

ner, who is accused of taking aim at 
the innocent victims in that Safeway 
parking lot on Jan. 8, he still sits in a 
Missouri mental health facility be-
ing pumped full of drugs so he can 
be deemed fit to stand trial in what 
likely will become a plea of insanity.

Will that be the same case with 
James Holmes, the man accused of 
taking lives and wounding dozens 
in Colorado? We know he dropped 
out of med school the day before, 
but with all the equipment and gun 
power he had, he had to have been 
planning his attack a lot sooner than 
Thursday.

Holmes’ own mother told ABC 
News that she wasn’t surprised to 
hear that her son was the culprit. 

I wonder now, if like Loughner, 
Holmes was showing all the warn-
ing signs, but no one stepped in to 
help. Or, did Holmes seem sane like 
his neighbors and fellow medical 
students have stated?

We focus so much on gun con-
trol, but where is the focus on men-
tal health? Where is the focus on 
stopping these people from taking 
lives at all? Where is legislation that 
prevents these tragedies altogether?

These tragedies aren’t just cen-
tered around the fact that someone 
owns a gun and used it to carry 
out a senseless attack on innocent 
people who just wanted to see the 
final Batman movie.

The politics have to be put aside 
and everyone needs to come to 
the table and look at the fact that 
these tragedies are becoming too 
common. 

Those in power must look at all 
of these mass shootings and take ev-
ery aspect into account from guns, 
to mental health, to where they get 
all of the ingredients they need to 
carry out such a dreadful plan.

Our society should not become 
fearful of attending a movie, or visit-
ing our elected officials at a grocery 
store.

A different view

I read with considerable interest 
Mr. Safier’s opinion about the 
Affordable Care Act. In response 

it is worth exposing some miscon-
ceptions. Supporters of ACA seem 
to consider health insurance and 
health care as one and the same. Of 
course they are not. I have never 
heard anyone say the ACA forces a 
provider to provide health care. 

As we are learning, some 
providers do not plan to accept the 
imposition of the requirements of 
ACA, Medicare and Medicaid on 
their provision of health care. And 
the primary reason is they simply 
will not be able to afford the bureau-
cracy associated with obtaining 
payment for services. I expect that 
buried in the thousands of pages of 
the ACA and coming ten thousands 
of pages of implementing regula-
tions, there will be such a require-
ment. Then we will have the public 
debate about the government’s 
obligation to pay for education for 
doctors, nurses, technicians, etc. 

In the end, there will be, if 
ACA is not replaced, government 
healthcare. I’m guessing folks aren’t 
going to be OK with government 
determining what services will be 
provided, who will provide them 
and when they might be provided. 
The only good news is that folks 
can’t stand in unemployment lines 
and health care lines at the same 
time. 

Watch out, here comes outsourc-
ing of health care to other countries. 
And of course we’ll be back where 

we started because those that can 
afford health care will figure out 
where to get it and those that can-
not won’t.

The Arizona State Land 
Department is reviewing 
two reports of consultants 
charged with preparing an 

engineering assessment and an 
economic assessment of the pos-
sible sale of 900 acres of state trust 
land near Picacho Peak to Union 
Pacific Railroad for a proposed 
switching yard.

Maria Baier, land commis-
sioner, said the two drafts would 
be finalized after review by the 
department staff.

“We have to make sure the 
project is a beneficial use of the 
trust land beyond the immediate 
sale to Union Pacific,” Baier said. 
“We want to maximize revenue to 
the trust, but also be sure that in 
making the sale, we’re not making 
all the other state trust land nearby 
unsalable, foreclosing on opportu-
nities for those other lands.”

The State Trust Department 
manages a total of 1.2 million acres 
of trust land in Pinal County, Baier 
noted, but the other parcels in the 
vicinity of the proposed land for 
sale to Union Pacific are comprised 
of several sections of land. A sec-
tion of land is 640 acres.

“The economic assessment 
looks at a couple of sections in the 
vicinity that could be affected
