Lower voter turnout in this year’s 
Governor’s race meant the winning 
vote margins were smaller in most 
counties. Mary Burke won 5 counties 
that Democratic candidate Tom Barrett 
lost in the recall election, but Gov. Scott 
Walker got more votes in 56 counties.

Burke won 
Milwaukee 
County, but 
by 8,590 
fewer votes 
than Tom 
Barrett won 
in 2012.

Walker’s 
margin of win 
grew in the 
Southeast 
and in mining 
counties of 
the North
