Blue skies and green 
grass provided a vibrant 
backdrop for the 48th annu-
al Lynchburg Art Festival at 
E.C. Glass High School on 
Saturday.

The event is free to at-
tend, though artists must 
pay to display their work, 
and draws hundreds of 
artists from Lynchburg 
and around the Common-
wealth. Hundreds more 
come to browse through 
myriad paintings of all 
kinds. Proceeds go towards 
a scholarship fund for art 
students. The festival pro-
vides an outlet for artists 
like Elizabeth Brege, a 
Gladys resident who started 
painting several years ago, 
all the way up to artists who 
have honed their craft over 
decades.

“It’s a great time,” Brege 
said about the festival.

To spend any length of 
time at the festival is to en-
counter hundreds of differ-
ent tastes, perspectives and 
styles in each artist’s work. 
Brege, for instance, is fond 
of landscapes, often using 
reference images, but not 
always. When she makes 
encaustic paintings, a pro-
cess that uses a mixture of 
pigments with hot, liquid 
wax, she generally works 
from imagination.

To make her encaustics, 
Brege applies a mixture of 
beeswax and resin to her 
painting surface, before 
fusing both elements to-
gether by applying heat. 
It’s a manifold process—

each new color calls for 
another layer of encaustic 
medium—that can involve 
sculpting too. Brege’s land-
scapes serve as prime ex-
amples of this step in the 

process, each leaf in one of 
her paintings, “Autumn at 
the River,” popping from 
its branch, forming some-
thing like a string of bright, 
rounded bulbs.

Brege said she has start-
ed working with oils and 
acrylics, but added “mostly 
I like the wax.”

Brege, who picked up

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A big wheel in the community passed away this 
month.

With the passing of Ida Doss “Pete” Compton of Hurt 
on September 13, the Altavista area lost a dedicated art-
ist, businessperson and mother. Her son, former NAS-
CAR driver Stacy Compton, said it was only discovered 
that his mother had tumors in multiple parts of her body 
less than a week before she died.

“I think everybody’s still in shock right now,” he said.
Less than two weeks ago on September 10, Ida 

Compton was on the phone with a friend planning what 
food she would bring to the upcoming summer festival 
at Avoca Museum, and had brought donuts to her physi-

Stacy Compton said that these types of kind deeds made 
up much of his mother’s life.

“That’s just kind of the person she was, she always, 
always put other people before her, and she was pretty 
amazing,” he said.

Ida Compton was born in 1941, the daughter of a 
Southern Baptist Minister. She attended school in Al-
tavista. Stacy Compton said his mother always loved to 
paint.

“That was one of her passions when she was younger, 
even up until she got older,” he said. “She really taught 
Olivia, my oldest daughter, to do a lot of painting as 
well.”

Compton said it was common for friends to ask his 
mother to paint family members, or other works of art 
for them, which she would do for free.

“I don’t know if she ever charged for anything, for 
any of the paintings she did,” he said.

Compton said his parents met each other at a young 
age, and were married for over 60 years. During that 
time, Ida Compton spent a short time working for Gen-
