A visit to Old Baker Farm is a
chance to experience of a piece of
history.

The farm’s barn has been
standing for 106 years, the farm
house is 200 years old, and with 15
acres of land filled with pumpkins,
corn, cotton, watermelons, and
Christmas trees, there’s much to
explore.

The farm is owned by fourth-
generation family member Jerry
Baker and his wife Pam. Aside
from its history, the farm has
become very well known for its
pumpkin patch, Christmas tree
farm, and events that people look
forward to every year.

“The Christmas tree farm began
selling trees in 1988, so this is our
36th year with it, but the pumpkin
patch has been around far less, for
about 26 years or so,” said Pam.
“Both have yielded great turnouts,
and people love coming out for
the chance to enjoy all the things
we offer and just the experience of
being on a farm.

“And when your tree wears out
and you get tired of an artificial
tree, come here and get a real one.
Picking out a Christmas tree is
quite an experience, and we do our
best to make sure it is a memorable
and enjoyable one. When people
park their cars, we offer the service
of using a bow saw for their visit
so they can cut down their desired
tree. After all, this is a choose-and-
cut Christmas tree farm, but we
shake the tree for them to remove
any dead needles and net it so that
they can prepare it to take the trip
home.”

After the tree is picked and
secured to the vehicle, customers
can head home and begin
decorating, although many hang

around the farm and enjoy the
holiday activities.

“You can get your tree and go
home, but people tend to stick
around and enjoy the rest of the
farm,” Pam said. “We have a
tractor train ride, hay ride to see the
animals in the pasture, hot apple
cider, and candy canes.”

Last year, the Bakers sold so
many trees that they had to close
that part of the farm three days
after Thanksgiving.

“Come by and get a Christmas
tree while this year’s crop of
trees last, and only cut trees that
are tagged so as not to interfere
with future crops,” Pam said. “I
recommend coming no later than
4 p.m. so you can have time to
look and see what you want. Once
it gets dark, it becomes a safety
issue, since there’s 15 acres with
no lights, stumps throughout, and
you’ll less likely be able to fully
see what you’re getting. But we
don’t close until the last person is
out. We don’t believe in leaving
anyone behind.”

Christmas On The Farm:
“We don’t have a gift shop,
but in the space we do have,
on December 7, we’re having
Christmas On The Farm. It will
feature about 10 arts and crafts
vendors who will have great items
that will make fabulous Christmas
presents. The day will also include
a hayride, Santa Claus in a cabin,
fire pits to roast s’mores, multiple
food trucks, a Nativity scene, hot
chocolate, and so much more.
There is definitely fun to be had
for the entire family.” Admission
is $13 per person.
