Embodies Community Care
Local nurse practitioner

HEFLIN — When Missy Coefield 
learned she was voted the top nurse prac-
titioner in The Anniston Star’s Readers’ 
Choice Awards, her first reaction wasn’t 
celebration — it was tears.

“I don’t do well with praise,” Coefield 
said. “I cried after you called me. This 
is pretty cool, but I do a lot better taking 
care of other people than taking praise for 
myself.”

At 53, Coefield has dedicated her life 
to healthcare in the community where she 
was born and raised. Working at South-
ern Media Care’s Heflin clinic, she’s not 
just a medical professional — she’s a 
hometown hero who knows many of the 

patients who walk through her doors.
As a nurse practitioner, Coefield can 

diagnose patients, prescribe medications 
and refer to specialists. But her approach 
goes far beyond medical protocols. She 
sees her work as a calling, spending extra 
time with patients who need more than 
just medical treatment.

“The greatest compliment I could ever 
get is for somebody to say, ‘Hey, what 
you did meant so much to me,’” she said. 
“If I help 50 people all day and only one 
feels I made a difference, I feel like that’s 
what I was meant to do.”

Her commitment is evident in how she 
approaches patient care. Coefield feels 
that it is important to spend time with 
each of her patients, providing emotional 

support alongside medical care.
“It’s what makes Heflin different,” Co-

efield said. “We understand this is a rural 
community where people might have just 
one car, where timing and compassion 
matter as much as medical treatment.”

Her colleagues describe her as the heart 
of their medical team, someone who leads 
by example and treats the clinic like a 
family. Despite working in urgent care — 
a notoriously challenging environment 
— she maintains a positive, patient-first 
attitude.

“I really love what I do,” she said, her 
passion evident. “And I’m willing to do 
anything I expect of my team.”

For Coefield, being voted the top nurse 

practitioner isn’t about an award. It’s 
about continuing to serve the community 
that raised her, one patient at a time.

PIEDMONT — Tucked away off a 
quiet road in rural Calhoun County, 
Jeff Dickeson’s body shop attracts a 
steady stream of dented fenders and 
banged-up bumpers as their owners 
seek restored beauty for their vehi-
cles.

Over time, Dickeson, 59, has 
established a reputation that recently 
earned him The Anniston Star’s 2025 
Readers’ Choice Award for Best Body 
Shop.

Dickeson opened his current shop

one of them that was pretty regular to go 
up there and work on Saturdays, and I just 
kind of stayed with it.”

After graduating in 1983, Dickeson 
bounced between body shops across the 
Anniston-Oxford area, chasing small rais-
es and more experience. He briefly left the 
trade but returned, eventually co-founding 
Precision Body Shop in Jacksonville, 
where he stayed for about a decade.

After that partnership dissolved, he built 
his current shop in 1999 and opened two 
years later. He briefly closed it when a 
private contract fell through, then worked 
as a painter at the Anniston Army Depot 
— painting tanks — for eight years before 
returning to his own business full-time.

“I enjoy working,” he said. “I’ve had 
back surgery. I probably could have gone 
out on disability years ago, but I enjoy 
it. I think that’s one of the key things to 

keeping healthy.”
Today, Dickeson works alone, with his 

wife helping on the paperwork side. He 
mainly handles insurance work, though 
he’s upfront with customers about long 
timelines for non-insurance related resto-
rations.

“Everything’s pretty much by appoint-
ment only,” he said. “I’ll take in one 
insurance job, and I’ll finish it. I normally 
stay booked up — sometimes as much as 
three months ahead.”

Winning Readers’ Choice was a hum-
bling moment.

“I have a loyal customer base — a lot 
of the same people I fixed for when I was 
in Jacksonville,” he said. “Every car that 
goes through here, I touch it. It’s not gon-
na go out of here unless it’s right.”

“Every day, I have the opportunity 
and the responsibility to help tell this 
city’s story — not just through press 
releases and social media posts, but 

through the real people, places, and 
events that shape who we are.”

Known for his calm delivery and en-
gaging on-air style, Hodges, 32, serves 
as the city’s on-camera spokesperson 
for television segments and local radio 
updates, using what he calls “clear, 
honest, and engaging communication” 
to connect residents to their local gov-
ernment.

“At times, some may see public 
relations as just spin, but I see it as a 
frontline of trust,” he said. “In a world 
full of noise and misinformation, I try 
to be someone who brings a little more 
clarity and a lot more connection.”

In addition to his media work, Hodg-

es facilitates community initiatives 
like the Anniston Youth Council and 
Anniston Changers, and has previously

“Most come through on a 
regular basis, and we build relationships with folks.

Huggins, a retired UPS driver, said he and his team 
make it a point to interact with customers beyond the 
payment kiosk.

Xtreme Car Wash is open seven days a week from 
8 a.m. to 7 p.m., closing only on Christmas, Easter 
and on particularly rainy days.

“Those are the days I maintain the facilities,” 
Huggins said.

He credits much of the business’s day-to-day 
success to his managers, particularly Jessie Coggins, 
who oversees the Jacksonville location. Together, 
they manage the team and ensure everything runs 
smoothly.

The company offers membership packages ranging 
from $17.95 to $39.95, based on the products used. 
There is no contract required, and memberships 
come with added perks.

“We give discounts for military, first responders, 
teachers and those who own several cars,” he said. 
“Come in as often as you like.”

For Huggins and his team, providing a clean car is 
about more than just appearance — it’s about mak-
ing people feel good.

“People are happy,” he said, “when they drive a 
clean car.”

After Shears graduated from 
Wellborn High School in 1980, she 
obtained her certification as a vet 
tech from Jefferson State College 
in Birmingham.
