 It might be the 43 items on Chef T’s 
breakfast menu that causes Star readers 
to vote for the restaurant year after year as 
serving the area’s best breakfast.

Vive Salon and Barbershop styles its way to the top of Star readers’ lists

Vive Salon and Barbershop is 
a family-owned business that was 
named best barbershop by readers 
of The Anniston Star. 

“My dad, Efraín Muñoz, want-
ed to invest in something, and 
my mom has done hair for years,” 
said Sebastian Muñoz, barber and 
co-owner of the business with his 
mother, Elizabeth, and his father. 

“My dad will help out in the 
front and answer phone calls and 
greet clients on his off days, and my 
sister, Mia, helps when she is free, 
too,” Muñoz said. “Me and mom 
are here every day. I never expect-
ed to be working with her growing 
up. This is so cool. To be able to say 
hey to each other every day is nice.”

The salon gets its name from 
the word “Vive” which in Spanish 
means “to live.”

Sebastian attended barber 
school four years ago. 

“I started during COVID. I saw 
a bunch of hair-cutting videos. It 
was popular to cut your own hair or 
friends’ hair because a lot of places 
were closed,” said Muñoz. “I start-
ed cutting my Dad up and just fell 
in love with the craft. It is an art.”

That passion and admiration 
for the craft of hairstyling led to the 
opening of the salon on January 4, 
2022. There are four barbers and 
five stylists on staff. 

The salon offers services such as 
women’s haircuts, colors, perms, 
loc extensions, shampooing, make-
up and waxing. 

The barbershop offers haircuts, 

beard shape-ups with straight 
razors and designs on the side of 
the head. 

The barbershop also offers a VIP 
service which includes a haircut 
plus steam and hot towels, facial 
scrub, shampoo, eyebrow shape-
up and a head and face massage. 

“Since the jump, everybody has 
been really supportive. We got busy 
so quickly. The community has 
supported us a lot,” Muñoz said,

months.”

The Muñoz family tries to recip-
rocate that community support by 
sponsoring local athletes and even 
teaming with Cornerstone Church 
to offer free haircuts at the church’s 
back-to-school event.

Have you ever been followed by don-
keys in a field so green it’s shining? Or  
stood within arms distance of a full-grown 
bull named Angus? 

“He’s too big to play,” said Brooke Gar-
rett with a chuckle. Brooke is married to 
Tyler Garrett, the seventh generation of 
Garretts born and raised on the land. 

“I grew up in a greenhouse, and began 
to work the farm by the time I could walk,” 
Tyler said. 

The donkeys actually brought the cou-
ple together. Tyler invited Brooke, a veter-
inarian at the time, to the farm to see them. 

“I told her you should come see my ass, 
and she never left,” said Tyler. 

Quips aside, the main attraction of Gar-
rett’s Farm and Nursery in Piedmont is that 
it offers a customer-centric experience, 
where you can come and choose to bring 
home whatever you’d like from the 98-acre 
farm. The customer service is one reason 
Garrett’s Farm was voted top nursery by 
readers of The Anniston Star.

The farm caters to all aspects of the fam-
ily. 

“Mothers come to pick plants, and their 
kids play on the playground and meet the 

animals,” said Brooke. 
The farm houses all kinds of animals 

that were in need of a home. Brooke also 
has some baby bunnies looking for a new 
home. Those interested can reach out on 
Facebook with inquiries. 

Strawberries, sunflowers, wildflowers, 
various plants, herbs and more can be 
found growing at the farm; all ripe for pick-
ing or purchase. 

“You get to buy right from the source, 
directly where it’s grown,” said Tyler.

The farm is currently in its off season 
following its peak in the spring. In the next 
few weeks, visitors can pick from the field of 
4,000 mums. For the fall, they are growing a 
pumpkin patch. 

Brooke has also been experimenting 
with vegetables and other fruits: corn, 
squash, peppers, tomatoes, okra, water-
melon, cantaloupe, and more, that they 
hope the farm will in the next few years 
produce at a larger scale.

When you go, everything you see was 
built or renovated by Tyler Garrett in the 
past two years; the greenhouses, irrigation 
systems, and even the farming equipment. 
Along with Brooke, his mother, Kim Gar-
rett, and two kids, Easton and Maddie Gar-
rett, are helping him bring the farm into a 
new age.

Star readers trust Tim Lusk with their beloved pets

PIEDMONT — Voted by Anniston Star readers as 
best Best Veterinarian in the area, Tim Lusk, the long-
time owner and veterinarian at Lusk Animal Clinic, 
says he’s humbled at the designation. He conceded 
that he stays so busy, it sometimes seems like he does 
not appreciate his customers.

But the opposite is the case. 
“I wouldn’t be where I’m at right here if it hadn’t 

been for the good clients that’s come to see me and 
put up with me when I was growing up learning how 
to be a veterinarian,” he said. 

“At times I just don’t take the time to sit and look at 
how good and how blessed I am,” Lusk said.  

After graduating from Auburn University in 1988, 
the Piedmont native went to Tennessee where he 
worked for a veterinarian before coming back to 
Piedmont to open up his own clinic in 1989. Lusk said 
times have changed in the veterinary business since 
he first opened. 

“Twenty years ago, if you were in a small town like 
this you had to do some mixed animals to make a liv-
ing,” he said, referring to treating livestock and horses 
on top of domestic cats and dogs. 

Treatments have changed as well, he said.
“We didn’t have all this once-a-month tablets like 

fleas and stuff, you bathed and dipped everything — 
even the big mean ones — you had to do it,” Lusk said. 

He said that over the last 15-20 years he’s got away 
from treating anything but small animals.  

Working in a close-knit community is something 
that Lusk prefers.  

“We’re small enough that we know everybody 
most of the time,” he said. 

“I’ve always had a good relationship with all the 
town people and know everybody that came in here 
just about,”  he said. 

The business is open six days a week, but on Sun-
days, Lusk helps his staff clean the kennels. 

“So it’s a seven-day job,” he said, adding that the 
business also handles pet emergencies. 

On a recent Thursday, Gryce Hayes from Pied-
mont brought in her two dogs, a golden retriever and 
a goldendoodle.  

Hayes, 25, said she is a lifelong customer of Lusk’s. 
“He’s always there no matter what time of the day, 

no matter if you call him at midnight,” she said. “He 
takes excellent care of animals because he truly cares 
about them.”

“He always does his best and he makes sure that 
he’s offering the best care plan possible,” Hayes said.
