
A rare event that hasn’t 
happened at any point in 
the last 68 years will 
occur on late Sunday 
night. It will be the 
biggest moon so far of 
the 21st century; the 
moon won’t come this 
close to Earth again until 
Nov. 25, 2034.

A supermoon is 
when a full moon is 
at its closest point 
to the Earth in its 
elliptical orbit.
