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Twenty-eight percent of the Jewish children in Cleveland are residents of The Heights region. 
Beachwood and the Southeast region are each home to 18% of all the Jewish children in Cleveland. 
The Northeast/Northern Heights region houses 16% of Jewish children, while the remaining 20% 
are divided between the West Side and Central region (12%) and the East Side Suburbs (8%).

Among Jewish adults living in The Heights, 38% are ages 18–34 — the highest proportion of young 
adults of any region. The region with the largest proportion of Jewish individuals ages 35-49 is the 
West Side and Central region, with 30%. In the Northeast/Northern Heights, 32% of Jewish adults 
are in the 65-74 age range, while the East Side Suburbs have a similar share at 30%. In the East 
Side Suburbs, more than a quarter (27%) of Jewish adults are 75 or older, compared with 21% in 
the Southeast and 20% in Beachwood.
