a three-pairs 3 vear basis.

They suggested formation of
Yshoe exchanges” similar to those
in  Great Britain, Germany, and

other European counlries.

British parenis for some time
have been ‘“trading”  children's
shoes, which are in good condi-
tion but which the wearers have
oulgrown, for a larger pair.

That, of course, doesn't take care
of children who wear out more
than three pairs of shoes a year.

But. officials saw little danger of
the average American child having
to revert to the “barefoot boy” type
for lack of shoes.

For the time being their best ad-
vice to parents was: “Use some of
wvour own coupons for shoes for
the kids.” |

OPA officials pomled out that the
average man seldom bought three
pairs of shoes a year,

They said it was su-nplm to give
a flat ration of three pairs to
cach customer, including children,
ralher than to eut the men's al-
lowance to increase that ef chil-
dren.

A difference in the allowance
for different consumners would have
complicated the program enormous-
ly, they said.

As the “freeze” order expired
and shoes went back on sale, offi-
cials hoped that Americans would
noi rush to shoe stores to “ecash in"
their first coupon.

Their advice was to conlinue to
buy shoes normally-—only if need-
ed.

A “run” on stocks now. they said,

would defeat the purpose of the

rationing program-—lo assure all
Americans adequale footwear for
the duration.

With the ending of the freeze
period, Price Adminisirator Pren-
tiss M. Browm {old consumers
that shoce ralioning now elimi-
nates any danger there will not
be enough shoes to go arcund.

“This ration prngram,”
“instantly cuts

e said,
off ewxgessive pur-
chases of shoes. reducing sales to
the level where reduced civilian
shoe production can keep pace.

Ca-ordinated Attack.

Martin Marauders and North
American Miichells, escorted by
Lockheed Lightnings made a co-
ordinaled attack on the airdrome
af Gabes, on the Tunisian east
coast close to the point where
Marshal Erwin Robbel was ex-
pected Lo make a stand with the
remnants of his. Afrika Korps.

An attack to deny Rommel *ac-
cess to the sea" presumably would
be directed toward the Gabes area,
where there is a 15-mile bottle-
neck between the Tunisian salt
flats and the Medifterranean,

Boering Flying Trortresses
bombed Sousse, 135 miles north of
Gabes, firing wuildings and scer-
ing direct hits on at least two
enemy vessels,

Eighteen German fighter planes
were shot down during the Gahes
raid, while the allies lost only five
aircarft in Monday’'s operations.

Consolidated Liberators based in
the Middle East made another at-
tack on Messina, Sicily, scoring di-
rect hits on oil installations, the
port's - power station and harbor
facilities, the Ninth United States
air foree announced.

All American planes returned,
reporting they had shot down at
least one of a sizable force of
enemy fighters.

British Army Poised.

Berlin Broadeast Says Japs
Lost 16,734 Dead; 139
Planes Lost.

FLEET MAY HAVE BEEN
COVERING WITHDRAWAL

New York—( AP)—-Japanese
imperial headquarters an-
nounced Tuesday the with-
drawal of Japanesc forees from
Guadalcanal island in the Solo-
mons ‘‘after their missions had
been  fulfilled.”” the Berlin
radio reported in a dispateh date.
lined Tokyo.

The broadeast said the Japanese,
also announced the evacuation of
the Buna area in New Guainea, .

This apparently is an admission,
nearly three weeks delayed of
the destruction of the Jap army
in Papua by General MacArthur's .
American and Australian forces.

The announcement put the Japa-
nese losses in the two theatres at
16,7234 dead.

The Associated Press recorded
the Berlin broadvast. Reuters, in
London, heard the same announce-
ment on the Tokyo radio, while the

"OWI reporteq it also was broadcast

from Tokyo on a beam ior Latm
America.” .
"Permits Wew Slrategy.

“Witlidrdwal ot Japanese froops -
from Buna on ‘the northeast coast
of New Guinea and from .the Solos
mon islands of Guadalcanal after
thelr missions had been fulfilled
was announced Tuesday night . by
the impevial Japanese headquar-
fers,” the Berlin broadeast said.

“The announcement declares- that.
thanks to a strong vanguard situat-
ed at Buna, which repulised repeat--
ed enemy attacks, strong bases’
were able to be established on New
Guinea and in ithe Solomen. islands
which now permit new strategy.

“After Lhis ub.!ectlve WaAS
reached, Buna was evacuated by
the end of January,

“For the same reason t.rcops sta«
tivned on Guadaleanal, who since
last August had repelléd strong at-
tacks of foreces the enemy ‘landed
there, were moved !o other places
at the beginning of February, hav-
ing likewise fulfilled their task.

“As far as is known, in these op-
erations since August of lgst year
25,000 enemy troops were wiped out,’
more than 240 enemy airplanes
were shot down or destroyed, and
more than 30 guns and 25 tanks
were put out ¢f commission,

Admit Losses of 16,734,

“Japanese losses in dead amount-
ed 1o 16,734 either killed in action
or died of wounds and illness.

“In addition, 139 Japanese air-
planes were lost.”

The Japanese figures for allied
losses are much higher than those
indicated by United States an-
nouncements.

General MacArthur said allied
casualties in the Papua campaign
were less than half the Japanese,.
wheo tvere believed to have lost at
least 15,000 men ashaore not ineclud-
ing those drowned o attempted
landings.

"There has been no indication
that American casualties on Guad-

alcanal were more than some
bhundreds,

The Japanese announcement con-
stitutes the first admission from
Tokyo in this war of the abandon-
ment of impartant territory.

It indicates that the recent move-
ments .of Japanecse task forces to-
ward Guadalcanal may have been
for the purpose of withdrawing the
badly beaten remnants of the onhce
formidable force which, for six
months, has slugged it out first with
the U. 5. marines then with army
forces for possessmn of the island
and its strategic air field. ‘

First Major Island Retaken,

Guadaleanal would become the
first major island to be wholly Te-
taken by the allies from the Japa-
nese, who, until the marines land-
ed there last Aug. 7, had continued
Almost without check their con-
quests in the southwest Pacific area.

If the annocuncement has been
made in Tokyo. it amounts ts an
sdmission of wiihdrawal from
Guadalecanal where, according to
last American reporls, some Japa-
nese forces still had been holding
out.

" was no doubt in his mind that the
Japanese are evacuating Guadal-
canal island in the Solomons and
he said this opinion was borne out
by “some information” which lhe
navy has from the southwest Pa-
cific.

“All enemy resistance an the
island .has apparently ceased,”
{he secrelary told a press con-
ference, ‘“‘except that there may
be a few little groups lIeff.”

This apparent end of a six
months' campaign to gain control
of the strategic island with ils vast-
1y important airfield, Knox said,
has denied to the enemy a base
from which io raid American lines
of communication to Australia and
has placed American-forees “with-
in striking distance of some of ihe
maost 1mport,ant. hases of the Jap-
anese.’

Sea Moves Covering.

“The story of the Southwest Pa-
cific would have becn a vastly dil-

Knox recalled that when he was
on Guadalcanal Jan. 21 the com-
~ mander. Major General . Alexander
M. Paich; had estimated that there
were gbouf 4,000 1o 6,000 enemy-
iroops still in existence there.

“We were prelty well salisfied
by afr and general reconmais-
sances,” Knox said, “there was no
significant number eof Japanese in
any one group,

“Several groups have heen  sur-
routded and cut off Irom supplies
and ammunition.”

Knox" hbelief that Guadalcanal
was now enilirely in American
hands excepl for very small scat-
icred groups which may not have
been able to gel lo a debarkation
point apparently marks the ecnd of
a campaign which began on August
7., at a time when it was feared that
the steady southward surge of the
Japanese. would, unlees quickly
checked, cut vital American lines
of communication with Ausltralia.

'The enemy could have used Gua-
dalcanal and ihe nearby harbor at
Tulagi island for direct surface,
submarine and air atlacks on Aus-
iralian shipping or ecould have
siruck at important American bases,
nctably those in the New Hebrides
and New Caledonia.

The liguor commiitee may Thold
the bkill until it is too late 1o take
the matter up before adjournment.

Long-time members of the legis-
lature =aid Tuesday's action was
one of the few times in the his-
iory of the legislature that such
procedure has taken place on a
majar bill.

The action allowing Bonn to
chahige his vote was considered a
sharp setback for the dry forces
who NMonday had fought to bring
the bill out on the floor.

A {force of 300 Gelmans was kllled
in night engagements.

Northwest of Rostov in the Kra-
matorsk area midway between Ros-
tov and Kharkov the Russians, over-
whelming nazi resistance, advanced
and occupied several localities,

West of Kupyansk a number of
cther localities were captured and
a battalion of German mfantry was
routed,

Coniinue Advances,

The Russians advanced in the vi-
cinity of the Gostichschevo railway
station and occupied-a fortified po-
sition,

Around captured Kursk the Red
army oifensive confinued unabated,
Here a German mf.-.lntry battalion
was routed.
