The new ceilings are based on
wholesalers’ costs plus prolit
percentage of the wholesaler and
retailer.

Under the old system of comput-
ing ceilings, stores doing. approxi-
mately the same volume of business
sometimes computed different ceil-
ing prices. In the new system ceil-
ing prices of all stores in the same
group are uniform but there are
differences between classes of
stores, with the highest prices gen-
erally in group 1 and the lowest in
group 4.

Must Post in Store,

Each retaiter is required to post
in a conspicuous place the list of
ceiling prices for his class of
store. .
The new ceiling order does not
include coiffee, nor any fresh vege-
tables. The only fresh frait item
listed is Central American bananas.
Most heavily listed are breakfast
cereals, macaroni and noodle prod-
ucts, and canned fruits and vege-
tables.
Prices in excess of those estab-
lished by the OPA order may hnot
be charged on items in aby store.
Items may, however, be sold below
the ceiling prices.
Commodities, brands, and sizes
not priced under the order are un-
der price control but are governed
by percentage markups or other
pricing methods. .
This is exclusive of meats and
soaps, which are priced an a Tflat
basis nationally. ’
