Cory Chapman from the 
Garrison Fire Department 
brought along the equip-
ment needed to rescue 
someone from a grain bin or 
grain wagon accident.

Aid and ATV Safety. “We do 
a First Aid and ATV session 
every year, because there’s 
so many fi rst aid situations 
and so many ATV accidents. 
Th e other stations rotate, so 
the kids can come back year 
after year and not have the 
same subject,” Walston said.

Beef Producers and Pork 
Producers take turns each 
year providing the lunch 
served after students com-
plete all the sessions. Th is 
fall, Benton County Farm Bu-
reau grilled 120 pork burgers 
donated by the Pork Produc-
ers and students ate together 
on the bleachers of the show 
arena. Farm Bureau presi-
dent Michael Hopper said he 
used to attend when he was 
a kid, and now he’s serving 
the burgers to the students. 
“It’s a good program for the 
kids. Good, practical educa-
tion that can be used for a 
lifetime,” Hopper said.

ie bag along with a course 
evaluation. Th e goodie bags 
and the t-shirts are provided 
by Progressive Ag.
