“The Little Creek Farm Conservancy is holding a meeting today to discuss whether the Conservancy will continue as a nonprofit and its (main) role to help
promote Equine Education for interested DeKalb County residents.

The Conservancy operates in support of the County’s Little Creek Horse Farm but has no role in the daily operation of the facility.

A Letter of Understanding exists between our Department (Attached) which outlines the role of the Conservancy in its mission to support Little Creek.

Regarding today’s meeting of the Conservancy:
All current members of the Conservancy have been asked to attend the meeting OR if they cannot attend to complete a ballot and submit it to the
Conservancy Board.

The main question for today’s meeting is whether the Conservancy will dissolve itself OR continue as a non-profit organization if there are members or who
wish to assume leadership roles on the Board.

The Conservancy has a 5-member board. Four of the members on the Board are boarders at Little Cree and have recently or will be leaving Little Creek Horse
Farm and moving their horses to other boarding barns.

One member is not a boarder at LC but has indicated they are uncertain if they will continue the Board.

In addition to these board members no longer boarding a horse at Little Creek, these members do have some issue with the County’s overall operation of the
horse farm.

Main issues include:
- The County’s request that all horses boarding at LC contribute in specific ways to ongoing efforts to provide equine education and riding lessons.
- Attached is a competed Application to be considered for a boarding stall at Little Creek.
- There are some boarders at Little Creek who do not want their horses used in riding lessons. That is the case with several of the
Conservancy board members.
