Fort Bend County has adopted a body 
camera policy for county-paid peace of� -
cers, but the sheriff  and constables don’t 
have to abide by it.

County commissioners unanimously 
approved the policy during Tuesday’s 
commissioners court meeting.

County Attorney Bridgette Smith-Law -
son told commissioners that elected law 
enforcement of�cials can accept or de -
cline the policy.

Fagan, who championed body cameras 
when he campaigned for of�ce, said his 
deputies would abide by the policy.

“I have no problem with the policy that 

you wrote because the policy that I have 
written is more stringent,” Fagan said. 
“(The county’s policy) is more of  a guid -
ance that we will follow.”

The policy states that it “does not su -
persede or remove the duty of  of�cers 
to comply with other departmental pro -
cedures and obligations, nor does it su -
persede or remove the legal sphere of  
authority that an elected of�cial of  a law 
enforcement agency in Fort Bend County 
has to either accept or reject body-worn 
cameras and this policy.”

County Judge KP George lauded the 
policy as a way to bring accountability 
and transparency to law enforcement of -
�cers and residents. 

He also said that the policy is in line 

with a national policy on body cameras.
“There have been national conversa -

tions about the use of  body-worn cameras 
in law enforcement for a long time, and 
the death of  George Floyd and a constable 
here in our community made passing the 
policy even more pressing,” George said 
in a statement. 

“We want to protect our residents and 
law enforcement of�cers. It’s time to do 
the right thing, and hopefully, this will be 
the start of  rebuilding trust between law 
enforcement and the communities they 
serve.”

Last month, George proposed a body 
camera policy, but it was pulled from the 
agenda at the last minute after Precinct 
2 Constable Daryl Smith and Precinct 3 

Constable Chad Norvell expressed con -
cerns about the policy, especially about 
the commissioners’ court being able to 
exert its authority over elected law en -
forcement leaders.

While the policy is in effect immediate -
ly, the Fort Bend Sheriff’s Of�ce said that 
because the vendors for the body camer -
as have not been selected yet, there is no 
timetable available for when of�cers will 
begin wearing the cameras.

The policy was also created to get pos -
sible federal funding to purchase the body 
cameras. Precinct 2 Commissioner Grady 
Prestage mentioned that the policy could 
fade away when the funding expires.

“Once the funding runs out, we’re on 
the honor system,” Prestage said.

Although it may create an air of  mys -
tique and intrigue, the 
reasoning behind au -
thor Arthur Herbert’s 
pen name is a logical 
one: it organizes his 
two lines of  work.

During the day, he’s

He didn’t have to wait too long.

announced his �rst novel, “The Cuts That 
Cure,” was available.

A real page-turner
“The Cuts That Cure” follows a disgraced 

surgeon who crosses paths with a cruel 
teenager in the Rio Grande Valley of  Texas. 
Phelan said his book contains psychological 
suspense, mystery, and even some horror el -
ements.

“If  you like Stephen King or Gillian Fly -
nn — the lady who wrote “Gone Girl,” as 
well as the HBO series “Utopia” —it’s fair to 
say that you’ll like the book,” said Phelan, 
53.

Weeks before our interview and the re -
lease of  the book, Phelan was encouraged 
by the pre-order sales hitting “almost three 
times the number [his] publisher initially 
told him,” and because of  the strength of  
the pre-orders, his book spent some time as 
a No.1 Amazon new release.

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County adopts body camera policy

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Fort Bend County commissioners ap -
proved on Tuesday more federal funding 
in relevance to the COVID-19 pandemic, 
including more funding for rental assis -
tance.

Commissioners approved an action to 

advance the funding of  over $157.4 mil -
lion that the county received through the 
American Rescue Plan Act.

Most of  the funding will go to a vari -
ety of  programs, including public health, 
pandemic relief, economic relief, funds 
for local non-pro�ts and public infra -
structure.

Of  the $157.4 million, $31.5 million will 

go to economic recovery, including the 
county’s small-business grant program, 
which will get $25 million. Also, $10 
million has been allocated to Fort Bend 
County’s mortgage assistance program 
and $3 million will go towards the coun -
ty’s youth summer jobs program.
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
