With each passing day, the numerous ongoing investigations surrounding Nex’s 

untimely passing yield additional information.  Yesterday, a summary report from the 
Medical Examiner was released, simply stating that Nex’s death was caused by suicide.   
 

As the media and public await the release of the full report, the Benedicts want to 
ensure other pertinent portions of the report are not overshadowed by the “classification” 
of Nex’s death.  Rather than allow incomplete accounts to take hold and spread any 
further, the Benedicts feel compelled to provide a summary of those findings which have 
not yet been released by the Medical Examiner’s office, particularly those that contradict 
allegations of the assault on Nex being insignificant.  As outlined in the full report, the 
Medical Examiner found numerous areas of physical trauma over Nex’s body that 
evidence the severity of the assault.  Specifically, the report notes:
