The Skagit County Vessel Turn-In 
recycling event included a tour of 
vessels that have been turned in for 
recycling, brief presentations from 
project partners and a demonstra-
tion of the processes of boat decon-
struction and recycling. The event 
was part of the Vessel Turn-In Pro-
gram managed by the state Depart-
ment of Natural Resources as a way 
to prevent abandoned boats from 
polluting marine habitats.

After 40 years of teaching 
culinary arts, and 50 years in 
the food industry altogether, 
Lyle Hildahl has decided it is 
time to retire.

Hildahl has been a cor-
nerstone of the culinary pro-
grams at Skagit Valley College 
and the Northwest Career and 
Technical Academy, but it was 
only by chance that he became 
a chef in the first place.

Originally, Hildahl said 
he wanted to be a Lutheran 
minister and attend Pacific 
Lutheran University, but his 
high school counselor told 
him he would not be able to 
afford the private university.

Instead, Hildahl decided to 
attend Washington State Uni-
versity, but when he did so he 
said he had no clue what he 
wanted to do with his life.

The summer before his 
freshman year of college he 
said he was at an All You Can 
Eat Night at a Pizza Hut when 
a professor asked Hildahl what 
he had planned for a major. At 
the time, Hildahl said he was 
thinking about a business-re-
lated degree.

It was from this professor 
that he learned about the hos-
pitality business management 
program.

Hildahl decided to enroll in 
a hospitality course.

“I take this course and I 
absolutely fall in love with it,” 
Hildahl said.

During college, the first 
restaurant Hildahl worked at 
was Clinkerdagger in Spokane, 
which was owned by Restau-
rants Unlimited.

His plan for after college was 
to be head of operations for a 
food and beverage company, 
but Restaurants Unlimited 
recruited him as its executive 

chef in 1976.
“I didn’t realize I had this 

ability,” Hildahl said. “I didn’t 
want to be a cook.”

He became inspired to teach 
by his two young children.

After going through a 
divorce, Hildahl said when he 
had his kids he thought they 
would always want to go out to 
eat, so he rarely cooked.

His daughter, at the age of 

5, asked why if he was a chef 
he didn’t cook at home, and 
she asked to cook dinner with 
him.

Hildahl said he took the 
opportunity to teach his kids 
about cooking with fresh, local 
ingredients. This way they 
would understand about the 
people who farmed the food, 
the flavor components and the 
time needed to prepare meals.

“It’s the first lesson I had 
in terms of what I wanted to 
teach,” he said. “Cooking is 
an event. It’s not a moment in 
time to eat and provide nutri-
ents.”

In 1984, Hildahl became 
director for culinary arts and 
hospitality management at 
Skagit Valley College, and his 
journey as a teacher had offi-
cially begun.

Over the years, he has also 
had other roles in the food 
industry.

Some of his most memora-
ble include being a co-owner 
of Flounder Bay Café in Ana-
cortes for seven years.

“Those seven (years) were 
the most inspiring,” Hildahl 
said.

He said he enjoyed having 
the opportunity to make deci-
sions and impact customers. 
The restaurant became profit-
able in its fourth year.

“Every season had its 
moments. It was fun, hard,” he 
said. “When you own a restau-
rant you live it. It’s your life.”

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The Port of Anacortes 

is now one of three Wash-

ington state ports with a 

tsunami mitigation and 

resiliency planning strat-

egy thanks to a collabo-

rative effort with numer-

ous agencies and stake-

holders.
“The threat of tsu-

namis to the maritime 

community of the Gue-

mes Channel and the 
Port of Anacortes is sig-

nificant,” Washington 

Emergency Management 

Division Tsunami Pro-

gram Coordinator Danté 

DiSabatino said in a news 

release.
“With potential dam-

age to infrastructure, 
vessels and hazard-
ous conditions for those 

on the water, shoreline 

and within the inunda-

tion zone, it’s imperative 

that we take proactive 

measures to enhance life 

safety and protect prop-

erty through response 

planning ...” he said.
A Tsunami Maritime 

Response and Mitigation 

Strategy for the Port was 

completed by the Wash-

ington Emergency Man-

agement Division with 

collaboration from the 

port, the Washington 
Geological Survey, the 

Skagit County Depart-

ment of Emergency Man-

agement and key stake-

holders.
The new strategy 

includes modeling for an 

“Alaska tsunami event” 

as well as a “Cascadia 
event.”

The 98-page strategy 

document notes what 
actions the Port of Ana-

cortes can take, such as 

evacuations and limiting 

marine traffic, while also 

including long-term mit-

igation strategies.
“First and foremost, we 

have a maritime commu-

nity that we want to edu-

cate about the impact if 

a tsunami occurs,” Port 

of Anacortes Operations 

Director John Dumas 
said. “... So that every-
body understands when 

they hear the siren, or 
they sign up for tsu-
nami alerts you know 
what each of those lev-
els are going to do to local 

waters.”
Dumas said the new 

tsunami strategy is 
important for stewarding 

the Port’s infrastructure.

“I think the biggest 
key to this ... is really 
about understanding the 

problem specific to Port 

properties,” he said. “... 

I have 24,000 gallons of 

fuel out there for supply 

boats. How do I protect 

that?”
According to Dumas, 

the process for develop-

ing the strategy began 

roughly two years ago 

and has come to fruition 

through the multiagency 

collaboration.
Still, the strategy marks 

the first step for the Port.

“We know what’s going 

to occur, which is going to 

lead us to some long-term 

planning,” Dumas said.

Visitors of The Floyd in 

Stanwood on the Fourth 

of July will see patriotic 

quilts lining the walls of 

the building.

Her neighbor, however, 

was a member of the 

Stanwood-Camano Hero 

Quilters and encouraged 

LaSanse to join.
“I finally went, and that 

was that,” LaSanse said. 

“I couldn’t not go. And 

the more I went, the more 

I volunteered, the more 

I took responsibility — 

now it’s just a passion.”

Along with quilting, 

LaSanse does community 

outreach for the group 

and sells items on the 

side to fundraise.

“I make a lot of things, 

quilted things like pot-

holders, pocket purses, 

microwave cozies, that 

kind of stuff,” she said. 

“And the proceeds from 

that I put towards hero 

quilts.”
The Stanwood-Camano

Washington State Parks staff is host-

ing a community meeting on July 15 

centered around Cama Beach State 

Park — and has a preliminary recom-

mendation not to reopen the cabins 

where they currently sit.

The cabins were abruptly closed in 

February due to a mass septic system 

failure.
Since then, the park has only been 

open for day use in certain areas. Shut-

tle service, event rentals and overnight 

stays are unavailable.

The Cama Beach Store and the Cen-

ter for Wooden Boats have also been 

closed indefinitely.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

A draft presentation from Washing-

ton State Parks says that the staff ’s rec-

ommendation is to “plan for a sustain-

able park that is in harmony with the site 

conditions” rather than reopen the cab-

ins where they currently sit on the shore.

According to the state, the park saw 

272,888 visitors in 2023 and brought in 

$982,650 in revenue.

There were also 91 Special Activity 

Permits issued in 2023 — and 48 wed-

dings.
Back in March, staff came to Camano 

Island and held a town hall to discuss the 

situation.
There, it was explained that a 

multi-system failure was ultimately why 

the cabins were shut down so suddenly.

There are electrical issues under-

ground between septic pumps, a fire 

suppression system failure and the sea 

wall is on its last legs.

The environment has also changed 

drastically since the park opened in 

2008, which is a significant contributing 

factor to the state’s recommendation.
