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and other required items! Through our four programs, we have spent $330,000 so far this school year! We purchased
over $235,000 in clothing from our partner merchants, Walmart, Target, T] Maxx, and Old Navy! With the support of
our generous sponsors, we awarded 15 high school graduates and college sophomores this year with a $1,000-53,000
MT post-secondary scholarship based on financial need, academic success, and a commitment to give back to their
community. The 19th annual “Stuff the Bus” project was a huge success! Our community stepped up and donated
$58.600 to fund grants for schools to purchase school supplies in bulk for 1,400+ students in the greater Helena area, so
they can begin school with a new backpack full of supplies! Thank you to Halstyn Stief, Chair of the committee, their school
district committee, many individual donors, and Valley Bank for a matching grant that helped this summer! “Running
for Montana's Future Program” has purchased 202 pairs of athletic shoes this school year totaling $5,270! The program
is coordinated by the Helena Police Department and Angel Fund promoting healthy physical activity for students in the
Helena School District. Domingo Zapata of the Helena Police Department along with Helena School Resource officers
ensure that kids needing shoes receive a pair!
