3. YOU MUST RESPOND TO
EACH CLAIM. This Answer is your
written response to the Plaintiffs
Complaint.  In your Answer you
must state whether you agree or
disagree with each paragraph of
the Complaint. If you believe the
Plaintiff should not be given every-
thing asked for in the Complaint,
you must say so in your Answer.

4. YOU WILL LOSE YOUR
CASE IF YOU DO NOT SEND A
