Located off River Road in Oscoda, 
the Monument and Visitor Center 

together, preserve the area’s lumbering 
history and explain the industry that 
helped to build northern Michigan. 
The visitor’s center is open from 

May through October. Here, one can 
learn how lumber was cut and moved 
from the forests to the mills. A huge 
bronze memorial sits on a high bluff 

overlooking the AuSable River. Explore 
the life of a lumberjack through videos 

and displays, enjoy a Kid’s Day Program 
or take a guided nature hike. For the 

more adventurous, hike the 260 steps 
to the edge of the AuSable river and 
board the Wanigan, a replica of the 

floating cook shacks that followed the 
river drives.

A popular destination, Iargo Springs 
provides a panoramic view of 

the AuSable River Valley from an 
observation deck 300 feet above the 

river. For those who want a closer 
look at the springs, a 294-step 

wooden staircase takes you down 
to where the underground springs 
come together to form large pools 

of crystal-clear water. It is one of the 
most beautiful spots in northeast 

Michigan. Revered by Native People 
as a sacred place, the solitude of 

the area provides an almost magical 
experience. The sounds of water 
flowing, gentle breezes, and cries 

of eagles add to the ambiance and 
serenity of the area. Located on 

the River Road Scenic Byway, Iargo 
Springs offers visitors a unique day 

trip of beauty and tranquility.

The Ojibwe, Ottawa, and Potawatomi people are 

known to have lived in our area of Michigan. The 
Ojibwe were called the keepers of the faith, the Ot-
tawa as keepers of the trade, and the Potawatomi 
as keepers of the fire. 
Through their languages, and describing of the 

world around them, we have the origins of the 
naming of the AuSable and Oscoda communities.
Several sources indicate that Henry Schoolcraft 

(Schoolcraft), a geographer, geologist, and US In-
dian Agent, surveyed much of our area and named 
new towns using terminology shared by our Native 
American predecessors.
The Ojibwe words ossim, ossin, and asin mean 

stone or pebble. The words muskoda, maskode, 
and muscoda translate into prairie. Schoolcraft 
used creative license to shorten the two words to 
become Oscoda, meaning a pebbly prairie. 
Because of our location along the AuSable River 

or River of Sand, the name given to AuSable Town-
ship was the result of early settlers who purchased 
land in the area and platted the area, naming it Au 
Sable due to its location along the AuSable River.
In a video entitled AuSable Oscoda Michigan – 

Land of Growth – Waters of Change, produced by 
the AuSable Oscoda Historical Society funded by 
a grant from the Oakmead Foundation, the 1800’s 
and early 1900’s our area was inhabited by nomad-
ic tribes with their wonderful Native American cul-
ture traditions.
Ottawa Indian Chief Kanotin’s name was origi-

nally given to the area known as Iosco County in 
1831. At that time the county was named Kanotin 
County to recognize his land cessions, when he 
signed treaties to convey land to Kanotin County. 
Later the name was changed to Iosco County by 
Henry Schoolcraft in 1843. The word Iosco mean-
ing water of light.

A Pebbly Prairie 
And A River Of 
Sand Is A Place 
We Call Home
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Of special recognition was Chief Blue 
Cloud, Whitney Alberts of the Ottawa 
Tribe. Born on August 28, 1889, Alberts 
lived in the Oscoda and Mikado areas. 
Alberts was known as a woodsman, 

a part time surveyor, an entertaining 
log roller, and a salesman who sold 
Christmas Trees in the 1930s.  Legend 
has it that he was asked to perform 
a snow dance at a ski resort area of 
northwest Michigan because the ski 
area had no snow to offer skiing enthu-
siasts. Allegedly, Alberts performed a 
snow dance and suddenly the area was 
filled with several days of falling snow. Alberts was also 
known for performing the Hoot Owl Song, the Rabbit 
Song, the Canoe Song, and the Medicine Song. Alberts 
died in January 1977 at age 87 and is buried in the Chip-
pewa Indian Cemetery in Oscoda. 
Those who live here now may find it hard to imagine 

Oscoda as a pebbly prairie, or AuSable as only a river of 
sand, or Iosco County formerly known as Kanotin Coun-
ty, but the names live on in memory and honor of those 
who came before us. 
Today, Oscoda and AuSable are beautiful areas sur-

rounded by State and National Forests, rivers, streams, 
and lakes. The area abounds with wildlife and natural habitats. It features a plethora 
of recreational activities, including hunting, fishing, kayaking, canoeing, bird watch-
ing, camping, hiking, biking, swimming, watching sunrises on the beach, and much 
more.

The ingenuity and entrepreneurial spirit of 
those who live and work here, make this part 
of Michigan one of the most beautiful and de-
sirable resort areas in Michigan. In addition 
to being a wonderful place to raise a family, 
build a business, or settle after retirement, 
the area is also known for its philanthropic 
outreach through a myriad of non-profit or-
ganizations and civic clubs. People here are 
hardworking, hardy, down-to-earth, patriotic, 
and always willing to lend a hand to a neigh-
bor in need. 
Affectionately known as the Sunrise Side, 

the Oscoda and AuSable Communities offer 
visitors and residents alike the opportunity 
to live in a place that honors our past, cele-
brates our achievements, and embraces the 
future we will create together.

Make it an 
all-day adventure that twists and turns through the red pine forest or take 
shorter loops for half-hour trips. The Corsair Trailhead is maintained 
year-round. From this trailhead, travel the spur to a 600-foot 
interpretive and fishing trail along Silver Creek. The dedicated 
Corsair Trail Council maintains the Corsair Skiing and Hiking 
Trail and the Highbanks Trails. Use Monument Road 
to access the trailhead. For more information, contact
