Community and Business Development
The Butte-Silver Bow Community and Business Development Department works in conjunction with the Butte Chamber of  

Commerce, Butte Local Development Corporation, Port of  Montana, Headwaters RC&D and the Bert Mooney Airport in our 
efforts to improve the economic opportunities for our citizens and improve the community in which we all live. 

One of  the main tools used by the Community Development Department is Tax Increment Financing. Tax Increment Financing 
allows a district to capture increased incremental taxes and use the increment to address blight and infrastructure issues within the 
district, Butte-Silver Bow has five tax increment districts. 

Urban Renewal Agency (URA) – consisting of  the Uptown Business District – the URA’s goal is to work with developers through 
loan and grant funding to reduce blight in the district. In the past five years, the URA has granted over $1.8M, which encouraged a 
minimum of  $7.2M private investment. The projects range from new roofs to complete building rehab.

Harrison Avenue South Urban Renewal District (HAS) - consisting of  the retail corridor along Harrison Avenue south of  
Interstate 90/15 to Sunset Road and the adjacent neighborhoods.  This newly created district, base year of  2019, is focused on 
investing in public infrastructure, fostering economic growth and leveraging resources to achieve neighborhood revitalization and 
rehabilitation.  The HAS has partnered with property owners in new construction and renovation of  existing buildings.  

Tax Increment Financing Industrial District #2 (TIFID #2) also known as Montana Connections Park located west of  Butte. 
Montana Connections focuses on constructing industrial infrastructure including a 140-acre rail park and new roads and utilities for 
subdivision. These projects create additional parcels available for development. In 2021, the construction of  20,000 feet of  track was 
completed, the construction of  a new access road, Sugarloaf  Loop was started and construction of  the new Murdoch’s Warehouse 
and Distribution center began.  

South Butte Industrial Park (TEDD) – consisting of  the Industrial Park around Technology Way and South Parkmont was created 
with a base year of  2017. The infrastructure analysis of  the TEDD is almost complete. It is anticipated that additional broadband 
infrastructure will be required along with street and sidewalk improvements. These infrastructure upgrades will ensure the existing 
businesses in the district can continue to grow. 

Other duties of  the Community Development office include the management of  the Greenway Service District. The Greenway 
Service District is responsible for the planning construction and management of  the trail.  The trail is a 26-mile corridor that will 
provide passive recreation opportunities between Butte and Opportunity including walking, running and bike riding. To date three 
trail heads and 16 miles of  trail have been constructed. Through their efforts, the Greenway Service District has secured 100s of  
acres in Deer Lodge and Silver Bow Counties for public access and to protect the remediated and restored Silver Bow Creek corridor.

   Butte’s neighborhoods are as diverse as the residents of  the city itself, each having its own sense of  uniqueness and pride of  own-
ership! Butte is generally defined as the “Uptown” and the “Flats”. The uptown is north of  Front Street and includes the Historic 
District. This area also includes a central business district as wells as Butte High School, Butte Central Catholic High School and 
Montana Tech. The residential areas are highlighted by the lower Westside and upper Westside. These neighborhoods contain turn of  
the century homes along with an influence of  newer construction. Most properties are on smaller lots which have been well main-
tained. The Westside offers good proximity to St James Healthcare and Montana Tech.  The Flats is home to a variety of  mid-century 
homes located in well established neighborhoods like Clark’s Park and Floral Park. For those desirous of  newer homes with a bit of  
acreage Blacktail Loop, Homestake Meadows, Beeftrail Ski Estates and the East Ridge provide for space, views, and custom-built 
homes.

   The Butte-Silver Bow Law Enforcement Department is a professional 
police department and is the only law enforcement department serving 
the City and County of  Butte-Silver Bow.  The law enforcement depart-
ment is the result of  the consolidation of  the Butte Police Department 
and the Silver Bow County Sheriff ’s Department that occurred in 1977.  
The law enforcement department works closely with the Montana 
Highway Patrol, the Montana Division of  Criminal Investigation, and 
other state and federal law enforcement entities. 
   The law enforcement department is led by an elected sheriff.  The cur-
rent sheriff  is Ed Lester, a 31-year veteran of  law enforcement in Butte-
Silver Bow. The sheriff  also oversees the operation of  the Butte-Silver 
Bow Emergency Dispatch Center and the Butte-Silver Bow Detention 
Center. 
   The Law Enforcement Center is located at 225 N. Alaska Street in 
Butte. There is a memorial to the 18 law enforcement officers who have 
given their lives in service to the citizens of  Silver Bow County located in 
front of  the Law Enforcement Center.  The detention center is located 
nearby, at 155 W. Quartz Street.
     The mission of  the Butte-Silver Bow Law Enforcement Department 
is to protect life and property from criminal activity and maintain the 
public peace and safety by enforcing the law.  Activities of  the law 
enforcement department include arresting and detaining suspects com-
mitting or attempting to commit criminal offenses, serving legal papers, 
suppressing breaches of  the peace, riots, or insurrection, investigation of  
crimes, and administration of  various community relations programs. 

   The law enforcement department is divided into three divisions.  They 
are:  The patrol division, investigative division, and the detention center.  
The department also has a Special Weapons and Tactics (SWAT) team 
as well as a number of  trained hostage negotiators.
   The law enforcement department is a member of  the Internet Crimes 
Against Children Task Force (ICAC) and has placed an investigator on 
the Southwest Montana Drug Task Force (SWMDTF).  A canine unit 
has also been added to increase drug enforcement capabilities.  The 
department also has 2 School Resource Officers (SRO’s) and a Public 
Housing Authority Officer.
   Nearly all sworn personnel, 911 Communication Officers, and 
Detention Officers are trained in Crisis Intervention Techniques to better 
interact with persons who are in crisis.
   The law enforcement department currently has 53 sworn law enforce-
ment officers, 12 dispatchers, 29 detention officers, and approximately 
15 other civilian employees. 
   The Butte-Silver Bow Law Enforcement department responded to over 
30,000 calls for service in 2021.
   The men and women of  the Butte-Silver Bow Law Enforcement 
Department are well trained professionals who are devoted to serving the 
citizens of  Butte-Silver Bow and our visitors.

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The Butte Tourism Business Improvement District (TBID) was 
created in July 2011 at the request of  Butte hoteliers, to build a 
promotional fund to increase hotel guest room sales and revenue. In June 
2021 the TBID was extended to continue for another ten years with 
support from local hoteliers and subsequent Butte-Silver Bow Council 
of  Commissioners.  The board of  trustees who oversee the TBID budget 
is comprised of  hotel owners or designees and are appointed by the 
Butte-Silver Bow Chief  Executive.

Butte lodging facilities will continue to collect $1.00/occupied 
guest room/night from hotel guests. These funds are billed with the 
Butte-Silver Bow November property tax bills.  From October 1, 
2020, to September 30, 2021, Butte collected over $258K.  Annually 
a budget is produced and presented to the Butte-Silver Bow Council of  
Commissioners and Chief  Executive for their review and approval.  

The TBID accepts grant applications for promotional funding 
of  events, tournaments, and special projects in two funding cycles; 
January and June, with award decisions made by the board of  trustees, 
comprised of  hoteliers in the Butte market.  Grant award decisions are 
rendered 30 days after the final submission date.   

Along with funding grant applications, the TBID works cooperatively 
with the Butte CVB, Southwest Montana travel region, and the 
Montana Office of  Tourism and Business Development (MTOBD), 
capitalizing on advertising buys and projects; keeping with the 
Montana Brand to present a cohesive message for our state, region, and 
community.

Butte-Silver Bow Convention & Visitors Bureau (CVB) 
Montana lodging properties began collecting a “bed tax” in the 

late 1980’s.  Currently lodging properties collect an 8% bed tax from 
guests.  This funding is broken down with 3% going to the state’s gen-
eral fund, 1% to fund Montana Heritage and Historic Preservation 
projects.  The remaining 4% is further divided down to assist in fund-
ing:  MT Department of  Commerce, MT Fish, Wildlife and Parks, MT 
Heritage Preservation and Development, Montana university system for 
travel research, MT Department of  Commerce, Aquatic Invasive Species, 
MT State Parks, the Indian tourism region, 6 tourism regions and 16 
Convention & Visitors Bureaus (CVB). Prior to COVID-19, Butte received 
on average $125,000.

As everyone knows COVID-19 had a devasting effect on almost 
all businesses, the travel and tourism industry was one of  the hardest 
impacted.    Bed tax revenues for the state of  Montana decreased 20% in 
2020 from 2019, our travel region of  Southwest Montana (SWMT) saw 
a decrease of  28% and Butte collections decreased by 30%.  Thankfully 
in 2021 bed tax collections increased substantially over 2020, the state 
increased 71%, SWMT 76%, and Butte 71%.  Two things contributed to 
these increases: occupancy and rate.   To best illustrate, refer to the table 
below, Butte was fortunate to see the best occupancy in 4 years and a sig-
nificant increase in average rate.

Year Occupancy Rate

2021 54.2% $117.90

2020 40.2% $93.46

2019 53.3% $98.46

2018 52.4% $98.24

Funding to expend bed tax dollars goes through several processes, a mar-
keting plan is developed and approved by the local CVB board of  directors 
and the Governor’s appointed Tourism Advisory Council.  At the end of  
each fiscal year, an extensive audit is conducted on all bed tax expenditures.  
Evaluations on expenditures is completed to review the success or failures 
of  projects.  The Butte CVB traditionally spends funding on the following:

• Consumer marketing focusing mainly on online, digital, traditional and 
streaming television, social media platforms and print advertising.

• Administration costs to cover director salary, summer staffing for 
the Visitor Information Center and fulfillment of  tourism information 
requests.

• Research projects to assess visitor expenditures and comparisons to 
previous years.

Other markets are coming forward allowing Butte to truly shine; para-
normal tours, entertainment industry project to include films and televi-
sion. The entertainment industry utilized Butte’s assets for 10 projects in 
2021 with an economic impact more than $650K.

We will be celebrating the 15th Annual Butte 100 Mountain Bike 
Races on July 23, 2022.  In 2021 with a partnership with the Forest 
Service and BLM we were able to grow the race from 350 racers to 500.  
Starting in 2007 as a small group of  mostly locals, the Butte 100 has 
seen substantial growth in its short history. The race has recently been 
recognized in nationwide publications as an ultimate test of  mountain 
biking physical and mental aptitudes. A focus of  the volunteer-staffed 
race is continued improvement in racer experience each year. The Butte 
100 is proud to be contributing to the growing awareness of  Butte, 
Montana as a world-class recreation city. 

Though this entire event is named the “Butte 100”, it consists of  
three individual races:  the 25 mile, 50 mile and 100 mile, run in con-
juction and support of  the other, sharing portions of  course, supplies 
and aid stations and the start/finish area.  The trails are the “Most 
difficult mountain bike race in the country.   The race course is staffed 
by the “Neon Army” an army of  volunteers  who were honored by the 
Butte Local Development Corporation as “Volunteer Group of  the Year 
for 2016”.   

 The 100-mile racers will endeavor to complete a full figure-8 course 
that includes pedaling the equivalent of  climbing Mt. Rainier. Only 
the 100s will experience the desert riches awaiting them in the BLM’s 
Pipestone area. As the 100s are hammering the top portion of  the “fig-
ure-8,” the 50-milers begin the daunting southern portion of  the “8.” 
The 100s return through the start/finish area before taking on the now 
warmed-up southern loop.

The 50-mile course (south loop) is known for the notorious 6-mile 
Basin Creek Climb that looms over all racers–50s and 100s alike–half-
way through the loop. The first male and female in both races to the 
top are rewarded with King & Queen of  the Mountain honors.  Those 
surviving this and the ensuing “8 Miles of  Hell,” are greeted with a silky 
35-mile stretch of  single-track on the USFS maintained Continental 
Divide Trail–the jewel in the Butte 100s crown. A downhill finish 
reawakens racers from their trail trance and wills them across the finish 
line.

The Sorini 25, which was added in 2015 was named after Dr. Peter 
Sorini, who raced in the 50 and 100 mile races numerous times and 
supported the Butte 100 since day one, gives the racers another option.  
This year the race will have a new course with a 5000-foot eleva-
tion gain.  Dr. Peter Sorini passed away on February 8, 2016, after a 

14-month battle with brain cancer. 
The Butte 100 is incredibly proud to have developed one of  the 

nation’s best mountain bike race events, attracting the highest caliber of  
racers from across the country and Canada. More so, the race is just as 
proud of  the positive effects the race has had on our home, including its 
contribution to conversations spotlighting Butte’s abundant recreational 
opportunities.

The 50 and Sorini 25 sell out each year. To register for the race or to 
be a volunteer, check out their website at www.butte100.com.

Altogether, Butte-Silver Bow’s park sites total more than 450 acres of  
developed and undeveloped park land providing both active and passive rec-
reation opportunities for residents of  Butte-Silver Bow and the surrounding 
areas, supplemented by the incredible public lands and open spaces in the 
Butte-Silver Bow area.

There are nearly 45 developed parks and 60 miles of  recreational trails 
(Approximately 27.5 miles paved) in Butte-Silver Bow. The parks amenities 
include skating rinks, cross country skiing, a skate park, tennis, basketball 
volleyball, and pickleball courts, a wading pool, splash pad, water park, cem-
etery, an all-abilities accessible playground, sports fields, 9 hole golf  course, 
par 3 golf  course, driving range and two folf  courses.

Butte-Silver Bow natural areas include Thompson Park, a 3,800-acre 
forested park south of  Butte, co-owned and co-managed by the U.S. Forest 
Service; Big Butte, which is 310 acres; Skyline Park, which is 60 acres; Basin 
Creek Reservoir, which is 42 acres; and Blacktail Creek, which is 10 acres.

Butte-Silver Bow organizes adult sports including softball, pickleball and 
volleyball.  Partnerships with local youth organizations provide recreation 
opportunities including little league, football, tennis and soccer.

Thompson Park provides non-motorized trails for hiking, mountain bik-
ing, cross-country skiing, snowshoeing, and horseback riding, picnic areas 
and a regulation disc golf  course. Skyline Park provides a children’s fishing 
pond, off  leash dog parks, all-abilities accessible playground, walking trails 
and a hang gliding landing site. Big Butte provides non-motorized trails 
for hiking and mountain biking. Stodden Park is home to Ridgewaters, 
Montana’s newest family waterpark, Highland View Golf  Course, the Spirit 
of  Columbia Gardens Carousel, and a destination playground which is all-
abilities accessible.

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After hibernating for two long years during the pandemic, the Montana 
Folk Festival is set to return to Uptown Butte for its 10th presentation 
this July 8, 9, and 10. After three years as the National Folk Festival from 
2008-2010, this will be the 13th presentation of  this much anticipated 
event.

The festival is a three-day celebration of  traditional music, dance, arts 
and ethnic cuisine. Admission to all is free for all performances and exhibi-
tions.

The festival is one of  the largest free of  admission outdoor events in the 
Northwest, attracting well over 150,000 attendees each year from through-
out Montana and surrounding states and Canada.

This signature event at the beginning of  the summer season has grown 
to become a major economic and cultural magnet for Butte and Southwest 
Montana.

While admission to all performances is free of  charge, attendees are 
encouraged to consider a suggested $20 contribution each day of  the 
festival weekend or $25 for families each day to keep the festival free in 
future years.

In 2022, the festival will include multiple stages featuring the talents 
of  more than 200 artists presenting music and dance performances and 
moderated talk/demonstration sessions, a Dance Pavilion, a Family Area, 
a Montana Folklife Area, regional and ethnic foods, and a festival folk arts 
market and the First Peoples’ Market that features the creative works of  the 
region’s Native American artists.

The musical lineup, when announced in the spring, will be available at 
the festival web site at www.montanafolkfestival.com and on facebook at 
www.facebook.com/mtfolkfest.

The festival will also feature the popular Montana Folklife Area with 
demonstrators to emphasize and interpret a selected theme that shines a 
light on an aspect of  Montana’s heritage and lifeways. In 2022 that theme 
is “Building a Longer Table -- The Contributions of  Immigrants to the 
Heritage and Traditions of  Montana and the West.“

Each year, we focus on a theme that highlights an important aspect of  
Montana’s heritage,” said George Everett, Festival Director and Festival 
Executive Committee Member.

This theme will guide the activities, displays and demonstrations of  the 
popular Montana Folklife Area and will include demonstrations and dis-
plays by a variety of  Montanans who have contributed to the vitality and 
culture of  the West.

“Meanwhile, musical performers on multiple stages will continue to 

represent musical traditions from around the world that have contributed 
to the heritage of  our nation on the six performance stages,” Everett added. 
“The quality and excitement that fans have come to expect at the festival 
and the rich variety of  the performers will continue. They should plan to 
come expecting to be amazed -- and bring their dancing shoes.”

While the festival remains free of  admission to all, fundraising efforts 
are underway and sponsors are being sought. A challenge grant is under-
way to match a generous $100,000 challenge from the Dennis and Phyllis 
Washington Foundation and Montana Resources, major sponsors of  the 
festival.

metals and unique microscopic lifeforms.   Since September 2019 the 
water is being treated and discharged downstream.

Today, 
open pit mining continues behind the Berkeley Pit in the Continental Pit 
operated by Montana Resources, employing 350 people year-round.

The 18-hole disc golf  course is located within 
Montana Tech’s Whiskey Gulch Mountain Bike Skills Park. The 
course is open to the public and Montana Tech’s Folf  Club hosts 
tournaments and competitions at the course. 

Copper Mountain Park is an 18-hole disc golf  course, which fol-
lows the perimeter of  the park and includes a putting green. Enjoy 
a round with great views of  Butte and the ‘M’ hill, at a park that 
includes softball and baseball diamonds and public rest rooms.

...Butte is the home to two golf  courses: Highland View municipal course 
and the Butte Country Club course.
   As the name suggests, Highland View has a wonderful view of  the 
Highland Mountains south of  town. The regulation nine-hole course 
was built in 1939.  It is a par 35.  This course has two challenging par 
3 holes. Small greens require accuracy and different tees are used for the 
back nine. It takes about two hours to play even when busy. The par 3 
course was built in 1980, and has a full swing on every hole. The greens 
are excellent with a lot of  character. It’s great fun for all members of  the 
family and a nice walk in the park.
   When it comes to indoor golf, no other place compares to the 
recently completed Highland View Clubhouse. With two Tracman Golf  
Simulators, golfers can practice all aspects of  the game with access to over 
200 golf  courses. Grab a couple pals and enjoy the game in a controlled 
environment and assistance from our Professional Staff. After indoor or 
outdoor golf  relax in the Jack Crowley Jr. clubhouse or sit on the deck 
overlooking Butte’s Highland Mountains.
   The course is host the Men’s City Championship in July and the Bonnie 
Highlanders Women Invitational in August, along with local charity fun-
draiser golf  tournaments. Highland View is located in Butte’s Stodden 
Park. The park entrance is off  Dewey Boulevard on South Utah Avenue.
The Butte Country Club is a member-owned private country club that 
provides its members golf, racquetball, swimming, tennis, and fine dining 
opportunities. The course is an 18-hole, challenging par 70. The club also 
provides a driving range to master technique or warm up before a round.  
   The Butte Country Club is located at 3400 Elizabeth Warren Ave.  
Both of  Butte’s courses offer golf  lessons.

   Less than 20 miles outside of  Butte, there is another option for golf-
ing at Fairmont Hot Springs Resort. Fairmont’s golf  course features 
an outstanding 6,741 yard, 18-Hole, par 72 layouts. Fairmont’s “mile 
high, mile-long” 5th Hole is recognized as one of  the most challenging 
among Montana golf  courses. The green is a mile high and the tee box is 
649 yards away, making this par 5 one of  the longest holes in Montana. 
Fairmont’s 3rd hole features Montana’s largest green, a three-tiered 
10,000-square-foot putting surface.
   Over the last three seasons, Fairmont completed over $2 million in 
renovations to the golf  course. Projects included rebuilding all of  the golf  
course’s bunkers, rebuilding tee boxes and several greens, upgrading the 
driving range and completely replacing the irrigation system with a state-
of-the-art system. Tee times can be booked online.
