No changes foreseen in wake of
Mid America stock transaction
by Roger Fuller

A recent stock transac-
tion among board members
of the Mid American Banc-
orporation has increased
the holdings of Minneapolis
businessman Irwin Jacobs
in the company to 80.4 per-
cent.

"We don't foresee any
changes in operation of the
bank," said Steve Richards,
Mid America vice presi-
dent, "Mr. Jacobs is
familiar with our operation.
He was already on our
board of directors and own-
ed 30 percent of the shares

before the transaction." Ac-
cording to Richards, family
members still continue in
their executive positions
with the bank. including W.
T. Richards, his father, and
Keith Richards, a brother.

Jacobs, 38, heads Jacobs
Industries, a holding comp-
any with interests in Wat-
kins Products of Winona;
Arctic Enterprises, manu-
facturers of the Arctic Cab
snowmobile; and Federal
Financial Services, which
recently purchased the
receivables of the bankrupt
W. T. Grant Company de-
partment store chain. Earli-
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er this year, Jacobs in-
dicated an interest in bid-
ding on the receivables of
the Field -Schlick depart-
ment store of St. Paul be-
fore that operation closed
this summer.

"We entered the banking
business because we have a
lot of people with a finan-
cial services background,"
said Dennis Mathisen of Ja-
cobs Industries. The sale
was made by the Richards
family to Jacobs Industries
and to Jacobs, personally.
Prior to the stock transfer,
Jacobs already owned four
other banks; two in Manka-
to and one each in Sher-
burne and St. James.

The Mid America Banc-
orporation was founded in
1968 when it acquired the
Valley National Bank in Ea-
gan Township. The follow-
ing year it purchased the
Highland Park State Bank,
and presently operates
banks in Coon Rapids, Cot-
tage Grove, Roseville,
Maplewood and Hutchin-
son. Bank assets of the cor-
poration total about _ $167
million. The Mid America
State Bank of Highland
Park with $34 million in
deposits, is the largest of
the seven.

"We are a community
oriented bank and intend to
remain that way," explain-
ed John Turner, president of
Mid America State Bank of
Highland Park. "Almost all
of our officers, directors
and staff members live in
the Highland, Groveland,
Macalester area."

36,000 home -delivered

MPR's search for air time ends
with the acquisition of WRRD -AM

Minnesota Public Radio
(MPR) announced Novem-
ber 6 the acquisition of an
AM broadcasting station in
the Twin Cities. Assuming
eventual FCC approval, a
complex transfer arrange-
ment will bring an end to
MPR's six -year search for
additional Twin Cities air-
time with the outright dona-
tion to the network of one of
the clearest AM signals in
the state.

Following a period of
negotiations which began
early last summer, MPR
came to an agreement with
the owners of WRRD -AM
("13 Rock ") formerly
WLOL -AM. Michigan -based
Metrocom, Inc. will receive
$975,000 in cash from MPR
for the 10.3 acres of land at
1370 Davern St. in St. Paul,
on which the studios and
the AM transmitting towers
are located.

Everything else -WR-
RD's production equipment,
transmitter, building, and
most important, the right to
broadcast over the 1330
AM frequency at 5000
watts on a 24 -hour basis -
is to be donated to MPR as a
tax -exempt, charitable gift.
MPR President Bill Kling
estimates the value of that
Christmas present at nearly
$1.5 million.

Minnesota Public Radio's
search for a second Twin
Cities broadcasting outlet
actually began as early as
1974, when Kling formally
proposed to the University
of Minnesota that it give up
its license for KUOM and
transfer the license, staff
and equipment to MPR.

The plan was seen by
many as a behind -the-
scenes takeover attempt
and it aroused significant
controversy in the press at
the time. Although given
serious consideration by

university officials, the pro-
posed "merger" with
KUOM was eventually
blocked by a faculty com-
mittee.

The search for additional
Twin Cities airtime led to an
agreement in 1977 with the
Minneapolis Public Schools
that enabled MPR to pur-
chase 15 hours of broad-
casting time per week on
KBEM -FM which is run by
the school district.

"We ran a morning
classical music service on
KBEM in opposition -or at
the same time -as Garrison
(Keillor's) program in the
morning," said MPR spokes-
person Merle Minda in a re-
cent phone interview.
"There are lots of people
that love Garrison, and just
as many that want classical
music at the hour, so we did
that for two years."

As Minda's statement

First Bank Grand opens new
detached facility in Highland

A detached facility of
First Bank Grand recently
opened in temporary quar-
ters at 697 So. Cleveland
Ave., on the former High-
land Nursery site.

"We are now in negotia-
tions with Bill Dunnigan,
owner of the Phillips station
at 717 So. Cleveland," said
Donald Dick, bank presi-
dent. "We hope to have the
entire block between Elea-
nor and Highland Parkway
on Cleveland.

"We may have three peo-
ple at our temporary de-
tached facility at peak
times," Dick continued.
"When it's completed we
hope to have up to a dozen
people there. There would
be a teller at each of the
proposed six drive -in lanes
and another five or six in
different departments with-
in the facility."

The detached facility law
passed by the state legis-
lature which cleared the
way for such a move was a
compromise between met-
ropolitan banks which
favored it, and rural inter-
ests which expressed fears
of competition from the
larger outside banking or-
ganizations. "In the metro
area there was a general

acceptance of the law,"
said Dick. "Already, the
savings and loan associa-
tions have branches
throughout the metro
area."

Dick explained that the
new First Bank Grand de -.
tached facility is authorized
to issue savings and check-
ing accounts. "However,
we will not be able to have
safe deposit boxes," he

said. "A customer can ap-
ply for a loan, but the final
decision must be made by
an officer at the main of-
fice.

"This law enables us to
provide greater consumer
convenience," said Dick.
About 20 percent of the
First Bank Grand customers
reside in or near Highland
Park, according to Dick's
estimate.

MPR purchase (from p. 1)
suggests, MPR's acquisitive
attitude has been partially
caused by a fundamental
division in its local listener-
ship.

A large audience has
been attracted to St. Paul
MPR outlet KSJN -FM in re-
cent years by Garrison Keil-
lor's "Prairie Home Com-
panion," National Public
Radio news, and KSJN's
jazz shows. But KSJN's base
has always been in the
hard -core classical music
audience, many of whom
tune in the station for back-
ground music, and resent
alternative programming
interruptions.

"We have a commitment
to the classical music
listeners," said Minda.
"We built our listenership
with that, and we can't just
throw it off the air."

The new AM station will
go a long way toward
resolving that conflict. Ac-
cording to Nick Nash,
MPR's vice president for
programming, KSJN -FM
will present a predominate-
ly cultural and classical for-
mat. The new AM outlet
will feature news 14 hours
a day, including National
Public Radio's "All Things
Considered" and "Morning
Edition."

In the evenings, AM pro-
gramming will probably in-
clude jazz and radio dra-
mas. The Keillor show will
probably stay on KSJN, ac-
cording to Nash.

The acquisition of WRRD
is just one aspect of an am-
bitious $6 million MPR ex-
pansion program currently
underway. The expansion
also includes the extensive
renovation of a building at
8th and Cedar in downtown
St. Paul to serve as the net-
work's state headquarters.
Eight control rooms, seven
studios and two multi -track
recording facilities will
eventually be installed. In
order to become "the most
technically outstanding
public radio broadcast
facility in the country," ac-
cording to an MPR press
release, the building is be-
ing equipped with "the very
latest in state -of- the -art pro-
duction and broadcast
equipment."

Interim financing for the
expansion program will
come from HRA revenue
bonds, to be paid back over
a six -year period. The

bonds are backed by com-
mitments from a list of near-
ly 50 donors, nearly all of
them locally based corpora-
tions and foundations. The
Bush, Dayton- Hudson,
McKnight, General Mills,
and St. Paul foundations
have each contributed
several hundred thousand
dollars to the project. The
National Endowment for the
Arts provided an additional
$500,000.

But in a recent phone in-
terview, Kling emphasized
the importance of Metro-
corn's donation. WRRD's
frequency and facili-
ties- providing access to
the 13th largest AM market
in the U.S.- represents the
single largest contribution
MPR has ever received, ac-
cording to Kling.

Contacted at his office in
Lansing, Metrocom presi-
dent Robert Liggett said the
main reason for his decision
was that he wanted to get
out of what he termed "the
cutthroat competition of the
AM market." By selling the
land and donating the sta-
tion, Metrocom was able to
"realize a very sizeable tax
advantage," Liggett said.

In pointing to Metrocom's
charitable intentions, Lig-
gett seemed temporarily
confused about to whom he
had actually given his radio
station. "Also we feel that
the university is one of the
more worthy buyers in
terms of the programming
posssibilities," he said.
"We had another potential
buyer, but Bill Kling made a

very persuasive argument.
By giving it to the university
we felt we were aiding div-
ersity of programming."

Minnesota Public Radio,
Inc. has no connection with
the University.

"He must be a little bit
confused," said Bill Kling
when Liggett's statement
was read to him over the
phone. "He knows perfectly
well who we are. He has a
lot of things going on in his
mind, but I think he knows
pretty well who MPR is."

WRRD will become the
seventh member station in
the MPR network, which
has FM outlets in St. Paul,
Duluth, Collegeville, Fargo,
Worthington and Roch-
ester. Nearly 20 other non-
commercial public broad-
casters exist in the state,
almost all of which are FM.

FCC rules make no pro-
visions for non -commercial,
educational AM outlets as
they do for FM broadcast-
ing, reserving the frequen-
cies below 92 FM for that
purpose. But a few such AM
stations do exist. There are
currently two other non-
commercial, educational
AM stations in Minnesota -
WCAL-AM in Northfield,
and KUOM -AM based at
the University of Min-
nesota.

Observers seem to agree
that the FCC will eventually
approve MPR's acquisition.
Some FCC regulations
which might have been a

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cial network do not apply in
this case, i.e. the "rule of
seven" which forbids a
single commercial broad-
caster from holding more
than seven outlets.

"We don't anticipate any
problems," said MPR's
Merle Minda, calling FCC
approval "just a standard
formality." Steve Shannon,
program director at WRRD,
predicted FCC approval
would come in 45 to 90
days.

During the daytime,
WRRD's programming can
be heard well within a
60 -mile radius of the St.
Paul transmitter. At night,
according to Shannon, the
pattern changes. To the
south the signal recedes,
with a "null" developing in
Cottage Grove, Eden Prairie
and Shakopee. At the same
time, the signal can be
heard clearly much further
north. "We have nighttime
listeners in Brainerd and
Duluth," Shannon said.

WRRD has one of the
clearest AM signals in the
Twin Cities, according to
Shannon, who has become
familiar with its idiosyn-
cracies over the past few
years. Only WCCO and
WDGY are demonstrably
louder, he claims, while
KDWB and KSTP produce
an equivalent signal.

MPR plans to replace the
aging WRRD transmitter in
order to improve the sta-
tion's audio quality. The
25- foot -long, steel and lead,
RCA tube -type transmitter
has been in place since just
after World War II. "It's
like a '52 Plymouth," said
Shannon. "They just don't

WRRD's sister station,
WLOL -FM, also owned by
Metrocom, Inc., presently
occupies half of the studio
and office space in the
building donated to MPR.
According to Doyle Rose,
WLOL -FM station manager,
WLOL will lease this space
from MPR for the next two
years "at a very reasonable
price." WLOL -FM's pro-
duction equipment was not
included in Metrocom's do-
nation.

LOUISELL REPLIES
To the editor:

Don Freeman's story (Highland Villager, Nov. 21) did a
good job of portraying my feelings and philosophy for the
projected School For The Whole Child. I would only add
two points of clarification in response:

1) Mr. Freeman states that "Louisell...admits the
possibility of failure but...isn't likely to lose much sleep
over the whole matter." While I will not lose much sleep
over failing to start the school (since I do have a career in
education that I can continue to pursue at a university), I
would definitely lose much sleep if my school were to fail to
achieve its goals. Although I do not remember admitting the
possibility of failing to achieve these (in the event that the
school becomes a reality), and consider such failure unlike-
ly, it would be foolish for anyone to dismiss the possibility
of failure when embarking on any venture.

2) Mr. Freeman also states that "Parents (might think)
Louisell's plans are too idealistic and that he has not con-
sidered the problems he most likely will confront should the
school open." I do not know which problems he has in mind,
but I am certain of this much: In the nine years that I have
been involved in the field of education, it has become clear
to me that teachers are often suspicious of teacher -
educators (for being too "impractical ") and teacher -
educators are often dismayed by the actual practices of
teachers (for their lack of resemblance to those suggested
by the teacher -educators.) It is just possible that I have con-
sidered the "problems" which school directors encounter
more carefully than most educators do, and it could follow
that my model will be extremely successful at developing
an educational program of greater quality than most pro-
grams in the area. That is certainly one of my goals for the
school.

And I feel that Ramsey High teacher, Jack Schlukebier, the
IR candidate who took on Faricy last time, must have been
looking ahead to this term in hopes of a better shot at an
open field, thanks to the added exposure. I've heard of no
one eager to tackle District 63 Senator Ron Sieloff. But I'm
sure it won't be a forefeit!

Sudden thought: Nobody's opinion is completely worth-
less. Even a stopped clock is right twice a day!

Biggest money game in town since the one -sided domed
stadium donnybrook, seems to be the battle for Cable TV
franchises ...a megabuck operation with all kinds of poli-
tical overtones. I hope the people on those committees are
less confused by it all than I am. All I know is that in St.
Paul any prominent DFLer who hasn't been lined up or
signed up on one of the six teams just isn't trying -or
doesn't need the work (or the money). Perhaps you saw the
story about a Minneapolis man who supposedly offered his
lobbying services for $100,000. One would think a retainer
of that size would almost have to be offered on a contingen-
cy "if I can deliver" basis. Ah, free enterprise ... mixed in
with a little government, of course! I don't think the fact
that Canadian money is involved in one of the bids should
influence a decision in any way, howsoever. They've been
spending some money in the U.S.A., too, haven't they?

Lest you think I was working too hard the past week, I
should admit I spent most of the day last Saturday atten-
ding a "Neighborhood Press Conference ". The fact that I
was asked to serve on a panel gave me impetus to go to
Murphy Hall on the U of M campus and, once there, I found
it difficult to leave until the event was concluded.

* * * **

Neighborhood newspapers, I'm sure, can be found in
every large city of America. But hardly to the same extent
you find them in both Minneapolis and St. Paul. The
Citizen Participation process gave rise to many of the
more recent non -profit ventures into the journalistic seas.
You'll never see a more dedicated group all in one place.
Most of the papers are monthlies, with part -time paid
editors and ad salespersons. Most of their staff writers

are unpaid volunteers, although there may be a stipend
mixed in here and there.

* * * **

This new wave in journalism has had a salutary effect on
the morale of many inner -city neighborhoods and outlying
areas as well. They have many problems to iron out and
that's why such an exchange as we had on Saturday was so
useful. Most of the rough spots would go away if they had
sufficient financial wherewithal. Some, of course, have
qualified for government or foundation subsidies, because
their neighborhood was rated as low income or sub-
standard, ripe for neighborhood development. But a majori-
ty of them are trying to keep their communities healthy
enough so as not to hit the bottom of the scale. From a
period in the sixties where the Villager was one of very few
community publications within the city limits, there must
now be some 35 to 40. Some of them operate within the
distribution area of the Villager, such as the Merriam Park
Post. Several "for profit" papers also operate nearby, such
as DeRuyter and Nelson's Midway Monitor, which delivers
to homes, and Elberta Matters' family enterprise, the
Grand Gazette, which is picked up on racks along the
Avenue. That unique street of stores and shops of every
description has, of course, been within the Villager's
coverage area (now from Dale Street to the Mississippi
River) for perhaps 15 to 20 years. Via the Neighborhood
Press Association, chances are these papers will learn to
serve their respective areas even better.

* * * **

Like the sign someone saw outside one of our schools,
we all ought to do what we can to "Fite Illeteracy." I've
been known to make mistakes in English usage now and
then, over and above the typos we don't catch is our
hurry -up- we're -late proofreading sometimes. But every
time I open my yap in something other than English I
develop additional humility.

* * * **

In the past few weeks, I heard from a couple of doctors,
both obviously pros in the German language. One letter
came from a medic, Dr. Horace Zinneman of 1826
Beechwood, professor emeritus from the University's
School of Medicine. Dr. Zinneman writes:

"I always enjoy your entertaining column named `Misch-
Masch' in the Highland Villager. Your attempt at German
in a previous issue showed 3 mistakes in one short
sentence, but I found this as amum ng as your spelling of
'ach ja' in your column of November 21st."

That threw me for a couple of days, because I was so
` verdammt' sure that 'ach ya' was O.K. Finally, I looked at
my column again and found it has slipped by as 'ach ya."
Don't blame the typesetter -I had it right but she was hard -
put to read my rather wickedly fast longhand. The other
three errors I didn't even attempt to assess. I TOLD the Ar-
my they ought to give me more German -that they had
over -rated my true fluency. But, no, they gave me Italian.
So, now I'm capable of making mistakes in Iwo languages,
not to mention Spanish, which I took later as an extra
"snap" course in college.

* * * **

But Dr. Zinneman also took to task Tom Pegors, a Ger-
man teacher at Groveland School, who had said nice
things about injecting foreign words into my column. (Of
course, he hadn't attested to their total cCLrectness.) The
good doctor continued by indicting `inadequate' teachers
"for the pitiable state of language teaching in most of our
schools. Furthermore," he concluded, "my daily teaching
contacts with medical students at the University of Min-
nesota Medical School lead me to suspect that this state of
affairs is not confined to foreign languages." No argu-
ment, there, Doc.

Another note came from Dr. Franz Mueller, professor

emeritus of Econmics from the the College of St. Thomas, a
kindly gent whom I first met during a Christmas vacation at
St. John's some 30 years ago. He may not remember, but I
was working in public relations and development for that
fine old school behind the pine curtain, he was using
his Christmas vacation to do some research in the tomes of
the Abbey Library.

After some flattering references to my retention of the
German language (with so little chance to maintain fluen-
cy) he pointed out just what the errors were ... on those
specifics I won't bore you. I always had trouble figuring
out what should be two words, hyphenated, or one word.
Did you ever experience that problem?

Dr. Mueller humorously postscripted his card by sug-
gesting that I take advantage of this column to "encourage
your readers to remove their mischmasch (one word!) from
their sidewalks after each snowstorm for the benefit of
their elderly fellow- citizens." Consider it done.

Since mistakes have usurped most of my allotted space
this time, I might as well confess to another one. I
engineered a spelling goof in a story I wrote on the owners
of the newly opened Korner Plaza store in Highland. Cor-
rectly, it should be Amos and Dan Heilicher, along with
Marcel Sutton whose name I didn't blow. By the way, ear-
ly reports I've had on their store (on the site of the
previous Field -Schlick) have been entirely and extremely
favorable -obviously a welcome addition to the total of-
ferings of the Highland shopping area.

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Johnny still can't read

Five years after the brouhaha, Brovald
sees no improvement in illiteracy rates

About five years ago, the
timely question being asked
by American newspapers
and magazines was "Why
can't Johnny read ?" It was
around that time that a
United States census study
had shown about 35 per-
cent of all Americans were
functional illiterates. A
later Harvard University
study boosted the figure to
50 percent.

Has the percentage drop-
ped in the wake of that
media attention? Walter
Brovald, University of Min-
nesota journalism profes-
sor, claims it hasn't.

Brovald, who lives at 193
So. Cleveland Ave., serves
as the J- School's director of
undergraduate studies, and
until he developed an ulcer
last year, kept a "heavy
class load" in addition to
holding the post of head of
the Minnesota High School
Press Association. He is
currently teaching only one
class in addition to handling
the duties of the undergrad-
uate studies director.

To support his claim that
the illiteracy rates remain
high, Brovald cited the per-
centage of U of M students
who pass the English test
required for admittance to
the journalism school. That
figure has dropped from
60-70 percent a few years
ago, to an average of 50-55
percent last year, accor-
ding to Brovald.

Although a different test
was used each time, he be-
lieves there has been a de-
cline in English skills not on-
ly for journalism students,
but for college students in
general.

Not everyone totally
agrees with Brovald, how-
ever. Robin Brown, director
of freshman composition for
the university's College of
Liberal Arts, said average
writing skills for incoming
freshman were at their
lowest level in 1974, and
began improving again in
1976 and 1977.

I can't say if the aver-
age literacy rate among
new freshmen is as high as
it once was," Brown said,
"but it has been climbing."

Brovald blames expan-
ding use of the electronic
media for shifting the em-
phasis in communicaiton
from the written to the
spoken word. Brown
agrees, but adds that it isn't
necessarily a good or bad
trend. "It's just a change,"
he said. "The problem is
that the nature of language
has changed while teaching
strategies haven't."

While Brovald would ob-
viously like to see an in-
crease in reading ability
among students and the
population in general, he
believes part of the solution
to the problem he perceives
would be remedied if news-
papers communicated to
readers on a level they
could understand.

Brovald, who graduated
with a major in English
from the University of
Wisconsin in 1949, has a
keen interest in news-
papers. In 1953 he purchas-
ed the Cadott Sentinel in
Cadott, Wisconsin, which
he published until he began
teaching at the University
of Minnesota, where he
received a master's degree
in journalism in 1960. Even
today, he spends much of
his free time working -a

printing press he operates
in his basement. He
publishes a monthly jour-
nalism journal and his own
books.

According to Brovald,
there are approximately
750,000 words in the
English language. About
10,000 of them make up 98
percent of American's ev-
eryday vocabulary, and on-
ly 50 make up nearly half of
everything written, he said.

One way to measure the
relative ease in reading a
particular piece of writing
is by using the "Fog Index,"
developed by Robert Gunn-
ing, Brovald said. The index
assigns a numerical value
to a piece of writing based
on sentence length and
percentage of "hard"
words.

Brovald recommmends a
numerical value of 10 for
news stories, comparable to
the reading difficulty of
Time magazine. The
average index for Amer-
ican newspapers is 13.75,
he said.

"It's no wonder news-
papers are losing circula-
tion," Brovald said. "We
simply aren't commu-
nicating."

However, Brovald sees
only one long -range cure
for the illiteracy rate: "Get-
ting parents to care enough
about the problem to
pressure their local school
boards" into raising their
standards. '`The problem of
functional illiteracy starts
in grade school," he said,
"and that's the best place to
attack it."

LWV plans 60th birthday party
at old home of early suffragette

Talk about your coin-
cidences.

It seems the St. Paul
League of Women Voters,
without realizing until later
what they were doing, book-
ed their 60th anniversary
celebration into a house
once owned by a leading
suffragette.

"When they asked me if
they could have their meet-
ing at our house this year,
they said they needed a
large house," explained
LWV member Eileen
Moore, 1175 Davern Ave. "I
mentioned as an after-
thought that the house had
been the scene of a lot of
early history in the move-
ment," which flabbergasted
and delighted league mem-
bers.

The house now owned by
Robertson and Eileen
Moore was built in 1909 by
Dr. Alex Colvin and his
wife, the former Sarah Tar -
leton. Mrs. Colvin, a leading
advocate of women's right
to vote, went to jail twice
for participating in demon-
strations against President
Woodrow Wilson for his
lack of support for women's
suffrage. "I think she was

"Even now there is five and
a half acres plus a small
house in addition to the
main house. You notice how
much the terrain has chang-
ed in the past 60 years. The
land which then was flat
now is very sloping.

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vice as a doctor during
World War I, she had a con-
flict about demonstrating
against the government if
her husband was a part of
it. But after a couple of
days, she got over that."

When Mrs. Colvin went
to Washington to demon-
strate, she told her husband
she was going to visit a
friend, Moore explained.
"She didn't write to him
again until she told him she
was in jail. There was an
underlying understanding
that she would not do
anything to hurt her hus-
band's career, but she felt
she had to make her contri-
bution. Throughout the
book, you have this feeling
of the deep love she and her
husband had for each
other."

The Moores are the fifth
owners of the historic
house, she said. "After the
Colvins, the next owner was
John Budd, the railroad exe-
cutive. Often he'd drive by
the place, and if my hus-
band or I were working in
the yard, he'd chat with us
and ask us what we were
doing with the house. I was
planning to write to him for
some history of the house
when I saw his obituary
notice in the - paper.

"The third owners were
Harry and Patty Bratno-
ber," Moore said. "She was
a member of the St. Paul
school board, and at one
time she was also having
meetings in her home, when
Parents for Integrated Edu-
cation (PIE) was active."

Moore said memories
associated with the house
when the Colvins resided
there are still alive. "Two
old ladies have come up to
me and said they went to
suffrage meetings in our liv-
ing room," she said.

Glossary for gridiron widows

Words to the wise were sufficient;
what wasn't was why they were said

Latitia Baldridge 6-
herself as a "con-

servative feminist."
"Amy Vanderbilt was

neither a working woman
nor a feminist," says the
Manhattan businesswoman
who recently revised Van -
derbilt's Complete Guide to
Etiquette. "I am. A family -
loving, church -going femi-
nist."

Time Magazine, in de-

sion of Vanderbilt takes into
account at least three of the
recent major social changes
which, in her mind, de-
manded a new national ap-
proach to manners.

casions as picnics, barbe-
cues, boat rides and other
informal outdoor gather-
ings."

Baldridge's Etiquette
seems somehow to have ig-
nored the development of a
multi- racial and increasing-
ly integrated society since
the 1950s.

Then, of course, there
were her experiences with
Jackie O.: "An extraordin-
ary woman with a marvel-
ous sense of manners who
believed so much in the
quality of excellence," and
who loved to stage "splen-
did dinner parties."

And how could she forget
the time when, at the age of
36, she married "an ab-
solutely nifty guy who's
even taller than I am." And
how they had some "rather
nifty kids." And how today,
"those kids are fabulous,
that husband is fabulous,
and our life is just some-
thing that you wouldn't
believe."

Throughout, a curious
tension between the self -
abasing propostion on
which her talk was
based -Latitia Baldridge

frequently goofs up -and a
name -dropping pomposity
was evident. For instance,
she carefully emphasized
the correct native pronun-
ciation of each foreign word
she used, glancing about as
she deliberately voiced
each syllable, making sure
her audience knew that she
knew exactly how peasants
sound in the south of
France.

Perhaps this ostentation
represents the basic in-
security of Baldridge's
career. Born in Omaha to a
newly affluent family, she
was sent away to an exclu-
sive Connecticut boarding
school when she was 14.
Ever since, she has been
associating with people
whose aristocratic pedi-
gr DQ ara moon than her
own.

This is speculation, of
course. But it is true that
since the first American eti-
quette guide boom during
the post -Civil War gilded
age, the nouveau riche have
generally been their most
avid readers -and most
prolific authors.

Because of Baldridge's
anecdotal presentation, her
most stimulating assertions
came only at the ends dur-

ing the question -and-
answer period.

On a woman running for
President: "Within three
national elections, America
will elect a woman for vice
president," she predicted.
"But right now there just
aren't the women around
who are qualified to be
president."

On the "de- sexing" of ti-
tiles: "This is a ridiculous
tendency," she said.
"Chairman is a name.
When I hear the word
chairwoman, I think of
charwoman."

One woman from the au-
dience challenged Bald -
ridge's characterization of
some feminists. "I am a con-
servative feminist," said
Baldridge. "A conservative
feminist believes in equality
for women -for instance,
equal pay for equal work.
But a conservative feminist
does not believe in the mili-
tants who attack the family,
men, and who try to run
men's lives."

When the woman coun-
tered, saying that this view
stereotyped activist women,
Baldridge had an answer
for that, too.

"Of course I'm very opin-
ionated," she replied, "as
you can all see."

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Public hearing set Dec. 11 on
proposed Historic HID District

The Heritage Preserva-
tion Commission will hold a
public hearing at 7:30 p.m.
Tuesday. December 11 at
Dayton Avenue Presbyter-
ian Church, Dayton and
Mackubin St., to discuss
the commission's proposed
Historic Hill Heritage
Preservation District. The
proposed district, which in-
cludes Ramsey Hill, Wood-
land Park, plus a section of
Dayton Avenue, is bounded
by portions of Marshall,
Selby, and Iglehart Avenues
on the north, Grotto and
Dale Avenues on the west,
Oakland Avenue on the
southwest, and Irvine
Avenue on the southeast.
The area contains the larg-
est concentration of im-
pressive 19th century arch-
itecture in St. Paul.

The boundaries of the
proposed district were set
with the help of neighbor-
hood suggestions at a series
of public meetings held last
summer. Strong support for
a municipal historic district
has been expressed by citi-
zens from within the bound-
ed area. The proposed dis-
trict is also endorsed by the
Ramsey Hill Association,
Woodland Park Neighbor-
hood Association, Neigh-
bors Incorporated of Day-
ton Avenue, the District 8
Planning Council, and the
District 16 Planning Coun-
cil /Summit Hill Association.

The Heritage Preserva-
tion Commission, created in
1976, is a municipal body of
12 citizens, appointed by
the Mayor, with the charge
of recommending the desig-
nation of historic sites and
districts to the City Council.
Once a Heritage Preserva-

lion District is designated.
the commission is empow-
ered to protect the district's
architectural character by
reviewing all building per-
mit applications for demoli-
tion, moving, new con-
struction or exterior
changes. The commission
does not review proposed
changes for interiors or ex-
terior paint color.

The commission has
drafted a set of flexible
design guidelines which
would serve as the basis for
permit review decisions in
the proposed district. The
purpose of these guidelines
is to provide assurance to
property owners that per-
mit reviews will be based
on clear standards rather
than on the "taste" of in-
dividual commission mem-
bers.

Of Thoughts
and Things

The holiday season is upon us once again. As we sit down
with family and friends to wine and dine at our heavily
laden tables, we'll fill our plates to the fullest with the
fruits of our labor and God's blessings. We'll eat to our
hearts content, loosen our belts, discard the unfinished
food, lie down and watch television, and doze off . . .

Few of us will take the time to think about the 200,000
boat people who have drowned or died of starvation or
dehydration because they couldn't find an open harbor or a
ship that would rescue them when they were sinking. Few
will consider the horror that these people face as they con-
tinue to die at the rate of 6,000 a day.

Few, too, will consider, as they heap second helpings on
their plates, of the more than a quarter million refugees
currently massed on the Thailand- Cambodia border, many
of whom will die of starvation within the next few months
unless they are helped.

But some of us will consider these peoples' plight. Some
will even do something about it.

Right now in Washington, D.C., the Watergate, the Hyatt
and the Shoreham hotels are hiring 100 refugees as part of
a combined effort to find meaningful employment for these
people. In Virginia, the Scholl Company is hiring almost as
many refugees and arranging for their lodging, bus service
to the plant and a special English language program. In
Minneapolis, the Control Data Corporation is hiring 150
refugees and has established a schedule which offers them
employment for five hours a day and classes in English dur-
ing their off -hours.

And in Highland Park, the Temple of Aaron congregation
recently responded by sponsoring a community -wide "give -
a -thon" to raise funds to help send emergency medical
relief to the Cambodia border. Entitled "Lifeline to Cambo-
dians," the six -hour event drew concerned individuals,
whole families and community groups. Merrill Kuller,
chairperson for the event, said that the response by the
Highland area community was nothing short of
remarkable.

So how are you responding?
The American Refugee Committee (ARC) is a new na-

tional organization that is operating -without the benefit
of federal funds -to stimulate business involvement in
resettlement efforts and help the Indochinese become self -
supporting and independent. Deborah Anderson, the Min-
nesota director of the ARC, says the greatest need for these
Indochinese families now is, not surprisingly, winter cloth -
ing-in all sizes, colors, shapes and fabrics. There is also
an urgent need for bed linens and blankets.

Your contributions -be it in clothing, money or your will-
ingness to sponsor a family -will go a long way toward
helping these people who need a hand to help themselves.
If you'd like more information about how you can get in-
volved, call the local ARC office at 332 -5365.

I hope your holiday season is a happy one -and happier
still knowing that others will survive and prosper because
you cared enough to do something about it.

political and economic considerations.
Based on the report, economic considerations seem to in-

evitably favor the existing structure. All changes would re-
quire conversion costs, i.e. retraining of staff, remodeling
of buildings, etc., not to mention the need for increased
bureaucracy with the adoption of a middle school. On the
other hand, we expect to be told that a change to either K -8
or a middle school will be less costly in the long run
because either would permit the use of fewer school
buildings by placing more students in high schools.
However, not all of the senior highs in the city are capable
of accepting additional grade levels. This could require the
construction of additional classrooms.

If one accepts the report's basic observation, we will in
effect, be paying more for something that is not any better.

Unfortunately, it'll be the political considerations that

will most likely be the basis for whatever decisions are
eventually made. When everything irrelevant is stripped
away, what's left is the school closing issue.

While the school reorganization task force felt educa-
tional choices were largely unrelated to organizational
choices, it did touch on several educational issues,
especially regarding students in the 11 -14 age group. We
suggest that the politics of reorganization get resolved as
early as possible, and that we get back to those education
issues.

We were originally disposed toward criticism of the pro-
cess to be used in the public consideration of the organiza-
tional issues (i.e. recommendations from the school board
developed by December 15, and forums held by the
superintendent after that date). However, we've decided
that providing the public with more specific informa-
tion-in whatever way- may serve us all by getting these
issues resolved most efficiently.

While the task force reintroduced some fuzzy educa-
tional notions (flexibility equals independence- remember
flexible modular scheduling ?) and may have resorted to a
too liberal use of educational jargon (i.e. "brain growth
periodization ") we believe that its members were by and
large thoughtful people who knew what they were about.
We just hope that the future focus will be on educational
considerations -not political ones.

Turning up your heat is a simple way of keeping warmer

in winter. Home weatherization is almost as easy -but
much cheaper.

By weatherstripping and caulking seams around doors
and windows you can reduce a considerable amount of
heat loss in your home. An average residence has 100 feet
of seam- equivalent to a six foot hole in the wall.

Caulking resembles chewing gum and is squirted through
a tube into cracks and seams, forming an airtight seal.
Weatherstripping, made of vinyl, felt or foam, seals gaps
arond windows and doors. Costs are nominal -$2.00 to
weatherstrip a "window and only pennies to caulk. If done
well, your heating bill could be reduced by 10 percent.

If you rent, you don't have to weatherize; your landlord
does. A Minnesota law (2 MCAR 1.16201) requires that the
weatherization be done by January 1, 1980.

Landlords must weatherstrip and caulk residential ren-
tal properties built before January 1, 1976, unless they can
prove the cost cannot be recovered in energy savings dur-
ing the next five years. Since establishing this claim is ex-
pensive, most landlords will opt for weatherization.

The same law requires landlords to install storm win-
dows and doors and a minimum of insulation in rental units
by July 1, 1983. Owners are exempt only if the payback
period exceeds 10 years.

You can help in the enforcement of this law by writing
your landlord. A letter (be sure to keep a copy) signed by
you, or better yet, by a group of tenants, should include:

an explanation of the problem;
a description or copy of the law. This may be obtained

by calling the Minnesota Energy Information Center
at296 -5175;

and a gentle reminder that he or she may be held liable
for any exorbitant fuel bills and subject to misdemeanor
violations carrying fines up to $500 and 90 days in jail.

Still shivering? Send your complaints to the Minnesota
Energy Agency (MEA) at Room 980, American Center
Building, 150 East Kellogg Blvd., St. Paul, MN 55101. The
MEA is responsible for enforcing the law and will contact
suspected violators.

Just doing her best
Area speedskater Kostron
practices up for Olympics

Kim Kostron can't wait
for 1980. For her, aside
from the hoopla of national
political campaigns and
contests, the turn of that
calendar page means Ko-
stron may qualify as a can-
didate for a speedskating
medal in the Winter Olym-
pic Games in February at
Lake Placid, New York.

After a long summer and
fall of steady, serious train-
ing, Kostron is determined
to be a major contestant for
an Olympic victory- again.

"I would love to win an
Olympic medal next year,
said the soft -spoken bru-
nette. "That's my goal. I've
won medals before, but win-
ning one at the Olympics is
every athlete's goal."

Kostron, 198 So. Griggs
St., was home for Thanks-
giving after spending the
last two months in Europe
training with the U.S. Na-
tional Team, and before
leaving for Milwaukee-for
another month of skating.

Because European rinks
"get ice earlier than U.S.
rinks," the team used train-
ing sites at Inzell, Germany,
and at Deventer, Holland,
where "conditions are more
like the U.S. facility at West
Allis (Wisconsin) -it's win-
dier and the ice is faster."

Kostron is not unfamiliar
with the Olympics or the
pressure that accompanies
the responsibility of such
competition. As one of the
eight women members of
the 1976 U.S. Olympic
Speedskating Team, she
competed against a fellow
teammate for the final
American berth in the
Olympic's 1,000 -meter
race. A change in the skate -
off plans saw Kostron lose
her chance to skate that
race and she left the games
disappointed and "bitter."

But Kostron has mellow-
ed and matured since that
incident. The once disillu-
sioned 19- year -old is now a
wiser, optimistic 23 -year-
old woman who exhibits a
positive outlook on the fu-
ture of her speedskating.

"I just have a feeling this
year, a different attitude,"
she said. "I know it's a big

big year of skating, and that
alone makes it different. I
feel like training and work-
ing hard."

The physical work is only
part of an athlete's pre-
paration for competition,
she said, particularly on an
international scale. Kos -
tron's 11 years of speed -
skating experience, which
began at St. Paul's Midway
Speedskating Club, have
taught her many lessons
and kept her in remarkable
physical condition. She said
she feels "a lot stronger this
year" and is happy that dif-
ficulties arising from a back
injury of two years ago
have not reappeared.

"I've never trained so
hard in my life," she said.
Her summer in St. Paul,
when she wasn't working at
the Restoration Restaurant
on Grand Ave., was spent
running, biking and lifting
weights.

The months in Europe in-
cluded a daily routine of
one off -ice session lifting
weights and running, and
two on -ice workouts. "Right
now we're training hard
and our workouts are plan-
ned accordingly," she ex-
plained. "We're doing them
two or three times a day."

This intense period of
training prepares skaters
for the upcoming Olympic
trials at the West Allis rink,
located near Milwaukee.

As a sport, speedskating
doesn't promise the head-
lines and fame that often
accompany such other win-
ter sports as ski racing and
figure skating. Most people
don't know that 15 of the 26
marlals wnn by U.S. Winter

two weekends in December
are the forum for the selec-
tion of the U.S. Olympic
Team and also for the
Women's World Team.

For the Olympic qualifi-
cations, skaters must com-
pete in at least one of the

Kostron believes her
mental and physical bal-
ance these past several

months has helped her keep
a realistic perspective on
herself and her abilities.
She speaks proudly yet
modestly about her past
winnings but never too

surely about her future pro-
spects.

"I just want to do my
best," she said. "I don't

really feel the pressure for
the Olympics. People have
told me that I'm pretty re-
laxed and not a real nerv-
ous person." Through ac-
tive participation in the
Minnesota Fellowship of
Christian Athletes, Kostron
feels she's learned where to
place her priorities and
credit her strengths. "Now
I'm skating for the Lord in-
stead of for myself. It's
given me a real peace; I
don't get nervous."
Although 23 is young

when compared to many
European team members,
Kostron is one of the oldest
American skaters. She be-
lieves that her age and
outlook have given her the
experience to deal with
most outside pressures that

may hamper "the younger

Olympic athletes over the
last three games were won
by speed skaters, including

a medal won by Kostron's
coach, Diane Holum.

Any true dedication to a
goal requires certain sac-

rifices on the part of the
aspirant. Kostron has been

absent from home a great
deal of time throughout her
Highland Park High School
years and had to split her
college education between
the University of Wisconsin -
Madison and the University
of Minnesota.
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"I really am looking for-
ward to this year," Kostron
said. "I love skating. I like
the traveling and the people
I meet. Skating is an in-
dividual sport with team
support. I don't worry about
my teammates beating me,"
she added. "I just do my
best -and that's all I can
do.

tution for five years and his
or her spouse, a person

Mrs. Quie met her hus-
band while both were stu-
dents at St. Olaf College in
Northfield. "It was the city
girl and thè country boy
meeting each other," she
said. "I attended Central '

High School in Minneapolis.
Al had come from a farm in
Dennison.

"We farmed from 1948
until 1958 when Al was
elected to Congress," she
continued. "It was hard to
adjust to the farm, but once
I did I loved it and wanted
to stay there."

When Quie won a special
election in February 1958,
he went on to Washington.
"I stayed back on the farm
with the children," Mrs.
Quie said. "We felt eight
months was too short a time
to risk moving for. When he
was re- elected in November
that year, we rented the
farm to a tenant, left Den-
nison and moved to Wash-
ington."

When the Quies arrived,
they embarked on a search
for a house to rent, but
"after looking around a cou-
ple of days, we found that
the homes available
wouldn't do and decided to
buy a modest house in the
suburbs," she said. Pro-
ceeds from the sale of one
of the Quies' tractors were
used for the down payment.

After living in the Wash-
ington area for six years,
the Quies decided they
wanted a larger home
"where Al could keep a
horse," but the zoning laws
wouldn't allow them lo
build a stable. "Across the
street from the place we
eventually bought there
was an old farmhouse and
barn which were excluded
from the zoning ordinance
because it was standing
when the laws were passed.
Al could board his horse
across the street and when-
ever we wanted to go out
riding, it was nearby."

During her later years in
Maryland, Mrs. Quie serv-
ed as a volunteer art teach-
er at a center for delinquent
children. "I had always
been interested in art," she
said. "I was an art major at
St. Olaf's, but I couldn't do
much with it during the
years I was raising a fami-
ly. After the children were
older, I found time to start
painting again."

She entered several art
fairs in Maryland's Mont-
gomery County and sold a
number of paintings.

Upon her return to Min-
nesota, she followed that up
with a one -woman art show
at Plymouth Congregational
Church in Minneapolis. Sev-
eral of her paintings are
now hung in the public
rooms on the first floor of
the Governor's Residence.

The Quies live in the se-
cond and third floors of the
residence with their 17-

year -old son Ben. The other
four children -Fred (30),
Jennie (28), Dan (26) and
Joel (24) -no longer live at
home.

If
nobody's there, leave your name and phone number on the
tape recording and your call will be returned as soon as
possible.

The Southwest Area District is the recognized planning
district for the Highland, Groveland, Mac:alester, Randolph
Heights and Homecroft -West Seventh neighborhoods. The
Council's purpose is to build a better community through
neighborhood action in such areas as education, housing,
transportation, economic development and land use. This is
your council and you're only a phone call away from get-
ting involved.

At its November meeting, the council decided to ask the
city to hold off on efforts to implement the "localization" of
Jefferson Ave. Changing the street to truly residential
status was accepted by the city planning commission and
city council last May. The public works department was
asked to figure out the best way to do it, and plans were
made to start localizing Jefferson this fall.

In recent weeks, there has been much controversy about
the method selected and about whether diverting traffic
from Jefferson will create severe problems for St. Clair and
Randolph Avenues. The issue has been turned over to the
Council's housing and transportation task force, which
already has begun further study of the problem. The Jeffer-
son Avenue study group will come back to the full Council
in February with recommendations as to whether or not
Jefferson should indeed by localized and if so, how best to
do it. If you want to make comments or to be kept up to date
on the committee's work, call the SWAD office at 698 -7973
or committee chairman Ken Jefferson at 690 -1881.

Another controversy -the Eleanor Ave. neighbors of the
proposed new First Bank Grand facility, on Cleveland Ave.
between Eleanor and Highland Pkwy., are concerned about
the effect the bank's traffic might have on their street. The
bank hopes to be allowed to change the alley there so that it
will turn north at a right angle and exit onto Eleanor Ave.
rather than running through its property. Neighbors are
concerned that backed -up traffic from the bank's proposed
Eleanor Ave. entrance will cause unacceptable congestion
on their street. The SWAD Council has asked that the traf-
fic division of the public works department help with traf-
fic projections, given the alternatives of entering the bank
as proposed, or entering from Highland Pkwy. instead.

For your information: In an effort to improve its com-
munication with St. Paul citizens, the St. Paul school
district has established two telephone numbers. Messages
can be given to Superintendent George Young by calling
222 -1234. For agendas or summaries of school board
meetings (the first and third Tuesdays of each month), call
