ON DISMAY AND, DEFAMATION
To the editor:

It was with dismay that I read the recent column of the
Villager editor which singled me out for criticism in regard
to my campaign expenditures. It was unfortunate that the
editor did not give me the common courtesy of speaking to
me beforehand (he has been able to reach me on a mo-
ment's notice in the past when necessary) before printing
his distortions and half- truths.

I am not accepting public financing or abiding by the ex-
penditure limitations for the simple reason that inflation
has ravaged this country, and campaign expenses have
also increased. Thus, expenditure limitations set five years
ago are unrealistic.

In addition, the editor through a telephone call, would
have found out that a good portion of the expenses reported
were constituent expenditures from earlier in the year,
and another large sum was a loan from two years ago. The
amount of money spent on the campaign thus far was far
below what the editor reported.

The editor also stated that my opponent had not ac-
cepted public financing but was abiding by the expenditure
limit. If he is, he has kept it a secret from the Ethics Com-
mission, since they have no record of his filing a tax credit
statement with that office, which would indicate his intent
to abide by the limitation. In addition, contrary to what the
editor reported, approximately 25 candidates throughout
the state are not accepting public financing.

It is also interesting to note that the editor approves of
large expenditures by other candidates but does not in my

case.
However, I hope that this letter explains the nature of my

expenditures. I again only wish that the editor had made
the effort to reach me before publication as is often the
case with responsible journalists; it would have cleared up
the defamatory nature of his comments.

As I sit down to prepare this fortnightly communique, the
general election of November 7 is still a full four weeks
away; and the stadium decision won't be made for another
24 days beyond that. But if you follow the daily newspaper
and broadcast media of this area at all, you can already
feel the electricity in the air as the pressures keep building
toward the inevitable crescendo of E -Day and D -Day. You
might as well face it -the heat will continue to rise, just
about as fast as the fall air continues to blow cooler stuff
into these northern environs.

But let's stay closer to home for a while, before we move
on to metrowide and statewide subjects of interest. You
may already have read a letter from 63 -B Representative
Richard Cohen, which we've reprinted in full on Page 3.
Dick, if we may use the familiar term, takes umbrage at
our comments on his outsized campaign kitty for this elec-
tion, when compared to other candidates hereabouts. It
could well be the largest campaign fund of any incumbent
in the state, DFL or Independent-Republican. That still re-
mains to be seen.

* * * **

But we didn't accuse Mr. Cohen of anything illegal. . . we
merely pointed out the unusual. Generally, it's the
challenger who has the problem, trying to achieve enough
name identification to give the incumbent legislator a good
run for his money... and, of course, quite often that money
is tough to come by. Wouldn't you agree that when we get
figures from the State Ethical Practices Board wherein the
campaign receipts by August 26 for three other area in-
cumbents (62 -A, 63 -A and 65 -A) average $2,957 as against
Cohen's $12,483, it's an item worthy of more than passing
mention? And that when the three other incumbents aver-
aged $1,272 in expenditures up to that point, versus
$11,086 for Cohen, it should rate a squib in the press? How
about the challengers, including John Drew, Cohen's oppo-
nent? They had received, on the average, $3,502; and
spent, on an average of $1,479.

* * * **

As to calling Dick Cohen beforehand, it should be noted
that I called none of the eight candidates listed in the col-
umn. Why should I? After all, I was only reprinting figures
submitted, by those candidates themselves, to the State
Ethical Practices Board. And I was totally consistent in
reporting total receipts and total expenditures. Cohen had
reported $9,034 in campaign expenditures, $1,797 in
"constituent services," and $255 in food and beverages
for a fundraiser -to come up with our total reported
$11,086. Expenditures of that nature were induced in my
figures for the other candidates, too.

* * * **

Cohen does have a few valid points, though. If $7,500
was a logical campaign figure when it was established as a
norm by the legislature some five years ago, maybe a cur-
rent figure of $10,000 would make more sense. But, on the
other hand, incumbent Cohen has also enjoyed the advan-
tage of free space in The Highland Villager, which we have
seen fit to allocate to all District 63 senators and represen-
tatives for the past six years or so. If he'd have had to buy
that space like an advertiser, it would have amounted to at
least $2,000 to $2,500 for the two legislative sessions.

* * * **

Dick is right, though, on one point ... one we'd have
wanted to correct in any event. I said he was only one of
two candidates who didn't accept the public funds
because of the $7,500 limitation it would have imposed on
him. I should have said he was only one of two democratic
incumbents who didn't obtain public financing. The other
fellow filed too late. About four I -R incumbents didn't take
it either ... two of them have no opposition this year. In all
32 legislative candidates did not apply or properly qualify.
Nor did two I -R statewide challengers, Al Quie, candidate
for State governor and Rick Teske, candidate for State
treasurer. In what way I approved of large expenditures
by other candidates, is not clear to me. I do feel chal-
lengers generally need a break in that regard, to offset the
normally tremendous advantages of incumbency.

* * * **

Schucks, I'm not blaming Cohen for trying to assure
himself of reelection. After all, in two more years the
salary is going up a whale of a lot, the per diems are great,
and in four more years (after a total of only three terms)
he'd be eligible for a nifty pension some years hence. Let's
face it, it's going to be a helluva good deal in the near
future. We do want our legislators to be well paid, don't
we? And, of course, worth it too in terms of good, honest,
fiscally conservative representation!

* * * **

I'm inclined to agree with the general counsel of Com-
mon Cause who said here recently, "A lot of people er-
roneously describe Proposition 13 as a tax revolt. I don't
view it that way. I view it as an enormous dissatisfaction
with ineffective government." But how do you get a han-
dle on the problem? It's tough to do without incentives.
We just don't have the efficiencies that are generally
forced on the more competitive private sector.

Understatement of the week -the comment by state
labor leader Dave Roe at the recent AFL -CIO convention in
Duluth, when senatorial candidate Bob Short did his amaz-
ing flip -flop from ultra- conservative pre -primary tax reduc-
tion and government spending stands to something even
Don Fraser could have lived with ... had he thought of it
first. "I think," Roe said, "Bob Short has moved off his
original position." Well, I guess so! And, did you notice that
Wendy Anderson has also discovered the virtues of index-
ing our federal income taxe rates to counter the confisca-
tory effects of inflation? Oh well, better late than never.

* * * **

As a member of the fourth estate, I always enjoy a good
headline. Like the one I saw in a recent Minneapolis Sun-
day Tribune:

Carter's anti -inflation
drive entering Phase 2;
no one recalls Phase 1

You know how a mother is inclined to save anything in
connection with her first born, especially. We were shift-
ing some books when out of a scrapbook fell a St. Cloud
Hospital bill of 26 years ago, relating to Jan's hospital stay
when Paul was born. Since John Ruddy at our office
became a father only recently, and Dennis Stern only about
a year- and -half ago, I did a dastardly deed -I took it to the
Villager and showed it to them. Want to hear the figures?
"Room and care, 7 days @ 8.00 a day, $56.00; Delivery
Room Service -$18.00; Care of Infant, 6 days
$3.00 -$18.00; Medicine, $11.35; Dressings, $3.90; Oxy-
gen for Baby, $2.00; Circumcision for Baby, $3.50; Tele-
phone Calls, $1.38; Telephone Service, $1.20; a total of
$115.33. Compare that to what it might cost today. It may
account, in some degree, for a headline such as you saw in
Sunday's Pioneer Press -"Where have all the babies
gone ?"

Have you been following the stadium situation? Minne-
apolis business leaders are certainly working hard for
that dome, logic notwithstanding. I can think of at least
three good reasons for not building a covered stadium-
(1) the tax payers, (2) the fans and (3) the players.

* * * **

Let's take them one by one. First, the taxpayers -they
should not be saddled with the huge additional capital out-
lay and the tremendous operating expenditures required
for heat and air -conditioning. How could such a stadium
ever come close to be a self -liquidating operation?

Second - the fans. A dome in downtown Minneapolis
would mean faraway, you're -on- your -own, catch-as- catch-
can parking, and no more tailgate parties.

* * * **

Third - the players. It's almost a universal truism among
the gladiators themselves that those grass carpets over
concrete precipitate many more injuries, are terribly tough
on the legs and dramatically shorten an athlete's career. Is
it worth it?

* * * **

It seems to me only three realistic possibilities exist-
all in BIoomington. And I'm willing to await the experts'
views on those as to cost and comparative value potential.
If you're going to have genuine grass, it almost has to be a
remodeled Met for baseball and a new open or partially
open stadium for soccer and football, dual stadiums in the
same area, Kansas City fashion.

* * * **

If you care about the players at this point, or if somebody
comes up with a vast improvement in artificial turf, you
might consider some method of movable seats at the Met,
for better football sightlines. Practical? I don't know. The
only other possibility would be to tear down the Met and
build a new all- purpose stadium with movable seats to ac-
commodate the changing (but overlapping) seasons.

* * * **

Personally, until shown otherwise, I lean toward a re-
modeled Met and a separate undomed facility for football -
soccer. And stay with real grass until somebody comes up
with an artificial turf the players can live with, at far less
risk to injuries and duration of career. Of course, you
could say, what's the difference? They play on artificial
turf so often now, they might as well learn to live with it at
home, too. It's just that I like to see the options open to go-
ing either way. Time will tell.

* * * **

One important addendum -I don't want the taxpayer to
be the one to pick up the tab in any case. Undomed, there
might be a chance. Domed, we're all sure to be stuck with a
big bill for years to come. If you think I'm off target on any
of this, please let me know. Even if you're not on the Metro-
politan Sports Facilities Commission -and charged, like
Chairman Dan Brutger and company, with making the big
decision on D -Day. December 1.

* * * **

Maybe you need a few light touches by now -the inevit-
able unavoidable pilfered parting punchlines. Like this
one -"The man who worships the ground his girl walks
on, probably knows her father owns the property." Or this
one from an anonymous source, "If you haven't all the
things you want, be grateful for the things you don't have
that you didn't want."

* * * **

And this finale on the state of our national health:
"Proposition 13 also represents a fantastic medical break-

thru. In Congress it cured the hard of hearing." Arrive -
derci.

Highland Branch Library reveals
volumes of timeworn manuscripts

Dolefully, Don Singerman
admits that the Perrie Jones
Suite is a well kept secret.
He ought to know. He's the
voluntary caretaker, cata-
loger, and guide of the Per -
rie Jones Suite, which
houses the rare and un-
usual book collection of the
St. Paul Public Library in
Highland Park.

But even rarer and more
unusual is a visitor to the
suite. Not many people
visit the collection," Singer -
man explains. "We get only
a few visitors a month.
People just don't know it ex-
ists."

It seems unlikely that the
Perrie Jones Suite should
remain so overlooked. The
room, built in 1974 from
funds honoring city librar-
ian Perrie Jones (1937 -56),
is an eye- catcher. The
reddish -brown shag carpet,
tinted glass coffee table,
and chrome -framed chairs
glisten under the recessed
lighting. It has a modern,
executive -like atmosphere.

But behind the vault door
to the left of the entrance,
stored on shelves that roll
along a track like huge box-
cars, are over 1700 very old
books, some dating from the
16th century. Most of them
are bound in leather and
have Greek and Latin titles.
They smell a little musty
and their pages are yellow
from age.

The books make up a vast
treasure of nostalgia, his-
tory, trivia and amusement.
Some of the books are lav-
ishly illustrated with wood
engravings, ink drawings,
and sketches. One, an adult
coloring book, was pub-
lished in 1579 in Frankfurt,
Germany. The illustrations
are wood engravings de-
picting coats of arms in the
Roman Empire -a sophisti-
cated paint -by- numbers.

But age doesn't always
determine the value of a
book," explains Singerman.
"The oldest book in the col-
lection was published only
69 years after the first prin-

ting of the Gutenburg Bible.
But I don't think it's the
most valuable. Value is
hard to determine."

Twenty -seven Bibles are
represented in the collec-
tion, ranging in publication
dates from 1573 to 1949.
The rarest Bible is printed
in the Syriac language, the
language of Palestine at the
time of Jesus. Its title is:
Kotobo qudosho hai Kotobo
did'n'tiqo atogo wahadotho,
which when translated
means, The Holy Book
which is the Book composed
of Old and New.

The collection was
started in the early 1900's
by Dr. W. Dawson Johnson,
essayist, bibliophile, and St.
Paul City Librarian from
1914-21. Working with
meager funds, he pur-
chased several private li-
braries, including one from
Henry Harcourt Horn, a
court stenographer who
mysteriously amassed a
large fortune.

In 1921, Dr. Johnson went
on to become a librarian for
the American Library in
Paris. Since then, the collec-
tion has grown chiefly
through gifts and bequests.

"We've got a man who
comes in to request that
Bible," Singerman says.
"He's probably the only
person in the Twin Cities
who can read the Syriac
language."

For those people who like
travel and adventure, the
collection includes a large
number of narrations
describing almost every
continent. Some go back
two or three centuries.

Jonathan Carver, in
Travels Through North
America, describes what
sounds like a vacation para-
dise:

"A little distance below
the Falls stands a small is-
land, of about an acre and a
half, on which grow a great
number of oak trees, every
branch of which, able to
support the weight, was full
of eagle nests... On the

The collec-
tion features first edition
novels by Sinclair Lewis,
Mark Twain, and St. Paul's
own F. Scott Fitzgerald. Fit -
zgerald's Tender is the
Night is signed simply in
nervous handwriting: "F.
Scott Fitzgerald, with an old
affection and respect."

Don Singerman sighs: "I
hope this article gets up
some interest in the collec-
tion. It should be enjoyed by
more people."

Well, the word's out, the
secret's leaked. If you've
got the time, Don Singer -
man's got the books to take
you back to another one.

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BUILDING BOOM!
Downtown St. Paul has received its

share of printer's ink lately with the un-
precedented large -scale construction
projects - and attendant vehicular incon-
veniences - proposed, in progress or
recently completed in the loop.

More dispersed, but perhaps equally
significant when plotting the course of
change in the community, are 20 -odd con-
struction sites - in various stages of devel-
opment - planned or nearing completion
in the Highland Villager's distribution
area.

The photos on this page trace just a
small portion of the rapidly changing

local landscape. Add to those projects
pictured here the proposed parking ramp
in Highland Village, gym additions to
both Groveland and Homecroft schools, a
new priests' residence at the St. Paul
Seminary, the Rockwood Place senior
citizens' high -rise at Shepard Park, ex-
tensive additions to Ramsey Junior and
Central High School, a recently com-
pleted student residence at the College of
St. Thomas, a new home for the Merriam
Park Developmental Achievement
Center, and the Control Data complex at
I -94 and Dale St., and you get an idea of ' +_-

the scope of the changes coming this
way.

The Plaza at Shepard Park is expected to be finish-
ed sometime next month. The five -story apartment
building is just one facet of a large -scale six -block
development site that is totally re- shaping the area
between West 7th and Shepard Road just east of
Sibley Manor.

In his untiring
search for the precious
fruit, he battles all manner
of wicked people, including
a scheming prime minister,
a jealous cousin, a mon-
strous cook armed with the
world's largest ladle, and of
course the formidable Fata
Morgana.

Accompanied by the
court jester, Trufaldino, the
Prince eventually finds his
three princesses, only to
have the first two die of
thirst. The third is saved in
a very unusual way -by the
audience.

One of the most engaging
aspects of The Love for
Three Oranges is Prokofi-
ev's use of a large chorus to
portray the public's attitude
toward opera. The chorus
of "public opinions" is di-
vided into several groups,
each advocating its own
view of what opera is all
about: tragedy, comedy, ro-
mance. farce. etc.

The Minnesota Opera's
production, which will be
sung in English, stars so-
pranos Flicka Wilmore as
Fata Morgana and Deborah
Hightower as Princess Ni-
netta; and mezzo sopranos
Dawn Timmerman as Clar-
issa and Kathryn Medici as
Smeraldina.

Minnesota mounts its annual
display of colorful fall foliage

Tales of Mother Nature's
paintbrush capture the im-
agination when the canvas
called fall reveals its vivid
hues. But the credit for Min-
nesota's annual kaleido-
scope of color really goes to
the chemical processes tak-
ing place in the tree as sum-
mer gives way to fall and
winter.

The food -making process
necessary for the tree's
growth takes place in the
leaves, in cells containing
the green pigment chloro-
phyll. But according to
Carol Czaia, assistant ex-
tension forester at the Uni-
versity of Minnesota, the
leaves also contain yellow
or orange pigments, which
are masked by the greater
amounts of chlorophyll
through the spring and sum-
mer.

In the fall, however, tem-
peratures drop, the days
grow shorter, and leaves
stop their food -making pro-
cess. As the chlorophyll
breaks down, the green
color disappears and the
yellow is revealed.

Although yellow is a
basic color of fall foliage,
other chemical changes add
new colors to the autumn
scene. Warm, sunny days
followed by cool nights
cause sugar to form in the
leaves. This encourages the
formation of other pig-
ments, such as anthocyanin.
When the chlorophyll
breaks down in leaves
where anthocyanin has
formed, the leaves turn red.

The same tree may vary
its colors from fall to fall

depending on the weather
conditions. During a warm.
cloudy, wet fall, the leaves
may turn reddish, but they
will lack brilliance. This is
because a smaller amount
of sugar is made in reduced
sunlight. and it moves out of
the leaves during the mild
nights, leaving little to form
pigments. The best condi-
tions for high leaf color are
sunny days, slightly dry con-
ditions, moderate day tem-
peratures and cool nights.

Some colors are typical
of certain types of trees.
The red maple and sumac
generally turn bright red,
while the sugar maple turns
an orange -yellow. Boxelder,
Norway maple, silver
maple, paper birch. ca-
talpa, gingko, honeylocust,
Kentucky coffee tree,
aspen, basswood and Amer-
ican elm turn yellow.
Alders and locust show lit-
tle change, and oaks turn a
reddish- brown.

To see some of nature's
most colorful canvases,
follow Minnesota 95 along
the St. Croix River, Minne-
sota 13 through Jordan and
south to the area between
Mankato and Owatonna,
U.S. 61 through Lake City to
Winona, the North Shore
Drive, or along the Minne-
sota River Valley.

And don't overlook the
local show opening soon
right in your own neighbor-
hood.
