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Discipline weakens within DFL ranks
as candidates run without endorsement

Ask any DFL party regu-
lar, and he'll concede that
the threat of a successful
challenge to the candidate
endorsement process has
become a matter of increas-
ing concern within the par-
ty ranks.

With memories of then -
Congressman Don Fraser's
narrow loss to Bob Short in
Minnesota's senatorial pri-
mary last fall still fresh, this
same Fraser is faced with a
stiff challenge in September

as he attempts to regroup
politically in the race for
mayor of Minneapolis. State
Representative Jim Rice
poses a threat once again to
the party convention prefer-
ence system as he tries to
chip away at Fraser's DFL
blessing by way of endorse-
ment from various groups,
including a number of Mill
City labor unions.

It seems party discipline
just isn't what it used to be.

St. Paul has had similar
experiences. The late Rosa-
lie Butler's relationship

with the DFL party and its
endorsement process be-
came progressively more
strained each time she
sought elective office. At-
tempts to punish Mrs. But-
ler for running against en-
dorsed candidates helped
serve as a precedent for
denial of support to unen-
dorsed candidates who ran
on the party ticket in the
1978 statewide election.

"Once you run against an
endorsed candidate, there's
no forgiveness," explained
Robert Short, who ran suc-
cessful primary campaigns
against endorsed can-
didates for lieutenant
governor in 1966 and for
U.S. Senator in 1978.
"After they make their deci-
sion in convention and you
challenge it, you're con-
sidered troublesome," he
said.

Only once in the more
than seven years that
Rosalie Butler served on the
St. Paul City Council did she
successfully follow the
established party proce-
dure. In 1972 she obtained
party endorsement for the
council seat and won in the
primary and general elec-
tions. In 1976 she passed up
the convention, won the
primary, and received en-
dorsement from the party's
central committee. In 1978
she ran as an independent
in the general election after
failing to be endorsed at the
city convention. She did not
seek endorsement when she
ran for mayor in 1968 or
1974, nor in 1970 when she
was first elected to . the
council.

- There were countless
tributes paid to Mrs. Butler
following her death, and a
memorial service at St.
Luke's Catholic Church on
August 7 drew a throng, in-
cluding many prominent
DFL leaders who had con-
sistently opposed her ef-
forts to survive in city poli-
tics.

In 1976, after she de-
feated an endorsed candi-
date in the DFL primary,
the party seriously consid-
ered withholding endorse-
ment and thus depriving
Butler of a slot on the sam-
ple ballot. Only after
George Latimer pleaded for
her endorsement did the
party give her its blessing
with a couple of votes over
the required 60 percent.
Latimer said at the time
that his chances for elec-
tion as mayor would be
seriously damaged if he had
to lead a split party into the
general election.

The formal endorsing of
Butler by the central com-
mittee established the pre-
cedent that official party
approval was needed if an
unendorsed primary winner
were to appear on the par-
ty's sample ballot. Party of-
ficials were unable to recall
a previous instance in
which the right of a primary
winner to appear on the
sample ballot had been suc-
cessfully challenged.

This precedent set, pri-
mary winners Bob Short
and Bob Mattson were told
in 1978 that they had to
seek endorsement from the
state central committee be-
cause they were not en-
dorsed at the state conven-
tion. The committee was
never convened because it
was informally agreed that
Mattson and Short lacked
the necessary votes for en-
dorsement. Thus, their
names appeared on the of-
ficial ballot in the polling
booth, but were kept off the
sample ballot distributed by
the DFL party.

D.D. Wozniak, a local at-
torney who served in the
legislature during the
1950s, sees the present
trend as detrimental to the
future of the party. "The
liberals have traditionally
been advocates of free and

Butler vacancy to be filled
by council action Thursday

The six members of the St. Paul City Council will
vote at 10:00 a.m. Thursday, August 30 to appoint a
successor to the late Rosalie Butler.

Although the Democratic- Farmer -Labor party had
not yet endorsed its candidate by Highland Villager
press time, most insiders were willing to concede the
favorite's role to George McMahon, 339 Pelham Blvd.

McMahon, who lost to Butler by some 8,000 votes
in the 1978 general election, had earlier obtained the
blessing of the St. Paul Trades and Labor Assembly.
Should he be able to obtain the required 60 percent
majority in the DFL's city -wide endorsement process,
his front -running position would be strengthened con-
siderably.

Or so it would seem.. .

Endorsements (from p. 1)
open discussions and the
rights of all viewpoints to be
heard," he said. "This cur-
rent attitude of the liberal
majority is rule or ruin. If
they cannot have their own
candidate, they will ruin it
for the others.

"The endorsement sys-
tem has changed consider-
ably since the entry of the
Vietnam War generation in-
to politics," he continued.
"At one time, it was in-
tended to be a suggestion to
the voter. Now, I really
don't see any point in hav-
ing a primary." Wozniak
explained that a primary

win by an unendorsed can-
didate isn't worth much
when the party, in actual-
ity, seeks to destroy his can-
didacy.

The endorsement system
followed by both major par-
ties is predicated on the
precinct rnoi,QPQ held in
February of even- numbered
years. Party members at-
tend the caucuses and pick
delegates who, in turn, at-
tend state conventions and
endorse candidates -pro-
vided that 60 percent of
those voting are in agree-
ment. The DFL city conven-
tion, which endorses candi-

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Phase two now underway
Saint Paul's oldest high school
keeps pace with growth of city

Growing up with St. Paul
hasn't been easy for the
city's oldest high school.
Tossed about on the waves
of a changing population,
Central High School has
weathered more than a few
storms in the last 113 years.

But the school shows no
signs of sinking, buoyed by
a $14 million renovation
project now less than a year
away from completion.

Central's history began in
1866 when two rooms of the
old Franklin School were
put to use by 12 grade
school pupils pursuing a
higher education. The
school's first graduate, a
woman by the name of Fan-
ny Hynes, donned the cap
and gown in June, 1870.

Two years after that, and
the high school had grown
too large for the two rooms
at Franklin. It was then
moved to new quarters at
Seventh and Jackson St.,
right above a fish market

However, the piscine per-
fumery wafting through the
halls of the school soon
prompted a few St. Paulites
to push for the financing of
a separate building for high
school students.

A bond issue to achieve
just that was defeated in
1879, but passed two years
later. The result was the St.

Paul High School. Erected]
at Tenth and Minnesota St.
the school housed 233 stu
dents in 27 rooms.

By 1909, the school,
which was then known as
Central because of the
other high schools that had
since been constructed in
St. Paul, had grown too big
for its building once again.

To accommodate the
rapidly spreading city popu
lation, the corner of Lexing
ton and Marshall was se
lected as the site for the
new building, which opened
its 'doors in 1912.

Two years ago, renova-
tion of the 67- year -old struc-
ture began. Although the
spring of 1980 was set as
the scheduled completion
date, Central's principal,
William F. Sagert, figures it
probably won't be com-
pleted until the fall of '80.

That gives Central
another full year of con-
ducting classes in the midst
of the deafening process of
renovation. No small task,
the school has averted any
major problems by two
means.

First, Central received an
okay from the State Depart-
ment of Education to hold
classes from 7:15 a.m. to
12:10 p.m., limiting their six
periods to 45 minutes each

Open School `progresses' into ninth year
as new occupant of old Linwood building

The Open School will be
the new occupant of the Lin-
wood Park Elementary
School building, 1023 Osce-
ola Ave., when the doors
open for the 1979 -80 school
year on Tuesday, Septem-
ber 4.

Linwood is smaller than
the Open School's previous
home in the Mechanic Arts
high school building, 97 E.
Central Ave. "However, I'm
sure our staff will show
enough resiliency to make
the most of our opportuni-
ties here," said Principal
Don Gugisberg. "We had a
lot of space at Mechanic
Arts, but some people felt a
bit threatened by the idea of
coming to school in the mid-
dle of the city."

The St. Paul School Board
gave permission to the Open
School to relocate after Lin-
wood closed last June due to
its declining enrollment.
Had the move not been
granted, the Open School
would have had to find a
new home by next summer.
The State of Minnesota,
which owns the Mechanic
Arts building, plans to oc-
cupy the site at that time.

Linwood will be used dif-
ferently than it has in the
past because the Open

School is an experimental,
"research- demonstration"
unit of the St. Paul school
system. "We don't operate
under the traditional con-
cept of six one -hour time
blocks," said Gugisberg.
"Instead, we have a very
flexible programming
schedule which takes into
account the individual
study programs of each of
our 500 students."

The basis for an Open
School student's course of
study is a program designed
by the student, his parents
and advisor, who jointly de-
cide what the student will
be expected to accomplish.
"Our students are evalu-
ated on an individual
basis," Gugisberg said.
"We don't have grades,
report cards or class rank-
ings."

To graduate, a student
must satisfy a committee
that he has successfully met
the requirements for a high
school diploma. Due to the
competency -based require-
ments, the Open School
does not accept transfer
students from traditional
high schools at the twelfth
grade level.

"When the Open School
was started in 1971, there
was a waiting list of about
1,000 students," said Gugis-
berg, who came to the Open
School as its principal last
year. "This has fallen off
along with the enrollment
figures from throughout the
school system."

At some lower age levels
there are still some open-
ings at the school, but at the
10th grade, there are cur-
rently more applicants than
places available.

School. "After we ask both
the students and the par-
ents to write a piece on
their expectations of the
Open School, we have some
idea of which students will
fit in and which won't,"
Gugisberg explained. "If
they say they want to play
sports or find a job, their
chances aren't good be-
cause we don't have ath-
letic teams or a vocational
education program."

Teachers at the Open
School act as both instruc-
tors and advisors to stu-
dents assigned to them. As
an advisor, the teacher
helps the student develop
an independent course of
study which he then is ex-
pected to work on on his
own.

"We've developed a bud-
dy system among the advis-
ors in which a new teacher
will work closely with a vet-
eran member of the staff,"
Gugisberg said. "It's part of
our attempt to show the
new teacher how our sys-
tem works."

Students who wish to
take courses not available
at the Open School may en-
roll at their neighborhood
school or at any school in
St. Paul which provides
them. Many of the older stu-
dents take college -level
courses at the University of
Minnesota.

Internships are also of-
fered for older students
who want to receive on -the-
job training or learn first-
hand how a business or pro-
fession operates. "For in-
stance, we've had a politi-
cal science student serving
as an intern in the mayor's
office for many years,"
Gugisberg said.

An integral part of the
Open School formula is its
advisory council, a group of
people from the community
who help develop school
policy. The council is an
outgrowth of the community

involvement which brought
pressure upon the school
board to create an oppor-
tunity for alterntive educa-
tion in St. Paul in the early
'70s.

Jay Bambery, advisory
council head, sees the Open
School as a way to increase
the opportunities available
to students. "Some kids
would be lost in a situation
like this where a lot of self -
discipline is expected," he
said. "But other students
who feel stifled in a tradi-
tional classroom setting
find this a real opportunity
to do some creative work."

When the Open School
began operating in 1971
there was a lot of criticism
that sprang from some of
the innovations adopted by
the staff. But according to
Gugisberg, "a lot of that has
died down because the
regular neighborhood
schools are beginning to
adopt some of our concepts.
We also have Webster
Magnet and the Mays Lear-
ning Center, two direct corn -
petitors, which also offer an
alternative education."

Gugisberg admitted that
the Open School has had
some dropouts. "But I think
in almost every case, the
students we lost had
dropped out intellectually
several years earlier," he
said. "I know of a lot of in-
stances where a student
was able to turn his aca-
demic career around after
he came here.

"What we have at the
Open School is a trade -off,"
he continued. "A student
here probably has more op-
portunities to goof off. On
the other hand, we offer the
student an opportunity to do
independent work which
will prepare him for what
will be expected of him in
college."

The Open School current-
ly has about 40 students
registered at each age level
from 5 through 18. Enroll-
ment will remain at a con-
stant 500 figure, which has
been in effect ever since the
school started.

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Area residents get tangled up in Tanglefoot
to rid neighborhood of inchworm infestation

It's been nearly three
months since this area's an-
nual inchworm infestation
came and went. And most of
us have probably forgotten
about the mess the little
devils made while they
were here.

Let it be stated here at
the outset that Carl Englund
means to remind you.

You see Englund, who
lives at 2024 Fairmount
Ave., hasn't forgotten what
he and his neighbors went
through early last June
when thousands upon thou-
sands of inchworms seemed
to have dropped into their
neighborhood overnight. In
fact, the neighborhood's
first annual block party,
originally scheduled for
June 8, had to be unceremo-
niously postponed on ac-
count of worms.

When the plague finally
ceased and the residents
finally got together, it
seemed everyone was talk-
ing about inchworms, but
like the weather, nobody
was doing anything about it.
Englund, who from last
spring until last Monday
was on leave from his job
due to a work -related in-
jury, had the time and the
drive to take hold. He does-
n't intend to let go at this
stage.

All it took was a call to
the horticultural depart-
ment at the University of
Minnesota to convince Eng-
lund that there was indeed
a solution to the inchworm
problem. Englund knew of
the City of St. Paul's past ef-
forts to rid its neighbor-
hoods of the worms through
a massive tree -spraying
program. He also knew that
the effor had been discon-
tinued ecause it was
neither cheap not effec-
tive means of combating the
problem.

What he learned from the
University was that there
was a product, "Tangle-
foot" by name, that had
proved effective on a small
scale whenever a group of
dedicated neighbors band-
ed together to fight the corn -
mon foe. Englund could

probably write a book on
what he knows about inch-
worms now.

Instead, he's content to
write brief, one -page trea-
tises designed to inform and
incite area residents to rise
up, spend a few bucks, and
get the inchworms before
they have another chance
to get us. His battle cry be-
gins thusly: "The inch-
worms have come and gone

. but they'll be back!"
In fact, they've never

really left us.
"The worms complete

their feeding stage around
the middle of June," Eng-
lund explains, "and have
descended into the ground
where they'll lay dormant
until the first frost -some-
time around the middle of
September. At that point,
they'll go back up into the
trees in moth form to lay
their eggs, then return to
the ground where they'll
stay until the first thaw
sometime in early March.

"The cycle will then re-
peat itself and they'll climb
back up the trees and feed
with the worms that hatch-
ed after the winter," he
continues. "Shortly there-
after, our problems will be
with us again."

Englund has put a lot of
miles on the soles of his
shoes since mid -summer,
trying to convince his neigh-
bors that they can win the
inchworm battle by acting
now.

Simply put, Englund is
pushing Tanglefoot, a
sticky, wax -like substance
that can be purchased from
almost any local nursery or
hardware store -or direct-
ly from Englund. Anyone
mentioning the neighbor-
hood program Englund and
his neighbors are organiz-
ing can buy Tanglefoot at a
discount from the St. Clair
Hardware, 2040 St. Clair
Ave. Englund, who has
stockpiled 75 pounds of the
product, is also selling it at
the discounted price, and
plans to use the money he
makes to purchase and app-
ly the product to the trees of
those who might find the
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cost [about $5.00 per tree)
prohibitive.

How Tanglefoot actually
works is disarmingly sim-
ple. In the next week or two,
a four to five -inch -wide
band of Tanglefoot should
be applied to all elm trees in
the area. (Inchworms do in-
fest other arboreal species,
but elm trees seem to be
their staple.) The band
should be about 6 or 7 feet
above the ground to protect
the clothes of anyone who
might accidentally lean
against it. Made from
castor oil, natural gum res-
ins and vegetable wax,
Tanglefoot is otherwise
totally harmless.

In the following weeks,
the tree should be periodi-
cally checked for moths,
and if necessary, a new
coat of Tanglefoot applied.

If this isn't done, the band
will eventually become com-
pletely covered with moths,
and those that follow the
first few waves will con-
tinue up the tree over the
backs of the first dead
layer.

Finally, in March, or at
the first signs of snow melt-
ing around the base of the
tree, the procedure de-
scribed above must be re-
peated.

Englund has already en-
listed the support of many
Highland area residents
who have volunteered to
serve as block chairmen,
going from door to door an-
swering questions about the
inchworm program and
reminding residents when it
comes time to band their
trees.

But to be really effective,

many more interested citi-
zens are needed to spread
the word to their neighbors.

There's an old folk ballad which goes like this:

So here is the future of poor womankind;
They're always objected, always confined.
They're controlled by their parents

until they're made wives,
And slaves to their husbands the rest

of their lives.

And then there's Mary Hartman of the deceased "Mary
Hartman -Mary Hartman" show, who stated: "All happily
married women are unhappy."

In 1978, the number of marriage applications made in
Ramsey County numbered 4203. This is not a totally
reliable figure for actual marriages, however, since not
everyone who applies for a marriage certificate goes
through with the ceremony.

As for divorces, this figure is exact: during 1978, the
number of divorces in Ramsey County totaled 1917, or
nearly half the number of marriage applications made that
year. The county doesn't divide its figure by communities
so we have no way of knowing what percentage of mar-
riages and/or divorces involved residents from this area.

Dr. Jesse Bernard, a graduate of the University of Min-
nesota and the recipient of the Kurt Lewin Award, the na-
tion's highest honor in the field of social psychology, has
stated: "I am a consumer rather than a producer of
research on female depression. I am, as a matter of fact, a
johnny -come- lately to the field. I became interested in it
while tracking down the reasons for the relatively poor
mental health of married women as compared to never -
married women."

Does marriage cause depression among women? There
is a percentage of married women who are depressed and
attribute their depression to the institution of marriage.
And statistics do indicate that the number of women
diagnosed as depressives exceeds the number of men so
labeled.

But certainly causes other than marriage must also be
considered. The genetic programming of the individual,
physical and psychological stamina, environmental ex-
periences and economic status are but a few of the condi-
tioning factors.

Is Highland Park and its environs less influenced by the
forces of divorce, separation and depression among women
-or more so? Does this area have a higher or lower rate of
marital success that other communities in the Twin Cities?
It would be interesting to explore this question further.
What do you think?

Winter weatherproofing
is worth the wampum

August's less than
temperate temps having
already given us a cold re-

minder of the coming of
winter, now might be a good
time to inspect your house
for possible weatherproof
ing inprovements.

According to Gary
Grabko, rehabilitation ad-
visor for the St. Paul
Department of Planning and
Economic Development,
close to 90 percent of all
homes in St. Paul can
benefit from some type of
wpathprnrnnfine.

Most of St. Paul's homes
were built at least 30 years
ago when it wasn't common .
practice to insulate.
However, newer homes,
too, should be checked to
see that caulking and
weatherstripping are in
good repair.
A quick inspection of

your home is a good way to
tell whether you could bene-
fit from weatherproofing.
Look for gaps between win-
dow frames and windows.
Think back to where the
cold drafts were noticed
last winter and try to re-
member which walls felt
cold to the touch. If you had
ice dam build -up last win-
ter, chances are your attic
needs more ventilation.

While the $3000 esti-
mated cost to weatherproof

an average home might
seem high, the cost is quick-
ly recovered with the

money saved in energy bills.
Considering a 10 percent

annual increase in fuel

bills, you'll pay off the cost
to weatherproof in eight to
nine years.

If the cost of weather-
proofing still seems high,
the St. Paul Home Rehab
Fund is offering low -
interest loans and no-pay-
back grants to qualifying St.
Paul homeowners.

Through one program,
homeowners can borrow up
to $15,000 at 1 to 8 percent
interest rates, depending on
adjusted gross income.
Another program offers up
to $5,000 in grants which
don't need to be paid back.
Still a third program offers
lnan4 nn to 9',27 flh) l at 3 nPr-
cent interest, often without
an income limit.

Once a person applies for
a home improvement loan,
an inspector will come out
to the home to make recom-
mendations on where to in-
sulate, what materials to
use and so on.

However, it's still up to
the homeowner to make the
final improvement deci-
sions and decide whether
he'll do the work himself or
hire a contractor. The St.
Paul Home Rehab Fund cov-
ers both methods.

Grabko did have one cau-
tion for homeowners con-
sidering insulating.

"There are some safety
and efficiency questions
now being raised about
blown foam insulation,"
Grabko said. "Until more is
known on this matter I sug-
gest homeowners consider
another material such as
cellulose or mineral wool."

Th ree Mile Isla

I caught up to Jim Wert
on Summit Ave., just west of
Cleveland Ave., as he
pedalled past the green-
house at the College of St.
Tomas. Wert's mission, he
had told the Villager in a
phone call placed just an
hour before, was to carry
the message of energy con-
servation from his home-
town of Mount Joy, PA, to
the government officials
and citizens he happened to
meet while biking around as
many of these United States
as he could reach.

We suggested he pedal
west on scenic Summit and
river Road en route to the
Dakotas, and he was doing
that. I spotted him through
the Friday afternoon driz-
zle, riding a silver 10 -speed
of indeterminate make load-
ed down with red canvas
and nylon saddle bags, a
tightly- coiled spare tire, an
American flag, and a tri-
angular orange pennant
with a handwritten mes-
sage-"No Nukes." I felt a
little guilty at having driven
my car to meet him.

"Call me 'The Biker for
Better Energy,'" he said.
Wert, who is 20, has tightly
curled light -brown hair and
blue -green eyes, and is the
kind of person who uses ex-
pressions like, "goodness
gracious," as in, "If we
could just conserve, good-
ness gracious, then we
wouldn't need nuclear
power plants." His point of
reference was the March
28 accident at the nuclear
reactor called Three Mile
Island, located just south of
Harrisburg and at most 25
miles from Mount Joy.

In some ways, Wert is
hardly the ideal person to
be bearing the energy con-
servation standard. He can
say, accurately, that "we
have maybe one -sixth the
world's population and use
almost half of all the
world's energy, and half of
what we use is wasted," but
that's about all the data he
will recite. He wouldn't
make a convincing press
agent either -the Minne-

apolis and St. Paul daily
newspapers told him all
their reporters were tied up
and he did not meet with
Governor Quie.

candle to light a thousand,
right ?"

Wert isn't sure how many
people he's reached, but he
said he's generally had
good luck on the road since
he quit his greenhouse job,
sold everything, and set out.
He hasn't been robbed, as
his disapproving family
feared. The worst that has
happened, he said, is that
"people in cars go by
swearing and throwing
stuff out the windows. And
trucks try to run you off the
road. They don't like bikes, I
don't know why." So he
sticks to the back roads- -
"as 'back' as I can get."

Since he set out on May
29, Wert said, he has
visited the capitals of Penn-
sylvania, Maryland, Dela-
ware, New Jersey, New
York, Connecticut, Rhode
Island, Massachusetts, New
Hampshire, Maine, Ver-
mont, Michigan and Wis-
consin, covering about
3,100 miles. His tires show
it.

His rate of travel is slow-
ing, since he runs out of
money now and then and

makes periodic stopovers to
put in a little housepainting.
He holds his travel budget
to $30 -$40 a week, he said,
and exists on peanut butter
and jelly sandwiches.
"Every once in awhile I

splurge and get a donut or
something," he laughed.

Not that Wert minds the
diet or the finances. Minne-
sota's late- August cold snap
took him a bit by surprise
but, as far from home as he
is, it won't stop him. "I'm
going to be doing this for
about another three mon-
ths," he said, mentioning an
itinerary that included the
states just south and west of
here, plus Ohio, Kentucky
and the Virginias.

I asked him if he had
plans to visit officials at
Prairie Island, the nuclear
plant near Red Wing. No, he
didn't, and he had only a
vague knowledge about it.
But he did describe his ex-
perience at Nine Mile Point
in New York state: "They
had an official who kept re-
peating that they had regu-
lations. Well, they had regu-
lations at Three Mile

Island, too, but they didn't
follow them, did they ?"

Besides, Wert added,
states have very little
power over existing plants
except to ask the Nuclear
Regulatory Commission to
send inspectors. He's less
interested in agitating for
plant shutdowns than he is
in telling people they can
render plants superfluous
by using less of the energy
they produce.

"There are a million
alternatives to nuclear
power," he said. "There's
wind, solar, hydroelectric,
oil shale, ocean currents
... You can make gas from
coal. Methane from kelp.
None of these things used to
be economical, but now
they look better."

Many people would agree
with Wert, whether or not
they met him or saw men-
tion of him in the local
media. But, energetic as he
is, he's traveling fast and
doing more pedaling than
talking. He's long since
passed through our part of
the world, and not too many
of us slowed him down.

Highland area's Russian Jews find a
new home with help from local agencies

by Deanne Becker

Imagine you and your
small family have just arriv-
ed in a new country filled
with strangers speaking an
unfamiliar language.
You've left your homeland,
your relatives and a secure
job. You are not a political
or religous "refugee" in the
usual sense of the word;
rather, you are searching
for a better way of life for
yourself and especially
your children.

The Russian Jewish fami-
lies that have immigrated to
St. Paul since 1973 are
working to overcome those
problems of assimilation
and acculturation. Their
most important tasks upon
arrival are to learn the Eng-
lish language and to find
employment. With the help
of many St. Paul Jewish
agencies and concerned
Jewish citizens, these fami-
lies are learning to be self -
sufficient contributors to
their local communities.

The major social agency
for Russian Jewish resettle-
ment is the Jewish Family
Service (JFS) at 1546 St.
Clair. The Jewish Voca-
tional Service (JVS), 1821
University Ave., functions
as a "secondary "agency

services. The Jewish Corn -
munity Center (JCC), 1375
St. Paul Ave., has served as
a gathering site, and the
Russian families are en-
couraged to use its facilities
through a free one -year
membership.

Shirley Rosenblum, coor-
dinator of Volunteer Ser-
vices at the JFS, under-
stands the needs of the ap-
proximately 65 families in
St. Paul, most of whom live
in Highland Park.

"These people are leav-
ing persecution in Russia,"
said Rosenblum. "There are
college quotas and discrim-
inations in all walks of life
for the Jewish people in the
Soviet Union. They have to
carry internal passports
which identify them as
Jews."

Once they decide to leave
the USSR, Rosenblum said,
they are considered "trai-
tors" and often lose their
jobs. The Jews are given 48
hours to depart after the
permission to leave has
been granted. They are met
in Vienna by the Hebrew
Immigration Aid Society
(HIAS) and the Joint Distri-
bution Committee (JDC),
both funded by the United
Jewish Appeal. Any proc-
essing expenses are later
repaid by the families when
they are resettled.

HIAS handles any Rus-
sian families bound for the
United States after they are
screened in Rome. Many of
the immigrants have rela-
tives already resettled in St.
Paul and they often want to
join them. The JFS is con-
tacted here and local re-
settlement expenses are
paid by the St. Paul United
Jewish Fund.

Of major assistance to
the newly arrived families
is the Host Family Program
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White Bear
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Sixty -five Russian Jewish
of the social services pro

of the JFS. Rosenblum said
that 75 percent of the 42
host families live in High-
land Park and 25 percent in
Mendota. She described the
program as "an active way
of becoming involved," by
helping "to familiarize the
family with the Jewish com-
munity and its agencies."
Rosenblum said she needs
about four host families a
month to help "cushion the
cultural shock." There is no
expense to any host family,
she added.

The Howard Pfefers,
1858 Montreal Ave., have
been a host family for about
three months. They found
the language difference to
be the biggest communica-
tion barrier, but the manda-
tory adult attendance in
English classes at the Inter-
national Institute gradually
eased the problem. The chil-
dren attend the Teaching
English to Speakers of
Other Languages (TESOL)
program at Highland Senior
High School.

The Pfefers set up and
stocked a JFS- arranged
apartment and met the Rus-
sians at the airport. "We
used a lot of hand motions, I
can tell you," Ina Pfefer
said. "This project started
out as my baby but soon my
whole family got into it."

Pfefer then took the

Soviets to Miller Hospital
Outpatient Clinic for immu-
nizations because they had
arrived with no medical
records. The JFS made ar-
rangements for Social
Security registrations, and
the JVS began job place-
ment proceedings for both
parents soon after they
were settled.

"They're given so many
wonderful opportunities,"
Pfefer said, such as the
chance to attend Camp But-
win at no charge. Pfefer's
15- year -old son Victor is an
administrative assistant at
the day camp.

"Language is half of the
problem and the other half
is being accepted by the
other kids," said Victor,
whose sister Julie helps
with TESOL at Highland.
"The Russian kids really en-
joyed the camp and were al-
ways active."

To help alleviate the
language problem, the St.
Paul School Board allocated
$77,000 to expand the
TESOL and other educa-
tional aid programs. Julie
Almanza, coordinator of
Programs for Limited Eng-
lish- speaking Children, said
there were 256 participants
in the entire TESOL pro-
gram last spring.

"The Russian Jews are

said Almanza. He said that
Hmong, Latin and Central
American, Vietnamese,
Cambodian and Greek chil-
dren were among those
served by TESOL.

The 'Highland center
teaches all 12 grade levels.
Once the student has attain-
ed a functional level
through intense study, he or
she is enrolled in the home
school and gradually work-
ed into the regular curricu-
lum.

"The transition (for the
Russians) is easier because
they've got a good academic
background," said Al-
manza. "The hardest thing
for them to get adjusted to
is the lack of structure as
compared to their system.
Reorientation to the
American cultural and
values system is perhaps
more difficult than adjust-
ing to the academic
system."

The JCC has played an im-
portant role in helping the
Russian families become in-
tegrated into the Jewish
community and in pro-
moting self -sufficiency. The
JCC is often the gathering
place for meetings and pro-
grams oriented to the social
needs of the families. The
JFS encourages high attend-
ance and intentionally re-
settles the Russians as close

as possible to the JCC.
Felicia Weingarten

began a small cultural edu-
cational group at the JCC
over a year ago for many of
the Yiddish -speaking Rus-
sian Jews. A speaker of Po-
lish, Weingarten under-
stands some Russian her-
self. The group grew and
now meets bi- monthly. A
translator is present at
each of the sessions which
are funded by the United
Jewish Fund and Council.

"This program serves as
a way of teaching them the
American way of life," ex-
plained Weingarten. "It
works to ease their accul-
turation process and knowl-
edge of everyday life."

Approximately 45 people
attend each session to learn
about subjects that include
car and medical insurance,
savings and checking ac-
counts, tenant and landlord
rights, location of Russian
newspapers and books in
this area, and to hear gen-
eral announcements of up-
coming events.

While the parents attend
the meetings, their children
are busy in other areas at
the JCC. A Russian girl
babysits the young children
while the older ones play in
the supervised game room.
Weingarten said that some
of the Russians stop coming

to the meetings after a year
or so, but the new ones
come and receive needed
peer support.

The Russian Jewish
families have exhibited a
willingness to work in order
to accumulate the material
goods they desire. "There's
a lot of step-downs for
them," said Rosenblum. "In
Russia, everyone seems to
be some kind of engineer
but their background isn't
as broad as engineers
nere, making it more Q1II1
cult to find work in their
field, she said. The less
education they have, the
easier it is to find work.

Ina Pfefer also acknowl-
edged the employment prob-
lem. "They know they have
to pay their dues in order to
get ahead," she said. "They
have the same peer pres-
sure among their friends to
attain things that we do. It's
very unusual for a Russian
women to be home. Both
parents work because they
want to get ahead and have
utuigs lief e.

We Americans have a
lesson to learn from these
Russian Jews, said Pfefer:
"We take so many things
for granted. You learn to
appreciate everything here
so much more when you try
to see it through their
eyes."

WHAT'S NEW IN SCHOOL
by William Magnuson

These are thorny times for almost all schools as they
face declining enrollments and ensuing budgetary pro-
blems. St. Paul public schools are no exception.

The closing of three elementary schools- Mattocks,
Nokomis and Linwood Park -are among the "thorns" of
the past year. Mattocks students will be attending
Highland Elementary School this year, except for those liv-
ing within walking distance of Horace Mann and
Groveland; Linwood Park students will go to Randolph
Heights; and Nokomis students will go to Eastern Heights.

The Linwood site now houses the Open School, and the
Business Learning Center will move to the former Open
School location. Nokomis will probably be leased to St.
John's Hospital for a special joint program to help high
school students who have chemical dependency problems.
Mattocks has been declared surplus property.

This summer Washington High School celebrated its
"last hurrah" as a high school and will open as a junior
high this year. Como Park Junior High will be a senior high.

Murray Junior -Senior High will close as a senior high
and be exclusively a junior high, with a program that pro-
mises to be one of the roses among the "thorns" for this
coming school year.

Murray will open in September as the city's first magnet
junior high, with a unique and creative program designed
to develop the skills and talents of young people drawn
from all areas of the city.

Enrollment is open to all junior high age students living in
the Murray attendance area, and up to five percent of
students living in every other junior high attendance area.
Murray's enrollment could eventually swell to a maximum
of 600 students, from its current enrollment of about 350.

The Murray Magnet curriculum is designed, in part, as a
logical extension of the Webster Magnet program. Many
parents who sent their elementary children to Webster
wanted a program at the junior high level that would offer
a similar enrichment program. The Northwest Area Foun-
dation awarded the St. Paul Public Schools $19,600 to help
implement such a program:

Murray will feature many special programs, including
an environmental science course, a computer math pro-
gram, and a "Public Service Video" course that teaches
students to produce videotapes and do research for com-
munity agencies.

Franklin Elementary, the school that last year housed the
BRAVO program for intensive music study, is also turning
into a magnet school this year. Franklin will still offer
elements of BRAVO, but will now make the music program
available to all Franklin students. In addition to the strong
emphasis on music, Franklin will have an advance science
program with a full -time science teacher assigned to the
school.

The NOVA program for academically gifted students,
located at Chelsea Heights Elementary School, was started
last year for grades one and two. It will be expanded this
year to include third grade students, and will expand to in-
clude one more grade each year thereafter.

Funding for NOVA was provided in part last year and
this year by a two -year grant of $75,074 from the St. Paul
Foundation, plus a $1,500 planning grant. The district
plans to assume full funding for the 1980 -81 school year.
Enrollment this year includes over 60 elementary students
from 22 St. Paul public schools and seven private schools.
These students were all accepted into the program on the
basis of various tests and teacher recommendations.

The special needs kindergarten program is expanding
this year to East Consolidated and Maxfield schools. The
program, which has been operating at Horace Mann for
two years, is designed to provide an easier transition for
children in special pre -school programs as they enter
elementary school.

Team B -4
POLICE REPORT

Team B -4 Commander

A recent survey, conducted across the entire city as part
of the Team Police Evaluation, revealed to almost
everyone's surprise that residents of St. Paul fear van-
dalism and reckless driving more than they do serious
crimes.

Vandalism, or put another way, the senseless, wanton
and criminal destruction of one's property, is most difficult
to deal with. First, there is usually no motive; indeed, in
most cases the person committing the act doesn't know who
his or her victim is. This, coupled with the random spon-
taneity of these acts and the fact that there are often no
witnesses, simply means there is very little we, the police,
can do in most cases.

Our best chance to apprehend and convict those who
destroy other's property is to enlist your active support as
residents of this community. Be watchful and suspicious of
activity on your block. If you hear glass breaking or see
someone damaging property, call the police immediately
and continue to watch until we arrive. If a vehicle is involv-
ed, be sure to get its license number and tell the dispatcher
the direction it was headed. These simple measures have
been proven to be effective, and if enough people follow
them, we can cut down our vandalism.

The second major concern, reckless driving, is a problem
we have been dealing with actively for the past two years
in B-4, as well as across the city. In keeping with our
philosophy of citizen involvement to solve our mutual pro-
blems, the St. Paul Police Department recently initiated a
new program to allow citizens to give to their Team Police
Office a description of those vehicles being driven in a
dangerous manner in their neighborhood. This is ac-
complished by filling out a card with the necessary infor-
mation (license number, location, type of violation, and
driver's description). The card is addressed to the Team
Office. You simply apply postage and mail it.

Upon receipt, we will send the registered owner an of-
ficial letter advising him or her of the complaint. A file will
be kept and if the same car and/or driver has several com-
plaints registered against him or her, stronger enforcement
actions will be taken.

This program gives the average citizen the opportunity to
report and control actions near his or her home which are
cause for concern and in some cases, fear. Our B-4
Neighborhood Assistance Officers (NAOs) will soon be
distributing these cards to homes on streets where the
worst problems exist. If you wish, you can also get your
cards by stopping by B-4 Headquarters at the corner of
Ford Parkway and Hemline between 1:30 and 3:30 p.m. or
6:00 and 6:30 p.m., or by calling 292 -3525. I'm sure many of
you will want to participate in this effort.

Another D -Day looms for the deathless dome...

The Met Council votes `yes'
but Nick Coleman says `no'

(well at least "not just yet "!)

With all of the attention and space this
columnist has given to the interminable
question of a downtown Minneapolis
dome, it seemed only fitting that we get
closer to the situation as the decision got
down to the wire.

So we took the time to sit in on the entire
Metropolitan Council Executive Committee
session late last Wednesday afternoon and
early evening. All 17 members of the Coun-
cil were in on that, with a lot of key specta-
tors, too, you can be sure.

Then again on Thursday, we were able
to sit in on the senatorial presentations of
Bob Ashbach and Nick Coleman. This was
the session for the final (favorable) go-
ahead vote by the Council as a whole. At-
tendance really soared for that one ... The
Council was playing to a full house.
Naturally, the legislative road -block which
Coleman and Ashbach represented, up to
and including a possible lawsuit, added
considerably to the drama.

Since these meetings, we've had all the
pertinent reports and memos available to
us, including the Consultants Report pre-
pared by Coopers and Lybrand, dated Au-
gust 14. It's a lot to digest.

But we have come away with some up-
dated know -how and questions galore.
Harvey Mackay, Minneapolis Chamber of
Commerce prez, effervescent as always,
told us "Oh, we're going to make this thing
go; we'll build a skyway all the way out to
the Dome."

Sounds like a good idea at that ... if they
make it wide enough so that when people
park in a distant downtown ramp, they
could save precious minutes by sailing
through the skywalk on roller skates.
Another free enterprise opportunity -the
skate concession!

Speaking of concessions reminds us of
the many the Sports Facilities Commission
had to make to get Cal Griffith's initials.
(He hasn't yet actually signed on the dotted
line.)

Of course, we're with Cal all the way on
those escape clauses. He should have them
... after all, they're not building that
Dome for him. If that wasn't so obvious
before, it sure ought to be now. Don Poss
and Company, when confronted with the
fact that the Twins lease is actually only
for three years - not 30 - were promp-
ted to imply that as far as they were con-
cerned, Griffith could leave after a few
years - his rent wasn't going to be needed
too badly after that anyway!

And here, all this while we had been
operating under the delusion that the new
stadium was being designed to save major
league sports for this area - more than
just football alone.

The way the Mill City power brokers
have fought for the Dome gives one cause
to wonder. In some respects it makes no
sense at all that they would, in effect, put a
lid on consideration of a more logical dome
over Memorial Stadium at the "U" for
something of such limited utility.

For, as was pointed out at the executive
committee session and in the Consultants
Report, this "covered stadium is not de-
signed to accommodate conventions, trade
shows and consumer shows." Not like the
New Orleans Superdome. They figure this
Dome could be in use for some 143 events a
year, including the . Kicks: Twins perhaps
80 games, Vikings 10, Kicks 15 (that's a big
"if ", of course), Gophers 6, and we sup-
pose 32 other events, which would then
average less than 10,000 each. That still
leaves the facility wide open and empty
222 days a year. Should the Twins leave
because they got themselves into a bad
deal, that Dome would be hollow more
*Oft 300 days per annum.

.§ why does the +t t wntown crowd even
want it at that location ... so devoid of
parking, let alone the many other, if lesser
drawbacks it poses?

huge profit opportunities available in land
purchased for cheap and available for de-
velopment at huge profits. That could con-
ceivably total into nine figures. It's the
only analysis that makes sense. Why else
not join the rest of our metropolitan
humanity which seeks to save taxes?

I'm sure that the University administra-
tion would be hard put to deny that, even
now, their working drafts on the next bud-
get period include requests for some
$24,800,000 for new intramural sports
facilities, swimming pool, and upgrading of
Williams Arena ... money which would
NOT have to be spent, if the upriver power
structure had not coaxed the 'U' people to
literally sit on the best proposal of all.. .
a cover and remodeling project for the
University that would have offered maxi-
mum year - around sports and related util-
ity. Along with a remodeled Met Stadium,
the over -all savings could well have reach-
ed 80 to 100 million, in the final analysis.

It's so difficult to fight this budding
downtown "white elephant." If your home
address is St. Paul, you're immediately
suspect as being parochial and jealous of
Minneapolis. (Shucks, we lived there for
six years before we ever found our way to
St. Paul.) Even Minneapolis residents,
though said to be anti -dome all the way,
have not been vociferous enough to cut
much ice.

Through all of this, we've sensed a lot of
intense feeling against the ramrod ap-
proach and potential tax -heavy effect of
this project. But as near as we can tell, too
many people have been willing to wait .. .
they haven't yelled long and hard at the
political forces that were calling the turn.
Sure you can turn out the rascals who
voted for the Dome. Others won't even
vote, but only complain some years hence
when their tax statement reflects costs
that could have been killed right here and
now. Five, six or seven years from now will
be too late. And don't ever think that to-
day's decision can't or won't come back to
haunt us.

As with so many projects these days, the
financial projections are based on a con-
tinued, if modified rate of inflation. Should
inflation no longer be a thorn in our collec-
tive sides in the coming years, the cost pro-
jections for the dome will pale signifi-
cantly.

Now let's get back to Senator Coleman
and his threatened law suit on the various
legal shortcuts the Sports Facilities Com-
mission saw fit to take in order to make the
Dome go and stay within legislative finan-
cial and contractual strictures.

You'll have to excuse us if we profess to
be cynical on Coleman's last- minute ef-
forts. After all, it was he who pulled the
Minneapolis chestnuts out of the fire just
when the whole project was ready to die.
For reasons best known to him, and
possibly only partially to others, Nick saw
fit to play footsie ball with Cowles, Winter
and Company. It seems to us he's just try-
ing to cover his hips, as it were, and make
sure the legal onus, at least, doesn't fall on
him. This latest stance may even fool some
of his constituents into thinking old Nick
(or "The Great White Father" as one of my
frequent phone contacts likes to call him)
is looking out for their interests and, by
golly, even trying to save them some
money. But watch and see what happens
... it should be v -e -r -y interesting.

If you agree that we're being had with
only the benefit of a delayed time fuse, bet-
ter get on the horn with your governor, leg-
islator, Nick Coleman, Bob Ashbach, Bob
Short, Minneapolis mayoral candidates, or
anybody else in power you feel may use
some pressure in the right places.

Area RNs open their own
professional nursing practice

Linda McCarty and Nan-
cy Hone have both been em-
ployed as nurses in the
Twin Cities area since
1971. But to hear them tell
it. rarely in the past eight
years have they been in a
position to be able to give
the kind of care patients
need -the kind of care
they've been trained to of-
fer.

The frustration they and
a lot of other nurses all
across the country have felt
has triggered a major con-
flict in American medicine
-the first totally indepen-
dent nursing practice in the
state -at 242 S. Fairview
Ave.

A native of Rochester.
Minnesota, McCarty re-
ceived her B.S. degree in
nursing from St. Olaf Col-
lege in 1970. Hone. origin-
ally from South Dakota.
graduated from Augustana
College with a degree ' in
nursing in 1971. and re-
ceived an M.A. in teaching
from the College of St.
Thomas in 1978.

Together they have been
studying for nearly a year
with M. Lucille Kinlein, a
57- year -old RN and former
faculty member at George-
town University School of
Nursing in Washington,
D.C., who in 1971 started
the first completely inde-
pendent general practice
nursing service in the coun-
try. Kinlein has since devel-
oped the Kinlein Theory of
Care and takes her training
program on the road to such

(A,

nurses as McCarty and
Hone.

According to McCarty.
with the Kinlein model "the
emphasis is on health, in
contrast to the physician's
emphasis on illness. Medi-
cine diagnoses and treats il-
lness. nursing does not."

So what does a nurse do?
According to Hone. "nurs-
ing has never really been
defined before. But a nurse
does have something unique
to offer."

What she and McCarty
will do is what they have
been trained to do- provide
nursing care and begin with
each client at each appoint-
ment "with a blank page.
with no preconceived
ideas."

McCarty and Hone plan
to allot one hour for each
client, during which time
"the total focus will be on
the client, what he or she
says, wants and chooses to
do from the judgments
made by us as professional
nurses."

They will listen to their
clients' troubles, examine
their various orifices when
necessary, do physical as-
sessments, take blood pres-
sures, offer electrocardio-
grams, and generally
"assist the person in the ex-
ercise of his self -care agen-
cy," according to McCarty.

The two women opened
their new practice on
August 5 and are available
for appointments by calling
699 -8592.

CST starters still an unknown
quantity midway through training

Sixty -five of 76 gridiron
hopefuls remain following
two weeks of training camp
at the College of St.
Thomas. Since the start,
coach DuWayne Deitz has
set the sights of his charges
on the Toms' non -
conference opener at the
University of South Dakota
on September 8.

"I really don't know what
we're going to have this
season," said Deitz, who
celebrates his tenth season
as head football coach at
CST this year.

Deitz the Younger will
direct the offensive attack
with the weapons a new
group of men bring to St.

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Layne Hendel have
graduated. Also gone are
starting wide receivers Bill
Mahre, who graduated, and
Chuck Rodin, who was kill-
ed last December in a skiing
accident. Starting tight end
Mike Tierney has also gone
the way of the cap and
gown crowd.

Candidates for this
season's backfield include
Jeff Pfaff (Columbia
Heights) and Scott Robinson
(South St. Paul). Pfaff rush-
ed for 44 yards in 14 car-
ries last year, and Robinson
gained 77 yards in 13 car -
rues.

Mike Flood (St. Paul), a
backup quarterback for the
last two seasons and the
Toms' regular punter, may
wind up as a wide receiver.

The offensive line re-
mains partially intact, an-
chored by center Todd
Olson (Fridley) and tackle
Mark Vansgard (White
Bear Lake). Deitz called
Vansgard "a potential all -
MIAC player ...definitely
one of the top two or three
linemen in the conference.

Tight end is another spot
where new faces will be
seen this fall. Senior Mark
Smith (White Bear Lake)
and junior Dave Bentrud
(Glenwood) will battle for
the starting nod there.

On defense, the attack
will be led by Bill Hren (St.
Paul) and Joe Dragich
(South St. Paul). Hren, a
solid 210 -pounder, was
fourth on the team in
tackles last year, while his
225 -pound teammate was
third.

The Toms' opener pro-
mises to be a rugged one,
but Deitz is hoping to use
the remaining days of the
training period to instill
some confidence in the
newcomers and get the
veterans ready to go.

"If we can just stay away
from the injuries that
plagued us last year, that'd
be a big help," he said. "We
lost six or seven regulars to
injuries last year and that's
tough to fight."

St. Thomas will host the
University of Wisconsin -
River Falls in a scrimmage
match on August 31. The
home opener is also CST's
conference opener, and will
have the Toms battling
Bethel at 7:30 p.m. Sep-
tember 15 in O'Shaugh-
nessy Stadium.

Crime Stoppers program seeks
information on Highland arson

Four of nine major crimes have been
"cleared," as they say in the police biz,
since Crime Stoppers began operation in
the Twin Cities last June. A non - profit,
citizens' approach of encouraging area
residents to come forward with what infor-
mation they may have about selected
cases, Crime Stoppers relies heavily on
Twin Cities' news media to help generate
public awareness of the program in
general and the specific crimes it seeks to
solve.

Since the program's inception, 90-
second dramatizations of selected cases
have been broadcast on local television
stations, 60- second spots have been air-
ed on local radio stations, and news
releases have been published by a number
of Twin Cities newspapers.

To enlist cooperation on the part of the
public, Crime Stoppers has offered
rewards of up to $2,500 to those whose in-
formation has led to an indictment or ar-
raignment. That amount doubles if the in-
formant is willing to appear in court as a
witness.

In keeping with the Highland Villager's
expressed intentions of playing its own
small part in the effort, we have run Crime
Stoppers columns -and will continue to do
so- whenever the crime directly affects
the neighborhoods this newspaper serves.

It so happens that the latest Crime Stop-
pers campaign does:

BOMBS IN HIGHLAND

Monday, August 13, 1979, 2:00 a.m.
-The St. Paul Police and Fire Depart-
ment are summoned to the state head-

quarters of Planned Parenthood of Min-
nesota, 1965 Ford Parkway, to answer a
call on a fire and explosion at that address.
When they arrive, police and fire depart-
ment personnel find a fire blazing from a
second floor window on the east side of the
building. Extending from that window is a
section of metal pipe which leads to a
spray - painted black metal fire extinguisher
lying on the ground.

Twelve blocks away, at the rear of 2003
Palace Ave., another explosive device is
found by neighbors after it had been
detonated. Those and other residents
report hearing two other explosions, one of
which may or may not have caused the fire
at 1965 Ford Parkway.

Police believe that the person or persons
involved in this felony are experienced
with welding equipment and the use of
gasoline. The arsonist or arsonists may
possibly have worked for the railroad and
be knowledgeable in pipe cutting and ben-
ding. Police are looking for witnesses to
this crime or people who may have seen so-
meone filling a fire extinguisher with air or
gasoline at a service station.

Crime Stoppers is again offering a
reward for any information leading to the
arrest or formal charging of those involv-
ed in this crime. The Minnesota Arson
Award Information committee is offering
an additional $1,000, and Planned Parent-
hood of Minnesota will match the amount
with $1,000 of its own.
