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Reno Rossini takes the helm
at Highland Senior High School

They're predictable feel-
ings -that mixture of
delight and dismay -that
accompany students and
teachers at the beginning of
each new school year. But
at Highland Park Senior
High School, there's at least
one person who stands out
by virtue of his unabashed
enthusiasm for the 1979 -80
school year. He is Reno
Rossini, Highland Park's
new principal.

"Moves are good," Ros-
sini said last week from be-
hind a desk piled high with
papers. "Generally speak-
ing, they're made for the
good of the school district."

Rossini's 31 -year career
with the St. Paul public
school system has seen
many moves. He began as a
teacher at St. Paul Mar-
shall in 1948. In 1953 he
moved to Murray High
School where he coached
football and taught math,
chemistry and physics until
1965, when he became the
school's assistant principal.

Rossini was appointed

principal of Central High
School in 1968, where he
served until 1972. Then it
was back to Murray as its
principal from 1972 -78, and
on to the same job at
Monroe Junior High for the
1978 -79 school year.

Former Highland prin-
cipal Dr. David Frye, who is
now at Johnson Senior High,
sent a letter of introduction
to parents of all Highland
students at the close of the
last school year. In it, Frye
described his colleague as
"a veteran school admini-
strator" who would "bring
a wealth of educational ex-
perience to Highland."

But Rossini believes he's
bringing more than just
broad experience in various
St. Paul schools to Highland
Senior High. "My strengths
are a strong academic and
humanities background,"
he said. "I believe that for
students, personal develop-
ment comes first and aca-
demic achievement ranks a
close second. I am commit-
ted to these concepts."

Rossini, who will be
working with Highland's

two assistant principals,
James Palmer and Fred
Kaiser, said "a fairly good
number" of the school's
staff are already familiar to
him.

Asked what changes, if
any, might be expected with
the appointment of a new
administrator at Highland,
Rossini said, "For me to
come in and turn the school
upside down would insult
the staff and the system
here. I will make changes
only after I see how the
school operates. Right now,
I think they do a fine job of
maintaining academic stan-
dards here."

A life -long resident of St.
Paul, Rossini is a direct,
well- spoken man with a no-
nonsense style. He empha-
sizes his words with steady
hand movements, and when
discussing a subject that is
especially important to him,
displays an even greater in-
tensity with his eyes and his
voice.

McMahon's ascendancy to City Council
is saga of setbacks, surprises, success

News analysis
The two -year quest of

George McMahon to
become a St. Paul City
Councilman has been a
roller coaster ride since he
first challenged the late
Rosalie Butler for her coun-
cil seat in the fall of 1977.

McMahon took turns in
playing the roles of the out-
sider, the apparent favor-
ite, the upset victim, and the
candidate in limbo until the
council appointed him to
serve out the duration of
Butler's term for Council
Seat F.

Shortly before Butler
died on August 3, rumors
circulated downtown that
McMahon, 339 Pelham
Blvd., was the preferred
choice of the six remaining
council members if the seat
became vacant. Since the
voting would be restricted
to the six members, the mat-
ter appeared to be settled
except for one thing: Would
the council members think
twice before appointing
McMahon if the DFL or
Labor endorsements went
to other candidates?

The status of McMahon's
position was revealed in
part by the absence of Jim
Scheibel as a candidate.
Scheibel, now the legisla-
tive aide to Councilwoman
Joanne Showalter, showed
strong support within the
DFL when he narrowly

Imissed winning the party
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George McMahon

endorsement for Seat A at
the city convention last
year.

After Butler's funeral,
four established contenders
announced their candidacy
for the appointment and a
fifth, Mary Osiecki, Butler's
legislative aide, said she
would not seek the appoint-
ment but instead would run
in the election next spring.

The four contenders
were McMahon; Carol Con-
nolly, who was endorsed by
the Ramsey County
Women's Political Caucus;
Robert Battle, a well -known
political figure in the black
community; and Jo Anne
Cardenas de Enos, a candi-
date of the Hispanic com-
munity who also received
backing from the women's
caucus.

After the list of candi-

dates became apparent, the
campaign entered into a lull
period as attention shifted
to a trip down the river
from St. Paul to St. Louis,
Mo., by President and Mrs.
Carter and their daughter
Amy.

The effort to stop the
McMahon candidacy at-
tained a degree of plausibil-
ity when former councilman
Patrick Roedler said he
would seek the appoint-
ment. The anticipated boost
to his chances never mater-
ialized, however, because
Roedler had allowed his ties
with labor to slack off after
he stepped down from the
council last year. Also, his
former colleagues on the
council did not seem willing
to go out of their way to wel-
come him back.

Although Roedler was
screened before labor's
Committee on Political Edu-
cation (COPE), only two
ballots were needed before
McMahon received the nec-
essary two- thirds votes on
August 27. Scattered back-
ing for Roedler and Dick
Kadris did not cancel the
fact that McMahon was ac-
ceptable to labor. Last year,
all COPE members sup-
ported him when he sought
their endorsement.

The DFL endorsement, to
be decided the following
week by the 4th District
DFL Central Committee,
then seemed to have ques-
tionable value. McMahon's
built -in advantages might
be great enough to over-
shadow any challenger that
might win the party en-
dorsement.

The three principal chal-
lengers to McMahon all
came from the party's lib-
eral wing. Connolly, Battle,
and Cardenas de Enos rep-
resented women, blacks,
and Hispanics respectively,
now the three most visible
minority factions active in
St. Paul politics.

On August 27, before the
first ballot was called at the
St. Paul Labor Center, Mc-
Mahon looked around at the
93 members of the 45th Dis-
trict DFL Central Commit-
tee and predicted, "There
will be no endorsement to-
night."

He was right. On the first
ballot McMahon had 37
votes, 15 more than the sec-
ond place finisher but 19

shy of the 60 percent need-
ed for party endorsement.

Connolly finished second
with 22 votes, a disappoint-
ing total considering the ef-
fort she put forth courting
the delegates of the central
committee. Battle showed
surprising strength with his
21 votes, and de Enos fin-
ished fourth with 8.

The liberals found them-
selves in a weak position to
challenge McMahon be-
cause they violated one of
their principal guidelines -
presenting a unified front.
When one seat is open, they
seek to get all liberal candi-
dates out of the race but
one, to focus attention on
the opponent (in this case
McMahon, backed by the
party's moderates and con-
servatives).

On the second ballot, Mc-
Mahon remained at 37
while Connolly gained six
and Battle three. On subse-
quent ballots, Battle's
strength slowly shifted to
Connolly. After the fifth
ballot, Battle withdrew. On
the sixth ballot, McMahon
and Connolly were dead-
locked at 42 each, 14 shy of
the 60 percent vote needed.

Connolly pulled ahead by
five votes on the sixth
ballot. On the seventh, her
lead fell back to 44-41. By
this time, her candidacy
was running into difficul-
ties. The endorsement was
deadlocked and the restless
delegates were beginning to
indicate a willingness to go
home. After the seventh
ballot, some parliamentary
maneuvers were attempted
until the motion to adjourn
was made, seconded, and
passed.

Had the liberals been
able to focus their support
on one candidate, they
might have had a better
chance of stopping McMa-
hon, who clearly had less
than 50 percent of the com-
mittee behind him. Because
their vote was split between
two strong candidates, the
liberals had to spend most
of the evening catching up
to McMahon. When they
finally drew even, their
energy was gone.

A unified liberal thrust
would have made a victory
more plausible but it would
not necessarily have guar-

anteed it. Since the en-
dorsement was for council
appointment and not elec-
tion by the public, a blocked
endorsement was almost as
valuable to McMahon as a
victory. His goal was to con-
trol 40 percent of the votes,
a quota he reached on the
third ballot.

On August 30, the council
appointed McMahon to the
Butler seat by a 5 -1 vote.
Ruby Hunt, the dissenter,
backed Connolly.

Until McMahon announc-
ed his candidacy for Seat F
in the fall of 1977, he was
not regarded as a likely
candidate for elective of-
fice. In 1976 he was inter-
ested in the legislative seat
in District 62A but his
moderate -to- conservative
base of support made little
headway in a liberal dis-
trict. The endorsement
went to Ann Wynia.

At the time he made his
announcement as a candi-
date for the City Council, he
was working as grants ad-
ministrator for Ramsey

At the DFL City Conven-
tion in January 1978, his
speech given in a quiet
voice before a hushed
crowd was the high point of
the day. After the conven-
tion endorsed him on the
first ballot, Butler decided
to bypass the party primary
arid run as an independent
in the general election.

Butler was believed to
have made a wrung move in
bypassing the party be-
cause the primary turnout
was exceptionally low.
Since Virginia Zasada, a
little -known Butler protege,
came within 200 votes of
defeating Ron Maddox for
Seat A, Butler herself
would have been expected
to beat McMahon with that
type of a voter turnout.

Shortly after the primary
the focus shifted. The con-
troversial Gay Rights Refer-
endum began to dominate
the election. The large voter
turnout attracted many who
shared Butler's position on
the pornography ordin-
ances as well as many who
voted for her based on
name recognition. The de-
feat caught McMahon and
his supporters by surprise
because almost to a person,
they expected to win the
election.

When McMahon conced-
ed on election night, he vow-
ed to oppose Butler in 1980,
then changed his mind and
said he would wait until a
vacancy developed on the
council. When Butler died
on August 3, he was the
first contender to announce
his candidacy.

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Minnesota Irish National Caucus aims to
foster people's awareness of `troubles'

True or false: The con-
flict in Northern Ireland
centers around Catholics
fighting Protestants, with
the Protestants on the side
of their mother -country,
Great Britain.

That's what most Ameri-
cans are led to believe, ac-
cording to Norah McCaf-
ferty, 136 S. Mississippi
River Blvd., secretary of the
Minnesota Irish National
Caucus (MINC).

Wire service stories in
this country about the
"troubles," as the conflict
is called in Ireland, repeat
the same cliches that subtly
portray the Irish as
"idiots," Americans as
"fools who accept anything
they hear," and the British
as "caught in a trap," Mc-
Cafferty said.

But it goes much deeper
than that, she said, explain-
ing that the caucus is dedi-
cated to "keeping Minnesot-
ans informed about the
Irish situation" and educat-
ing Americans so they have
a realistic view of the war-
like conflict.

"It (the caucus) is rigidly
non -sectarian and is affili-
ated with no political group
here or abroad," MINC
state coordinator Charles
McCafferty, husband of
Norah, wrote in a recent
press release. The caucus
was founded in 1975 and
now numbers about 1,000,
concentrated mostly in the
Twin Cities area.

The great majority of
news coming out of North-
ern Ireland is handled
through the British Army
Barracks at Lisburn, about
12 miles from Belfast, ac-
cording to the McCaffertys
and Leah Curtin, a present
member of . the caucus
board.

The two American news
services, United Press In-
ternational and the Associ-
ated Press, have no full -
time staff in Northern Ire-
land and rely on free -lance
writers or reporters from
Irish papers called "feed-
ers."

Media people who travel
to Northern Ireland usually
stay in the only really mod-
ern accommodation in Bel -
fast, the British govern-
ment -built Europa Hotel. In-
stead of talking directly to
people, the media often get
news communiques over
the desk that originated in
Lisburn, Curtin said.

The "troubles" have not
gained the widespread at-
tention or sympathy of
Americans because this
country has no apparent
economic interest there, ac-
cording to Mrs. McCafferty.

"The Middle East has a
lot more oil," she said.

"There's simply no issue
here to involve people's
awareness, except a moral
one."

Northern Ireland is the
only country in the free
world with prison camps,
according to Dr. McCaf-
ferty. One of the largest is
Long Kesh or Her Majesty's
Maze Prison. The name was
recently changed to make it
appear more respectable,
he said.

To date, over 300 men
have been sent to the "H
blocks" there, cement build-
ings whose inhabitants are
called "the men on the blan-
ket." These men have no
clothes, no toilet facilities,
no contact with their fami-
lies, and are given one blan-
ket at night, Curtin said.

They claim to be political
prisoners. Under the United
Nations Code of Ethics, po-
litical prisoners cannot be
required to wear prison
clothes or do prison work.
They must be given family
visitation rights, the right to
a fair trial and the right to
know what charges are
filed against them.

Britain declared three
years ago that anyone con-
victed of a crime was not a
political prisoner but a com-
mon criminal, Curtin said.

The International Court of
Justice, principal judicial
organ of the United Nations,
convicted Britain of torture
in January 1978, according
to Curtin and the McCaf-
fertys.

The three say that British
troops are trained in guer-
rilla warfare tactics at
Camp La Jeune in North
Carolina and shipped to
Northern Ireland.

Taking the moral issues a
step further, in the six coun-
ties that make up Northern
Ireland (an area about the
size of Minnesota's Iron
Range), Britain has sta-
tioned 18,000 troops, accor-
ding to Dr. McCafferty. In
order to keep up the supply,
England has reneged on the
number of troops the NATO
treaty requires it to send to
Europe. The U.S. is filling in
that gap with American sol-
diers, he said, and draws
this conclusion: "We as tax-
payers are supporting the
British army in Northern
Ireland."

From news reports, most
Americans believe that the
conflict centers around
Catholics fighting Protes-
tants, with the Protestants
on the British side. This is
not always the case.

For example, some Pro-
testants, including the
30,000- strong paramilitary
Ulster Defense Association
(the rough counterpart to
the Irish Republican Army)
"want the Brits out," Dr.
McCafferty said.

The best way to change
the American conception of
the Northern Ireland
"troubles," he added, is to
directly expose them to
"present points of view."
And that's where the
caucus comes in.

Among those whose visits
to Minnesota have been
sponsored by MINC are
John Montague, one of Ire-
land's leading contempor-
ary poets; civil rights leader
Bernadette Devlin; John
Robb, founder of the New
Ireland Movement, a group
Mrs. McCafferty says "as-
pires to an independent
Ulster as the first step to an
independent Ireland "; and
Tomas MacAnna, director
of Dublin's Abbey Theatre.

MacAnna has visited
Minnesota more than once.
Last April and May he de-

signed and directed a pro-
duction of Freedom of the
City at the Chimera The-
atre. Written by Brian
Friel, the play is based on
the .1972 "Bloody Sunday"
massacre in Derry.

In February, five mem-
bers of the New Ulster Polit-
ical Research Group came
to town to present their
Peaceful solution to the con -
flict-a constitution pat-
terned after the American
system. This group includes
UDA leaders.

To the McCaffertys, this
was the most important
visit MINC has sponsored
because it "proved that
we're fulfilling our purpose,
not taking sides."

They recognized that we
are an organization trying
to be an information
group," Mrs. McCafferty
said. "Other Irish -
American groups are either
sectarian, accused of sup-
porting the IRA, or purely
social."

To maintain its nonprofit
status and apolitical educa-
tional purpose, MINC's ac-
tivities do not include lobby-
ing.

There are caucus chap -
ters in 27 other states,
many of them concentrated
in the east. And there is a
national chapter in Wash-
ington, D.C. However, the
Minnesota Irish National
Caucus in autonomous.

"The national office has
no credibility because its of-
ficers are on record sup-
porting a military organiza-
tion," Mrs. McCafferty
said. "I'm not sure the na-
tional chapter realizes it
can't support politics."

According to her, the na-
tional caucus does not favor
the independent six -county
Ulster proposed by a fac-
tion of Northern Irish. In
contrast, there are those
who believe Northern Ire-
land should be freed of
British rule and incorpor-
ated into the rest of Ireland.

"It's none of their (the na-
tional caucus') damn busi-
ness," Mrs. McCafferty
said. ``Even if Ulster is inde-
pendent, it's in the hands of
Irishmen and the moral pur-
pose of the caucus is ful-
filled."

Grand Avenue eateries mushroom with
plans for Victoria, St. Albans malls

The stretch of Grand
Avenue from Victoria to
Dale may soon see half
again as many eateries as
the eight the street now
sports should plans pres-
ently on the drawing board
come to fruition.

A building permit has al-
ready been granted the
Grand Gazebo to convert
the former Li'l General
Store at 777 Grand into a
pizza parlor. (Earlier this
year, an attempt by William
Heine to transfer his liquor
license from the site of his
former downtown bar to
777 Grand failed due to op-
position from the Summit
Hill Association /District
16.)

But that's just the start.
A proposal to transfer

the liquor license held by
the former Criterion Res-
taurant to Grand Avenue
will be presented to the
Summit Hill Association
during its monthly meeting
this Thursday, September
13 at the University Club,
420 Summit Ave. If the
neighborhood council ap-
proves the proposal, it can
recommend to the St. Paul
City Council that the license
transfer be approved.

Bob Sandler, owner of
the license, said plans cur-

rently call for a 275 -seat
Chinese -American restau-
rant to be located in the pro-
posed Victoria Crossing
East building, on the north-
east corner of Grand and
Victoria. Sandler will be
joined in the operation of
"The Royal Garden" by
Russ Weaver and Dennis
Ko, who operate the Sea-
sons restaurant in Coon
Rapids and the Jack Yee
restaurant in Hopkins.

The Victoria Crossing
East building will comple-
ment the present Victoria
Crossing shopping mall
which opened 11/2 years ago
on the northwest corner of
the intersection, in a build-
ing that had housed an auto
body shop before that.

Shortly after Victoria
Crossing opened, its devel-
oper, Jim Wengler, an-
nounced plans to turn the
former auto dealership on
the northeast corner into
Victoria Crossing East, and
the former supermarket at
Grand and St. Albans into
St. Albans Crossing.

Wengler said an opening
date for Victoria Crossing
East has not yet been set,
but the first tenant in the St.
Albans Mall expects to be
open for business by the
end of the year. That would
be the Saji -Ya, a Japanese -

style restaurant which will

have a seating capacity of
about 130.

"Right now, we have op-
tional plans for the rest of
the building," Wengler
said. "We might bring in an-
other ethnic restaurant and
just have the two restau-
rants, or we might have a
second smaller restaurant
and put in a few shops like
we have at Victoria Cross-
ing

Wengler doesn't see the
abundance of restaurants
already on Grand Avenue
as a problem. "It's been
proven that many restau-
rants together can
survive," he said. "For in-
stance, in Phoenix there's a
mall with nothing but res-
taurants. Six or seven of
them, each representing a
different nationality."

If the Criterion license is
eventually transferred to
Grand Avenue by the City
Council, it will mark the
final chapter of the Criter-
ion restaurant on University
Avenue, which was de-
stroyed by fire last year.
Shortly after the fire, Sand-
ler opened a restaurant
under the same name in
Bloomington. The liquor
license issued by the City of
St. Paul has not been in use
since the University Avenue
building burned.

The light at the end .. .
Construction of the long- awaited traffic light at the

intersection of Grand and Victoria is expected to be
complete within the next two weeks.

"Obtaining a traffic light for that corner has been
a major project of the Summit Hill Association for
several years," said Talley Rhame, the Summit Hill/
District 16 organizer. Rhame indicated that a "pedes-
trian party" is in the offing once the green light is
given.

Team B -4's NAOs get around
It wouldn't appear as if our local Neigh-

borhood Assistance Officers have found a
whole lot of time to unwind this summer.
Much of their patrol time in the Team B-4
area has been spent on bicycles, patrolling
alleys and leaving reminders with resi-
dents whose garages have been left open
-the number one invitation to burglary.

The NAOs' second major project has
been to make frequent checks on the
homes of people who go on vacation for a

period of time. The house watch program
is available to any area resident who simp-
ly asks for it.

Recently, too, the B-4 volunteers helped
with a door -to -door canvassing campaign
of residences near Planned Parenthood of
Minnesota, 1965 Ford Pkwy., in search of
any information that might help the St.

Ms the seasoning that makes the fire
Looking forward to those

long, cold nights and bone -
chilling wins of winter?
Don't think so.

Then how about this: a
quiet, cozy evening in front
of a crackling fireplace, sip-
ping a hot toddy?

If that's the case, the
Minnesota Energy Informa-
tion Center has come up
with a few suggestions to
make those mid -winter eves
both warmer and safer.

No eager beaver should
be out cutting wood now for
burning this winter, the
center advises. Wood's
"seasoning," or drying out
process, is a lengthy one,
and cannot be effectively
rushed between now and
the first descent of winter's
white stuff.

Wood, as you've no doubt
noticed, does not automatic-
ally begin to burn when a
log is tossed on the fire. In
fact, heat is actually robbed
from the existing fire to get

the new log burning. The
robbery occurs while heat
from the fire turns excess
water in the new log to
steam. Still absorbing heat,
the wood then begins to
break down into flammable
gases and charcoal.

In the third stage, these
gases begin to burn and pro-
duce some heat. The point
at which you begin to bene-
fit from a wood fire doesn't
occur until the fourth and
final stage, when the char-
coal residue begins to burn
and give off significant
heat.

Cut wood that is given an
adequate chance to season
reduces the length of time it
takes to turn water in the
log to steam. It then be-
comes a matter of basic
economics to avoid burning
green (or wet) wood which
produces a lot of steam and
little heat.

Burning green wood is
more than an energy drain,

however. Steam from a fire
contains many wood by-
products, collectively called
creosote, which collect on
the inner surface of the
chimney. Creosote attacks
metal and mortar, and if
allowed to collect over a
period of years, can seri-
ously weaken any chimney,
and even result in a chim-
ney fire. This risk is re-
duced considerably by us-
ing seasoned wood, which
produces little creosote.

If wood is not already
cut, stored and well -sea-
soned, your best bet at this
point is to locate a reput-
able log supplier who has
cut wood with low moisture
content.

You can test the logs for
dryness yourself by inspect-
ing the butt ends. Radial
cracks running from the
log's center outward to the
bark are keys to its dryness.
The wider and deeper the
cracks, the dryer the wood.

"The best way to bring
teenagers back to their
churches is to get to know
them individually," he con-
tinued.

In addition to the spiri-
tual needs of area teen-
agers, Erickson and Center -
point's volunteer leaders
hope to be able to address
some specific temporal con-
cerns.
