afin

"Que color es -el perro?" A cozen eager
voices shouted out the answ r. "Negro!"
What color is the dog? Black! T e next ques-
tion was harder. "Quien es el a aide ?" Who
is the mayor? It stumped the tudents, but
whether they didn't know the ..ame of the
mayor or didn't recognize the 'panish word
for mayor was not clear.

Students at the J.J. Hill Gifte ' and Talent-
ed Magnet School balanced b gs and trays
of lunch on their laps as they ied for jelly
beans -the reward for a corr t answer. It
was Tuesday noon and they w re participat-
ing in Spanish Table -a supple entai activity
hosted by two parent volun peers once a
week to reinforce their study of Spanish.

Though foreign language study in the ele-
mentary schools is not required, many par-
ents are eager for their elementary -age
youngsters to have the opportunity to study
a world language. Suzanne Jebe, world lan-
guages specialist for the Minnesota Depart -
ment of Education, is enthusiastic about the
idea. "Children acquire languages with great
facility," she said. 'They are delighted by lan-
guage and they are flexible language learn-
ers." Because acquiring any language, in-
cluding one's native tongue, comes with
practice and time, Jebe encourages provid-
ing the opportunity to begin early.

Howard Hathaway, world language super-
visor fbr the St. Paul Public Schools, said
many parents believe that knowledge of
another language is an advantage in under-
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standing other cultures. "Parents who have
an international perspective know the value
of being able to communicate in another lan-
guage," he said. And it is those parents who
are most apt to enroll their children in lan-
guage classes, he added.

Although not all St. Paul elementary
schools offer language study, at least half a
dozen options are available to children who
would like to begin learning another lan-
guage before junior high. Spanish is by far
the most prevalent offering, but students can
also study French and gain at least an intro-
ductory exposure to German. Most of the
offerings are through magnet programs that
permit citywide enrollment.

Webster Magnet School on Holly Avenue
and St. Albans Street has the longest history

of providing elementary world language
study. Spanish and French have been avail-
able as a full -year applied skills elective for
students in grades 1 -6 since the school be-
gan its magnet program in 1975. Students en-
rolled in the program spend one class period
per day in their language class.

The program at Webster offers one applied
skills session, a seven -week period at either
the beginning or the end of the school year,
in which students can take a Spanish or
French "sampler" to try out the language.
During the four remaining applied skills peri-
ods students, beginning in 1st grade and con-
tinuing through 6th, can elect to continue
their language study. Pupils who complete

New Jewish congregation off and running .

One hundred and ten peo-
ple turned out for the new
Jewish Reform congrega-
tion's first service, held May
13 in rented quarters at the
St. Paul Jewish Community
Center.

The congregation was con-
ducting the service without a
rabbi, and clearly the ritual
lacked the polish that a
professional spiritual leader
would have provided, said
Jay Benanay. But Benanav
and others who were there
were more than satisfied
with the spirit of the service.

The service was the con-
gregation's first religious
function after weeks of con-
gregation and committee
meetings. Three members of
the congregation planned

and conducted the service,
and others presented the
readings and lit the candles
and such.

"In a formal sense, we
aren't even a congregation
yet," said Cathy Nemiroff.
"But in an informal sense, we
already have a community
of people, people who didn't
know each other six months
ago but are getting to know
each other now."

The idea for the congrega-
tion was planted last winter
among members of Mount
Zion Temple's congregation
who were disturbed by Rab-
bi Stacy Offner's departure
last February, and by the
handling of events that led to
her resignation.

Some congregants claim
she was forced to resign af-
ter her lesbian life style be-

came known. Officers of the
congregation have said the
associate rabbi agreed to
leave because of profession-
al differences with senior
Rabbi Leigh Lerner, or be-
cause of a deteriorating re-
lationship with Lerner that
was only indirectly related to
Offner's homosexuality.

Dissatisfied members of
Mount Zion also complained
of the secrecy that surround-
ed the problems between
Lerner and Offner and of
how a small group of people
of Mount Zion's leadership
attempted to control the sit-
uation without informing the
full congregation.

Last March, about 50 mem-
bers of Mount Zion set up a
committee to look into pro-
cedures for forming a new
congregation. They held a

meeting for prospective
members in mid -April. The
mission statement they draft-
ed after that meeting reflects
the problems they saw with
the large, 850 -household
Mount Zion congregation.

The mission statement for
the new Reform congrega-
tion says the new group is
committed to a democratic
process in governing the
congregation and to a policy
of non -discrimination on the
basis of gender, marital sta-
tus and sexual orientation.

The new congregation is
expected to be legally incor-
porated this week, Benanav
said, and members will meet
for their second service at
8:00 p.m. Friday, May 27, at
the JCC, 1375 St. Paul Ave.

five or six full years of Spanish or French are
often able to progress to a second -year lev-
el of the language by the time they reach
junior high school.

Suzanne Pfund, who has taught French at
Webster since 1976, says she has two goals
for her elementary students -teaching and
introducing a language, and developing an
appreciation for other cultures as well as
French. "I want them to have a lot of fun with
it so by junior or senior high they can go on
to book learning," she said.

Mario Knotz, one of the two Spanish teach-
ers at Webster, says there are 260 students
in the Spanish program. In his classes he uses
an immersion method -conducting the class
entirely in Spanish. His classes emphasize
conversation, culture and social studies, he
said.

Each year Webster language students at-
tend Concordia College Language Camp for
a long weekend, and every other year the
5th- and 6th -grade Spanish students travel to
Mexico.

One program that has received consider-
able interest is the Spanish Immersion pro-
gram, which has enrolled 125 students in
grades kindergarten through 2nd. The pro-
gram, which is now housed at Webster but
will be moving to Adams School at 615 S.
Chatsworth Ave. next fall, is the most inten-
sive foreign language experience available
at the elementary level. Students begin the
program in kindergarten, and while they fol-
low the required course of study for their
grade level -including reading, math, art and
physical education -their entire day is spent
with Spanish- speaking teachers. Though in-
tended for children who have not been
brought up bilingually, all materials and
stimuli are in Spanish. Although the children
can speak English to their teachers and to
each other, the teachers respond in Spanish.

Study of language arts in English begins in
the 2nd grade, and by 5th or 6th grade stu-
dents in the immersion program will be
spending approximately one half, of their day
studying their subjects in English. Stan-
dardized test scores indicate that students'
mastery of required subjects is equal to those
of children who have had all their course
work presented in English.

Longfellow Humanities Magnet School,
318 Moore St., requires each student in
grades kindergarten throùgh 6th to study
Spanish. World language specialist Elsa Statz-
ner meets with each class twice a week on a
rotating schedule similar to that of an art,
music or physical education specialist. Stu-
dents who show exceptional language abili-
ty can choose to take enhanced classes, she
said.

"Humanities is the key part, which is why
it is offered to everybody," Statzner said.
"The goal is not proficiency in spoken Span-
ish, but it is also not a bunch 'of little words
about foods." Statzner seeks to broaden the

experience of her students, to help them de-
velop an appreciation and awareness for
another culture, and in a sense, for all other
cultures.

She teaches 6th -graders sampler courses
in German and French so they will be bet-
ter equipped to choose a foreign language
to study more intensely in junior high and
high school.

Groveland Park School, at St. Clair and
Cleveland avenues, also has a Spanish lan-
guage specialist on its staff. On a rotating
schedule, Mercedes Navarro teaches Span-
ish to every student in kindergarten through
6th grade every other day, emphasizing con-
versation, listening, reading and some writ-
ing. She calls her method the "natural
approach -stuff they can see and touch."

Dody LeGault, the principal at St. Paul
Open School, said that both French and
Spanish are offered for all students as an elec-
tive in grades 1 through 6, but not every
quarter. "The goal," LeGault said, "is more
to get students interested in a foreign Ian-
guage and excited about learning and to
recognize the contributions of other cul-
tures." The size of Open School, LeGault said,
limits what they can offer, and they do not
have enough students for an advanced class.

Students at J. J. Hill have a 50- minute peri-
od of language study every other day. For

in grades 1 through 3, Spanish is astudents
required class. Students in grades 4 through
6 choose the language as an elective, but
only four students in the program choose not
to take the class. In the upper grades there
are two or three levels of language study
available to accommodate students who
have transferred into the magnet program
from other schools and have not had the op-
portunity to begin Spanish before 4th grade,
acording to curriculum specialist Diana
Swanson

German has also been taught at Hill for the
past two years, Swanson said, for those stu-
dents who began studying German in the
Nova program, which was phased out. Sever-
al 5th- and 6th - graders are the only ones tak-
ing that class now, and most likely it will not
be taught again next year. Hill students also
attend the Concordia language camp.

Dianne Damer, who has two children at
Hill, explained why she wants her children
to develop competency in a world language.
"Learning a foreign language is in itself an
incredible education," she said. "Learning to
think in a foreign language is another way
of thinking, of looking at the world and ex-
pressing ideas, and it is also a way of under-
standing another culture. Those are critical
aspects of a good education."

She and three of her children spent a sum-
mer living in Germany to have, essentially,
an immersion experience. Her children have
a moderate command of German and can
carry on a conversation, but, she said, the
youngest, who was exposed to the language
earliest, has the best accent.

Reform congregation
Committees have been

meeting for two months now
to consider the religious
services, educational pro-
grams and youth activities
that could be offered by a
new congregation, and the
money that would be need-
ed to finance them. These
committees will present their
recommendations and the
tentative mission statement
at a congregational meeting
at 9:30 a.m. Sunday, June 5,
at the JCC, 1375 St. Paul
Ave.

Members will be asked to
discuss the mission state-
ment, the services they want
from the new congregation,
and the money they are will-
ing to commit.

"At this point, nothing is
hard and fast," said Benanav,
a member of the new con-
gregation's finance commit-
tee. "But we've got a better
sense of where we're headed
than we had two months
ago."

On June 5, the finance
committee will present two
budgets to the congregation
reflecting two levels of serv-
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ices, one more expensive
than the other.

"We can't do everything,"
Benanav said; "as a small
congregation, we're going to
be limited. It's like starting a
business: you have to focus
on what people want and
what you do best before you
can diversify."

Benanav believes the con-
gregation will eventually
hire a part -time rabbi. "Of
that I'm 99 percent certain,"
he said. "We don't have the
need or the money for more
than that."

Rhona Leibel, chair of the
youth services committee,
said her group was going to
recommend that the congre-
gation hire either a part -time
religious education coordina-
tor or a rabbi who's interest-
ed in coordinating religious
education.

"The first year is going to
be a period of planning and
transition," Leibel said, "It's
going to be important for us
to have someone who can
help us plan a religious pro-
gram and coordinate it,
someone who can plan a

program that will satisfy a
diverse congregation."

Her committee, Leibel said,
will recommend that the
congregation do without a
Hebrew school initially, and
offer its children religious in-
struction either in a weekly
school or through participa-
tion in the congregation's
regular service, which could
be designed to be more ac-
cessible to children.

The congregation plans to
conduct services on the se-
cond and fourth Fridays of
each month throughout the
summer. Until they hire a
rabbi, members of the con-
gregation will take turns
planning and conducting the
services, Nemiroff said.

"This is an opportunity to
experiment a little bit," she
said, "to see what kind of
Jewish worship we're com-
fortable with, what kind of
service we like. We don't
own prayerbooks, so our
services are open to some
creativity.

"Many of us are looking for

At the monthly meeting of
the High Flyers investment
club, it was hard to tell when
the social hour ended and
the meeting began. Members
(most of the 21 were present)
pushed several small tables
together in the back room of
O'Gara's Bar and Grill and
assembled over beer and
popcorn and appetizers. Dress
ranged from business suits to
athletic shorts and baseball
caps, and comments were
exchanged about whether or
not the people in shorts and
baseball caps had to work for
a living.

Mark Moeller, of R. F. Moel-
ler Jewelers, repositioned his
baseball cap squarely on his
head and explained to a visi-
tor that although the High
Flyers is an investment club,
it is also a social club, so
enthusiasm and high spirits
were to be expected.

The club has been in exis-
tence for about two years.
Several of its members were
originally in another club,
called Safari. Safari also start-
ed out as a social club whose
members wanted to learn
about the stock market.

They not only learned,
they made $150,000 in the
process. According to Jud
Hins, one of the charter
members of Safari, "We had
that club for eight years. We
had put in $2,400 per person,
and we cashed out at $7,000
or $8,000 per person. We
cashed out because people
started to get nervous about
losing their $8,000. In the
first five years we just broke
even; in the last two years,
we made money -$150,000."

The idea behind the origi-
nal club was to learn about
the stock market in an enjoy-
able manner, noted Hins, an
owner of ConnCo Shoes.
"We would research stocks
and report on them."

"It was formed to specu-
late on penny stocks, but
it hit on some big ones,"
Moeller added. `The fun went
out of it, so the money was
distributed."

High Flyers was formed
with the same idea -to have
fun while learning about the
market. For the most part,
members are interested in
speculative stocks from local

companies. Gordon Glenden-
ning, a local lawyer who is
president of the company,
said, "The idea behind the
club was to buy high -flyer
stocks - speculative stocks that
would either bring feast or
famine. We're not buying
IBM. That was the whole
idea. The stocks we buy have
a lot of blue sky above."

Kelly Michel, vice presi-
dent of Michel Sales, a plumb-
ing supplies distributor, said,
"It's a way for all of us to act
like bigshots without losing a
lot of money. When we get
a hot tip," he added, "well,
let's just say the Little Sisters
of the Poor will know about
it before we do. When we
vote down a stock purchase,
that stock always goes up in
value. When we buy some-
thing, it always goes down."

The truth of his statement
is borne out by the treas-
urer's report, which shows
that the club has purchased
$20,322 worth of stock since
1986. Those stock holdings
are currently worth $15,608.

"Our idea," said Hins, "is to
buy low and sell high, but we
can't seem to catch on to
how to do that. If you showed
a broker some of the stocks
we have, he would say,
'You're out of your minds!"

"During the stock market
crash last fall," Moeller said,
"we took it in the shorts, so
to speak. But we're doing
fairly well right now."

Members pay $100 to join,
and $25 a month in dues.
They meet once a month to
go over their portfolio and to
suggest stocks to buy or sell.
Ribbing is an established part
of the procedure. Members
who suggested the purchase
of stocks that lost money are
reminded of their original
words of praise for the com-
pany.

"We could just sell the
stock," Hins said, "but some-
times we'll keep it so we can
tease the person who sug-
gested it. ", In fact, the person
who suggests the worst stock
of the year is given an award
for it. Needless to say, no
one looks forward to receiv-
ing the award -their photo
framed in a toilet seat.

"There are some very seri-
ous stock clubs," Hins said.
"Ours is not. Our premise is

to learn about mostly local
companies. We're not really
concerned if we make money
or not. But even in this club,
as loose as we are, we get
the background on a com-
pany (through the presenta-
tion that someone makes)
and then we can do some
research of our own and buy
the stock on our own if we're
interested.

"For instance, someone
suggested today that we buy
TCF stock. That's a heck of
a buy and if we were really
interested in buying a good
stock we would buy it."

Instead, the group voted to
buy stock in a small out-
fit that manufactures plastic
coating for underground ca-
ble. "We have no hopes that
that will go anywhere at all,"
Hins said. "But individually,
we don't have much to lose.
We'll sell it soon anyway."

Some of the group's stabs
in the dark have paid off,
however. Hins said the group
bought stock in a shoe com-
pany for $12 a share. "We
thought it would go up," he
said. "For five months it did
nothing. Then it went down
to $9.00. We sold it a month
ago for $19 and then it went
up to $23."

Another stock -in a com-
pany that makes parachutes
for ultralights- doubled in
value. "We bought it for a
buck and sold it for $2.00,"
Moeller said.

Dave Weber, a sales rep-
resentative for a floor -
covering distributor, is the
newest member of the group.
He joined in February. "I
know next to nothing about
the stock market," he said.
"And I wanted to learn.
I've learned some real basic
'things -like how to read the
darn exchange."

"This is a fun social club,"
Hins said. "We have an op-
portunity to learn about
stocks that otherwise we
wouldn't know about."

"No doubt about it,"
Moeller agreed. "We have
learned the basics about how
the market works, and about
buying, selling and trading
stocks."

Michel added one last word:
"I have friends in serious
stock groups. They don't
have any fun. Some people
bowl for fun. This is what we
do."

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A father's legacy led state's new
appeals court judge into the law

Marianne Short's decision
to become a lawyer may
have been part of a family
heritage left by her father,
the late Robert Short.

"Five of the seven children
went on to study law and be-
come lawyers," she said. "It
may have been a legacy he
left us." Short, 37, became a
member of the Minnesota
State Court of Appeals on
May 20, replacing Susanne
Sedgwick, who announced
her resignation in February
shortly before she died of
cancer.

Marianne's father, Robert
Short, graduated from
Georgetown University Law
School in Washington, D.C.,
and worked in the United
States attorney's office in
Washington and Minneapo-
lis. He is better known, how-
ever, as owner of the Admi-
ral Merchants trucking firm,
the Leamington Hotel, the
Washington Senators and the
Minneapolis Lakers. He was
twice defeated for statewide
office on the Democratic
Farmer Labor Party ticket.

Marianne, who was ap-
pointed to the court by Gov-
ernor Rudy Perpich, has been
with the Forsey & Whitney
law firm of Minneapolis for
the past decade. While there,
she specialized in the fields
of discrimination and secu-
rities.

"In a large firm, you often
have a chance to determine
your field of specialization,"
she said. "It can depend upon
your specialized background
and training, an interest you
developed while in law
school, or it can evolve
through a relationship you
develop with a client or a
partner in the firm who has

experience in the field."
Short attended the Con-

vent of the Visitation School
in Mendota Heights and took
her undergraduate degree in
Boston. She graduated from
Boston College Law School
in 1976. It was there in Bos-
ton that she met her future
husband, Ray Skowyra, who
is now an executive with
ADC, a telecommunications
firm. Short worked in the
state attorney general's
office for a brief period be-
fore she joined Dorsey &
Whitney in 1978.

When Short entered law
school, the idea of a woman
lawyer was not as accepted
as it is today. "My class at
Boston College was 9 per-
cent women," she said. "It's
only been during the last six
or seven years that women
have studied in such large
numbers."

She decided to apply for a
position on the court of ap-
peals when the Sedgwick
seat opened up. She sent her
application to a review board
that recommends a number
of candidates to the gover-
nor, who makes the final de-
cision.

Governor Perpich and Mari -
anne's father, Robert, have
crossed paths politically in
the past. Perpich was elect-
ed lieutenant governor in
1970, four years after Short
was defeated for the same
position by Republican Jim
Goetz. In November 1978,
Perpich and Short were both
defeated in their campaigns
for the governorship and the
U.S. Senate, respectively.

Short, who lives with her
husband at 2215 Summit
Ave., said she'll be able to
spend more time with her
two children, Louis, 5, and
Nicholas, 3 months, when
she becomes a judge. "I will
still have to go out of town
when the court meets a-
round the state, but it won't
be like the time I was in Los
Angeles for 21/2 months for
the law firm," she said.

"A member of the court of
appeals has more time to
study a case in depth than a
trial judge, who is on the line
and must be prepared to
make several rulings a day,"
she said. Her appointment
maintains the membership of
the court at 10 men and
three women.

Airport noise (cont'd from page 1)
tion Administration, and is
thus a federal matter.

"Federal law permits a
defendant to shift a lawsuit
to federal court," said Jona-
than Parritz, one of the law-
yers representing the citi-
zens group. "However, we
don't feel there's any basis
for moving to federal court.
SPANC is challenging MAC's
decision to recommend the
test to the FAA. The FAA
hasn't even made a decision
on the test yet, so legal ac-
tion would not involve them
at this point."

Consequently, Parritz said,
SPANC is in the process of fil-
ing a counter motion to en-
sure that the suit remains
in Ramsey County District
Court. If the motion to trans-
fer the suit to federal court
is turned down, SPAN 's suit
will be heard in district court
on Friday, May 27. That was
the hearing date set before
MAC filed its motion.

Meanwhile, the airports
commission has fallen be-
hind on its testing schedule.

The proposed ex-
tension of runway 4 -22 will
be open to public discussion
at 6:00 p.m. on Wednesday,
May 25, at Valley View El-
ementary School in Bloom-
ington.

SPANC members were to
meet early this week to dis-
cuss what stand they'll take
on runway 4-22, which runs
between Highland Park and
Bloomington, but coalition
member Gerald Stimmler said
they will probably come out
against the extension.

The extension of runway
4 -22, like the six-month test
itself, is designed to disperse
air traffic more equitably
over the metropolitan area.
The vast majority of aircraft
flying in and out of the inter-
national airport currently use
the two parallel runways
that send traffic over south
Minneapolis and the Mendo-
ta Heights -Eagan corridor.
MAC officials estimate that if
runway 4 -22 were extended,
about 5 percent of metropoli-
tan air traffic would fly over
Highland, compared to the
current 1 percent.

Lawn enhancement sprouts respect among neighbors

This spring I decided to get with the pro-
gram. Maybe it's all part of the general slide
into responsibility that comes with age, but
I finally decided to do something about my
lawn.

It used to be a disgraceful tangle of weeds
and crabgrass, a rampant, unruly mess that
was never quite green even after a big rain-
fall. It was an embarrassment and a blight,
a constant reproach.

But no more. I am now having my lawn
treated by a company called Extremely
Green Lawns Inc. Gone are the dandelions,
the crabgrass, the creeping Charlie. Gone are
the unseemly patches of discolored grass.

Now my entire lawn is uniformly green,
brilliantly green. It seems to shine with an
unearthly splendor, and sometimes even long
after dusk it will still be glowing, like a huge
carpet of '/z -watt bulbs.

And the great thing is, I don't have to do
anything but fork over money to Extremely
Green Lawns Inc. (Quite a bit of money, ac-
tually, but what the heck.) Every three days,
workers fly over my home in a converted

bomber and drop a whole load of fungicide,
weed -killer and lawn -enhancement agents
directly on the lawn, front and back.

After the plane makes the drop, another
worker comes by and plants a little sign in
the front yard. The sign looks like this:

I asked one of the workers once if maybe
the sign wasn't a bit on the small side, but
he said, "You're paying a lot of money to
enhance this lawn. Do you really want to
ruin the effect with a great big sign ?"

Besides, the important thing is our own
kids. We were told to keep them off the lawn
for 21/2 days after each treatment. This gives
them only half a day in the yard every three
days, but as the Extremely Green Lawns rep-
resentative told me on the phone the night
I signed up for the service, "You can't expect

He probably wasn't the first to use it, but President John
F. Kennedy often gets credit for the expression, "Life isn't
fair." I can't recall in what context it was used. Maybe in
reference to younger brother Bobby gaining the attorney
general's post, primarily on the strength of his sibling posi-
tion and political efforts on behalf of his big brother John.

Be that as it may, wouldn't it be wonderful if the po-
litical processes in this country were guided by what
is fair and equitable instead of -as happens all too
frequently -by the sheer weight of (voting) numbers
that various pressure groups bring to bear on the legis-
lative process. Too often, special interests are heard
and served, with little regard for just plain fairness and
the merits of the case.

A number of examples come to mind. First and foremost,
I'm thinking of the proposed Act for Better Child Care (ABC)
which seems to be gaining a lot of support in the halls of
Congress. It's tough, in an election year, to vote against any-
thing purportedly geared to "better child care." And day care
for children is a problem, especially for those among the low-
er income brackets.

But is this the way to achieve better child care? Is it
a fair and equitable answer to the problem of helping
parents solve the problem of day -care costs and avail-
ability? Under the terms of the proposed bill, parental
choice is paid lip service by virtue of the fact that eligi-
ble recipients are given child -care vouchers. But it then
declares that the vouchers are to be considered a form
of governmental aid. And that means that parents with
children in church -sponsored day -care centers need not
apply. That automatically eliminates a lot of fine day-
care facilities which these parents have found to be a
comforting and reliable source of child -care services.

And what about those parents who rely on relatives or
neighbors for day care -sometimes with pay, sometimes
without. Apparently, if they find their current arrangements
comfortable, they get nothing by way of subsidy. That
doesn't seem fair either. The loving care their children
receive could, in many cases, be far superior to what's avail-
able otherwise.

But the unfairness of it all doesn't stop there. What
about those mothers who make the financial sacrifice
and take care of their children at home, or those who
work only part time, or those who do their work in the
home? Why should these families carry an extra-

income tax load to help support two- income families?
Given the terms of the bill, an individual state may sub-
sidize day care for parents with incomes of up to 115%
of that state's median income. The national maximum
average income to qualify for federal subsidies is

to enhance your lawn and not pay a price.
Rome wasn't built in a day."

That sounded pretty convincing, but I still
wasn't sure. When I asked my wife which
option she favored, i.e., lawn enhancement
or recreational opportunities for the kids, she
said, "I guess I would have to choose the
option which best improves our reputation
vis -a -vis the neighbors, so I say let's go with
the lawn enhancement."

In retrospect, I would have to say that she
and the gentleman from Extremely Green
Lawns were right. We have really improved
our standing in the neighborhood. For in-
stance, the Johannsens, who live two doors
down and have a very gorgeous, weed -free
lawn of uniform length, recently invited us
over for a barbecue on their patio, which
they never did before.

I have also been asked to organize this
year's block party, whereas last year I wasn't
even invited but just sort of barged in on
everybody after it was in progress. And Mrs.
Frank Hanson, the old widow who lives
down the street, walked past the house last
week and remarked that it was a lovely
evening. No big deal in and of itself, but she

used to go by my yard with a look of boiling
revulsion on her face, and once or twice I
swore I heard her mumbling something about
calling the police.

These are benefits of a lawn -enhancement
service that I never dreamed of, and they
have entirely erased my initial doubts about
spending so much money for a green lawn.
You can't pin a price on respectability.

I also want to point out that I am not one
of these people with no social conscience. I
was deeply concerned about the possibility
of environmental degradation. I remembered
reading that tons of toxic chemicals flow into
the Mississippi every time it rains because of
all the lawn- treatment services around here.

I asked the Extremely Green Lawns repre-
sentative about this and he assured me, in
the most conclusive and forthright manner
possible, "That's a bunch of hogwash." Which
goes to show you that these environmental-
ists shouldn't be shooting their mouths off
until they've looked into the matter.

In fact, I wish everyone would look into it,
and would start getting their lawns enhanced
just as soon as possible. Particularly the
Millers, who live across the street. Their lawn
is an absolute disgrace.

$33,908. I don't know what the figure is for Minneso-
ta, but in New Jersey, for example, it's $46,920; Mas-
sachusetts, $44,941; and Illinois, $39,530. I would guess
Minnesota's figure is somewhere in the neighborhood
of $37,500.

And speaking of fairness, we're actually giving parents a
pretty bad shake in terms of income tax credits these days.
I read somewhere that if we were to give parents the same
effective per -child deduction on their federal income tax as
we were giving back in 1950, the amount today would be
about $6,000 per child. For years it was only $600 and now
its only $2,000.

Some alternative suggestions to the ABC have been
advanced that would be far more fair to all parents with
pre -school children. Robert Rector, a policy analyst
with the Heritage Foundation, backed by an ad -hoc coa-
lition known as Choice for Families with Children, has
called for a tax credit of $750 for each child aged 5 or
under. Under his plan, low- income families would
receive an earned income credit in like amount. Ac-
cording to Rector, his plan would cost no more than
ABC over a five-year period. And you would avoid the
costly bureaucracy that would automatically be part of
ABC. Rector believes his proposal is much more fair
and says, "After all, the federal government is already
paying 40 percent of the costs of day care in the Unit-
ed States through Title XX and Head Start." It seems
to me that fairness, along with the quality of care for
our children, is at stake here. Let's hope the ABC stam-
pede doesn't succeed.

It certainly is heartening to note the rapid progress being
made in the construction of the Village Mall at Highland.
When it's completed, it could mean the addition of 40 or
more retail businesses in Highland Village and up to eight
new offices. And by the end of the year it's bound to en-
hance the entire Highland Village business district as a shop-
ping mecca. Add to that the convenience factor of a
three -level parking ramp with direct access to each of the
shopping floors and you wind up with a very attractive pack-
age for new customers as well as new tenants. Milt Cohen,
who has been the principal owner of the properties on which
the new mall and parking ramp is being built, deserves credit
for seeing the project through to completion. (There were
countless hurdles to overcome, as you must have noted if
you've been following the Villager over the past few years.)
In the past two years Cohen aligned himself with an ex-
perienced developer, Weis Companies of Rochester, and a
well -known leasing agent, Lincoln Properties. Here's to the
Village Mall's success. Highland can only benefit from the
fact that it is now finally coming to pass.

In making its presentation to prospective tenants, Lin-
coln Properties has developed some interesting statis-
tics on local demographics. According to the best
estimates from the 1980 U.S. Census and several other
sources, updated to 1986, population within a one -mile,
three -mile and a five -mile radius of the Village Mall has
declined in the past six years. That figures, since a
major portion of those radii fall with the St. Paul and
Minneapolis city limits, and in -city population has been
declining for both cities. Charge that to the recent birth
dearth as well as to the tendency for young families to
go suburban, whether for schools or for open spaces.

Still, by 1986 estimates, 15,430 people lived within a
one -mile radius of the mall, 118,743 within a three -mile
radius, and 321,542 within a five -mile` radius. Income
levels were especially interesting (the closer to High-
land, the higher the income): household incomes of
$75,000 or more within a mile, 10.69 percent; three
miles, 5.85 percent; five miles, 4.83 percent; household
incomes of $50,000 or more (including the higher
figures, too) within one mile, 27.02 percent; three miles,
18.19 percent; five miles, 15.59 percent.

As you might expect, the population is also older than aver-
age in Highland: age 55 and up within a one -mile radius,
31.74 percent; within three miles, 27.04 percent; within five
miles, 24.69 percent. It's an interesting double -check on
what's been happening since the 1980 census. And the next
one is only two years away.

Well, it's time for an arrivederci. In the meantime,
let's strive for fairness -and a level playing field.

The simple solution proposed by Mr. Mischke to resolve
the worker's compensation problem by cutting benefits is
not by itself the answer. While it is true that the cost of work-
er's compensation in Minnesota is high and that some ineq-
uities exist in the current benefit level, it is also true that
at least 73 percent of injured employees receive no more
than two -thirds of their pre- injury wage and a number of
these employees receive even less than that. For someone
who is seriously injured and who has ongoing expenses such
as housing, food, medical and transportation, it is very
difficult to get by on a worker's compensation check. In ad-
dition, it is not uncommon for an injured worker to have
to wait 16 months or more before receiving any compensa-
tion, during which time there is no income. How many peo-
ple do you know who could afford to go without income for
16 months? I certainly do not know many.

Yes, it is true that employers in this state are paying far
too much for worker's compensation insurance and that in
certain instances employees are being overcompensated.
The answer does not lie in taking a meat -ax approach to
benefits. If 80 percent of the problem lies with 20 percent
of the employees it makes no sense to punish 100 percent
of the employees. Rather let us use a scalpel approach and
fix that part of the system that needs surgery and which will
make Minnesota employers more competitive. I am proud
that Representatives Vellenga and Orenstein and Senator Co-
hen understand that approach.

ST. CLAIR TREES IN DANGER
The sight of X's painted on the mature boulevard trees on

St. Clair Avenue between Snelling and Fairview avenues last
week prompted a number of area residents to call the corn -
munity council office. Those calls resulted in a one -week
moratorium on the cutting down of those trees (although
several of them had already been felled).

The trees were marked for destruction as part of the street
reconstruction and sewer separation work planned for this
summer on St. Clair between Cretin Avenue and Saratoga
Street. The community council supported the reconstruction
of the street in conjunction with the sewer - separation project,
but only if it would not involve widening the street to the
width required under the state's municipal aid standards.

The state did grant a variance from the width standards
for the stretch of St. Clair between Snelling and Cretin. Un-
fortunately, however, the city forester has determined that
street and sewer work is likely to damage roots anyway,
which will weaken -and eventually kill -any trees that are
closer than two feet from the curb. Since most of the ma-
ture trees on St. Clair are far less than two feet from the curb,
they have been marked for removal.

Ward 3 St. Paul City Councilmember Bob Long has sched-
uled meetings this week to discuss saving these trees. For

BOARD SETS GOALS, ACTIVITIES
The Highland Area Community Council has approved a

number of goals and activities for 1988 -89. The goals of the
Human Services Committee will be to maintain and improve
the quality of life in District 15, addressing itself to such con-
cerns as public safety, recreational and social services, en-
vironmental quality and human services. In the way of ac-
tivities, it intends to:

*Strengthen the "Safe Home" program by seeking help
from the PTAs of local public and parochial schools.

Form an ad hoc committee that will formulate a strong
presentation to seek funding from the city's capital improve-
ment budget for a community recreation center at Hillcrest
Playground.

Continue expanding the recycling program in District 15.
It has already grown from collecting 12 tons of recyclables
once a month from 800 households to collecting more than
50 tons twice a month from more than 1,400 homes.

*Sponsor a community social as way of saying "thank you"
to local residents. This could also be combined with a fund-
raising event for the district.

*Maintain a support role for the successful Highland Block
Nurse Program.

Work with the public affairs division of the St. Paul Police
Department to make a Crime Watch Program speaker avail-
able to community organizations.

The goals of the council's Transportation Committee will
be to help ensure the development and livability of the High-
land community through the safe and efficient movement
of people and goods, and through the elimination of vehicu-
lar and pedestrian conflicts. It activities will include:

*Assisting residents of District 15 grids who want to es-
tablish basketweave stop -sign placements.

* Reviewing all parking issues near the intersection of Pine -

hurst and Cleveland avenues, and in the vicinity of the Col-
lege of St. Catherine.

*Reviewing any site plans that raise concerns having to
do with transportation or traffic.

Responding to neighborhood concerns relating to stop
signs, traffic speed and parking.

The Community Development Committee's general goal
is to review all land -use issues and to solicit advice and com-
ment from the community. In the way of activities it will:

Work closely with the Highland Business Association to
ensure that any plans for commercial, business or industrial
development in the Highland business community complies
with the Highland Village Plan.

"Review site plans and variance requests for business, com-
mercial, industrial and residential projects before seeking
review from the full HACC board, and give neighbors a
chance to review and comment on such plans.

Seek to ensure that all developments and changes in the
community represent what is best for the applicant, neigh-
bors and the overall Highland community, and to seek corn-
promise when necessary.

*Represent positions taken by the community council be-
fore the City Council or any city committees and agencies.

'Work closely with other boards, committees and organi-
zations in District 15.

'Enlist the aid of thècity of St. Paul or government agen-
cies when expert opinion and research are needed to con-
sider local projects or proposals.

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Psychologist works to help young
and old see the good side of aging

Age discrimination, ac-
cording to psychologist Ann
Gerike, is no different from
any other form of discrimina-
tion. "It's like an onion," she
said. "You peel off one layer
and there's another there."

Gerike, whose private
practice deals with midlife
and aging issues, made those
remarks at a recent work-
shop in the Wellington apart-
ment complex in Shepard
Park. The workshop, spon-
sored by the Twin Cities
Gray Panthers, the Jewish
Community Center and the
Stuart Corporation, was
directed at professionals who
work with the elderly, but its
lessons clearly were applica-
ble to the society at large.

Gerike opened her presen-
tation with a metaphor, com-
paring age to the seasons,
and describing what she
liked about spring, summer,
fall and winter. "All the sea-
sons of life are beautiful and
all have disadvantages and
advantages," she said.

She pointed out that ageist
language is based on nega-
tive stereotypes. "The word
'old' is avoided," she said.
"People talk about senior
citizens, but not old people.
Old is a good word."

When she asked the au-
dience for examples of nega-
tive stereotypes related to
age, they responded with
"over the hill," "old geezer,"
"codger," "dirty old man,"
and "women of a certain
age." These terms, Gerike
said, are offensive to older
people. "When young people
talk about how they hate
growing old in front of older
people, that's offensive, too,"
she said. "They're saying, 'I
can't stand the thought of
becoming what you are."

She cited other expres-
sions as well. "When people
say they're 75 years young,
that doesn't make sense at
all. Or when someone says
you're as young (or as old) as
you feel, that implies that
when you're old you feel
bad. Old people have more
health problems, but they
don't necessarily feel bad."
Gerike, 54, describes herself
as an older woman.

"Every time you use the
word old and contrast it to
young, you're implying that
old is bad," she said. "I have
more energy now at 54 than
I had at 34 when I was rais-
ing my kids. But to say that
inside I'm the same as 20
years ago is a denial of the
growth that's occurred."

People frequently comment
that women "lose their
looks" as they age. "I say you
don't lose your looks, you
change your looks," Gerike
said. "If so many old people
didn't dye their gray hair, we
would see that older people
are capable of many activi-
ties. There are a lot of peo-
ple walking around doing
things who've dyed their
hair."

She stressed that society
needs to broaden the con-
cept of what is attractive.
"We need to reach the point
where a grey- haired, wrin-
kled woman is considered as
attractive as a gray- haired,
wrinkled man," she said. "I
wish that Angela Lansbury
on 'Murder She Wrote'

would let her hair go gray.
She's already such a wonder-
ful model for older people."

Gerike, a licensed consult-
ing psychologist, has chosen
to focus on helping older
women accept their age and
changing looks. "When you
hear a comment like, 'She
really looks good for her
age,' it suggests that women
get uglier as they age," she
said.

Gerike said that women
face much more prejudice as
they age than men. "They're
more likely to dye their hair
and lie about their age.
Women experience more
ageism in the workplace.
Looking attractive is equat-
ed with looking young.
There is certainly a notion
that professional women
shouldn't have gray hair,"
said Gerike, whose own hair
is almost totally gray.

People attending the work-
shop ranged in age from 13
to 82. The 13- year -old, An-
drew Wiley, is a Gray Pan-
ther and a Ramsey Junior
High student. He participat-
ed in a skit that dealt with
ageist stereotypes.

After Gerike's talk, mem-
bers of the audience formed
small groups to discuss their
own concerns about aging.
The 82- year-old, a resident of
the Wellington, said she felt
grateful for the life she'd had.
"And I'm fortunate that I can
still balance my checking
account," she added.

A 42- year -old woman said,
"Thinking about aging
makes me feel proud of the
whole process of growth. It
makes me look forward to
growing older." Another
woman, in her 40s, said she
liked having the wisdom she

didn't have
younger.

A woman in her 70s noted:
"I feel the difference physi-
cally, but mentally I'm quite
capable. My children don't
know what to think. They
go back and forth between
wanting to do things for me
and saying 'Oh no, am I go-
ing to be my mother's care-
taker?' All in all," she added,
"I feel very comfortable with
my age. When people tell me
I don't look my age, I don't
consider that any more of a
compliment than if they said
'You don't look Jewish. -

Gerike, a former editor,
left that career to pursue a
doctorate degree. She re-
ceived her Ph.D. at the age
of 50. A recent arrival to the
Twin Cities, Gerike has be-
gun a practice in which she
hopes to deal with such
issues as "how people deal
with aging and their own
mortality and their parents
aging."

Gerike said her interest in
aging stems in part from the
fact that she began her new
career in her 50s, and also
because she watched the
aging process of her parents.

"What interests me most,"
she said, "is family issues.
When parents get older, all
the issues that weren't re-
solved come up. The chil-
dren argue about who loves
Mom best and who knows
what's best for her."

She has faced similar
problems with her own par-
ents, both of whom are now
dead. "As long as a parent is
alive, it's kind of a barrier
to your own mortality. I

remember one day a friend
said to me, 'Now you're an
orphan.' I had never thought
of it that way, but it's true."

GET THE LEAD OUT
This is the time of year when many Mac -Groveland resi-

dents make plans for home improvements such as repaint-
ing their houses. In many cases, they will have to remove
old, peeling paint before giving the house a fresh coat.

According to the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency, if
the old paint contains lead, it is very important that it be
removed properly so that the lead does not contaminate soil
or get into the house dust.

Exposure to lead can cause a variety of physical problems,
including fatigue, stomach aches, vomiting, irritability and
high blood pressure.

To enable area residents to safely renovate their houses,
the District 14 Community Council's Environment Commit-
tee will test paint chips for lead -confidentially and free of
charge. To have your paint tested for lead, scrape off two
paint chips about the size of a postage stamp (preferably the
primer coat, the layer closest to the wood), put them in a
small plastic bag along with a self- addressed, stamped enve-
lope and drop them off at the District 14 Community Coun-
cil office, 320 S. Griggs St. Those preferring to mail the paint
chips to the council office should wrap the chips so that they
do not crumble. The test results will be mailed within two
weeks. If test results indicate the presence of lead, a brochure
on how to remove lead paint will be sent.

"The family
area will offer children's music, ethnic danc-
ing and children's plays." There will also be
a children's parade led by grand marshal
Ronald McDonald.

Meanwhile, Doran said, those who prefer
to sip a little (3.2) beer and dance to their
favorite music can drift to the eastern end
of Grand to sample a musical menu that will
include everything from country, pop, blues
and jazz to rock 'n' roll and classical music.

Another big attraction this year, back after
a three -year hiatus, will be the bed races
sponsored by MLT Vacations and WLOL Ra-
dio. Five -person teams (four push while one

reclines on the mattress) using modified beds
will dash one block between Pascal and Al-
bert streets in a race that will benefit the Chil-
dren's Heart Fund. (The race will be
preceded by a Saturday night pajama party
at Grand Central bar and restaurant.) The
winning bed race team will receive a seven -

day trip to Orlando, Florida, compliments of
MLT Vacations. Bed race entries will be ac-
cepted through May 31 (call 863 -5460).

Also returning this year will be such Grand
Old Day favorites as the Rockin' Hollywoods,
who will be bringing back the '50s in the
parking lot of Kowalski's Grand Market; the
Immaculate Heart of Mary children's fair at
Grand and Saratoga, including a $1,000 par-
ish raffle; and the Grand Gazette's free
speech booth, which will be set up in front
of 1017 Grand Ave.

Planning committee members said one of
the biggest changes this year has been in the
way the various events are being sponsored.
Many businesses on the avenue still make
contributions to a Grand Old Day fund, but
this year about 25 individual firms have also
chosen to sponsor specific events.

If preparations for Grand Old Day '88 seem
to be rolling right along, it is no doubt due
to an early start on the part of the planning
committee.

"We had our wrap -up meeting a week after
last year's Grand Old Day," Doran said. "One
week later, we were already planning for this
year's event."

Doran said committee members have al-
ready logged more than 1,000 hours in plan-
ning for Grand Old Day '88. Full committee
meetings have been running every week
since early April and every other week be-
fore that. On top of that, Doran said, "there
are tons of meetings going on all the time

Top brass sound
Sax Appeal brings its
10 -piece ensemble to play
funky jazz at Grand Old Day

A very saxy group got together last
November to play some funky jazz, and the
response of the audience was so wildly en-
thusiastic that bassist Gary Raynor, the
founder of the group, decided to reassemble
the ensemble for several more perform-
ances. Raynor is now hoping to make Sax
Appeal a permanent feature of the Twin Ci-
ties jazz scene.

Sax Appeal, which features five saxo-
phones, bass, keyboard, trumpet and percus-
sion, fronted by a vocalist, will take its brassy
big band sound to the streets for a perform-
ance at Grand Old Day on Sunday, June 5.

Based on the SuperSax sound popularized
in Los Angeles more than a decade ago, Sax
Appeal was originally formed for a pre -
Thanksgiving Day concert at the Dakota- Bar

and Grill in Bandana Square as part of the
Minnesota Music Academy's Showcase Ser-
ies. The overwhelming response of a packed
house earned the group a booking for the
Dakota's Sunday Series for January and
April. "It worked so well, I wanted to try it
again," Raynor said.

Composed of 10 of the finest musicians in
the Twin Cities, Sax Appeal produces a sound

unlike anything in this area. "Nobody around
here has ever heard this kind of stuff live,"
Raynor said. "Nobody ever put such a group
together here. None of us, including the reed
players, have ever played in such a band,
and Dave Karr and Ray Komischke, who
have been around the Twin Cities a long
time, say this is the first band of its type ever
to play here."

While it may seem unusual that a bass
player is responsible for forming a saxo-
phone band, Raynor pointed out bassist Bud-
dy Clark was as instrumental to the success
of SuperSax as alto saxophonist Med Flory.
"I love the sound of soaring, screaming sax-
ophones," Raynor said. "Maybe that's be-
cause it's pretty hard to soar and scream on
a bass."

The group is made up of alto saxophonists
Brian Grivna and Denny Scholtes, Ken Hol-
men and Dave Karr on tenors, and Ray
Komischke, baritone. Raynor, pianist Jimmy
Hamilton and drummer Gary Gauger are the
rhythm section, and Steve Wright plays
trumpet.

The unique instrumentation of Sax Appeal
is "a very rational kind of thing, based on the
sax section from the big band era," Raynor
said. The group has worked with several vo-
calists, including Debbie Duncan, who will
perform with them at Grand Old Day and for
most of their summer schedule.

The ensemble of Sax Appeal is unlike that
kJ I a amug guar Let, wuere nie melooy une
may be taken by any instrument with the
others providing harmony, Raynor said. In
his band, he said, the melody "forms a chord
around each note," and the band may have
several individual solos going at once.

Arrangements for such a group are not
easy to come by. Originally the band intend-
ed to use material developed by SuperSax.
Much of its repertoire springs from classic be-
bop and includes arrangements written by
Med Flory based on famous sax solos. The
group performs several Charlie Parker pieces

with the five saxophones doing Parker's part.
"The music is so fast and so exciting, and

hard," Raynor said. There are also full -band
arrangements of tunes by Michel Legrand,
Gershwin, Ellington, Thelonius Monk and
Cole Porter. Raynor has located some ar-
rangements from Twin Cities musicians, and
the group also intends to do some of its own
writing.

"Karr and Komischke plan to add some
charts, and I'm hoping other musicians in the
Twin Cities will contribute as well," he said.

Most of the band members make their liv-
ing as jobbing musicians, so it is difficult to
stay together as a band, Raynor said. Rehear-
sal time, which must be coordinated with 10
busy performance and teaching schedules,
is at a premium, so Raynor chose musicians
who are all superb readers. "They have to
be able to pick up the music and go with it,"
he said. "The sax members of the ensemble
are probably the best all- around sax players
in town."

Raynor said the group gives its members
"a chance to get together with their contem-
poraries and really play. The band is getting
better and better. The most interesting thing
is, the longer we play, the more different
combinations we come up with. It's really
musically rewarding. Some of these guys
know each other but don't always have a
chance to work together." To form a good
jazz ensemble, he explained, musicians need
to work together enough to "trust one
another, be comfortable with each other.
This is developing."

One of the group's highlights has been ap-
pearing at the Emporium of Jazz in Mendo-
ta. "They have wonderful audiences there,"
Raynor said, adding that they would like to
see similar crowds turn out at other jazz
clubs. Attracting an audience is not always
easy. Like the chamber musicians of a cou-
ple of centuries ago, Raynor said his group
has had the experience of having more peo-
ple on stage than in the audience.

Individually, the group members, who
range in age from 30 to the mid -50s, have
enjoyed long and productive musical careers.
Raynor, who was named best Latin jazz bass-
ist at the 1987 Minnesota Jazz Awards, began
taking bass lessons in the 4th grade. Lead
alto Brian Grivna performed as a 12- year -old
clarinet soloist in the Young Artist series with
the Minnesota Orchestra. Members of the
band have performed throughout the world
with noted orchestras, accompanied some of
the country's top performers and recording
artists, played with jazz orchestras at
Rupert's Nightclub, the Carlton Celebrity
Theater, the Guthrie, the Ordway and
Orchestra Hall, and have been members of
such groups as Rio Nido, the Count Basie
Band, Airmen of Note, the Woody Herman
and Ray Charles bands and the "Tonight
Show" orchestra.

Their collective biographies include perfor-
mances with the likes of Sammy Davis Jr.,
Tony Bennet, Ben Vereen, Mel Torme, Lena

between various committee members and
organizers."

Organizational assistance is also being ren-
dered by the St. Paul Police Department,
which will be assigning 25 officers to the fes-
tival, in addition to 50 or more eserves and
Neighborhood Assistance Officers. Though
the police will be vastly outnumbered by the
throngs of Grand Old Day -go ..rs, police offi-
cials say the annual event as never pro-
duced any problems that a gr up of that size
couldn't handle.

About the only factor committee members
have been consistently unable to control
over the years is the weathe . Fortunately,
Mother Nature has done her art nicely over
the past 14 years, sending r4in on just two
occasions, and even then jus morning driz-
zles followed by clear skies.

Though you may want to klnock on wood,
a local meteorologist sees no reason why that

tendency for clement weather on Grand Old
Day shouldn't continue this year.

Bruce Watson, a meteorological reporter
for some 20 publications in Minnesota and
elsewhere, and a former columnist for the
Highland Villager, said that Grand Old Day,
by dint of its scheduling on the first Sunday
in June, falls at the tail end of the normal
spring dry spell. It is only after the first week
in June that the normal rainy period com-
mences, Watson said.

"The forecast for the next two or three
weeks seems to be on that same schedule,"
he said. "We should see below -normal precip-
itation and above -normal temperatures."

Such a prognosis is music to the ears of
those gearing up for Grand Old Day '88. A
beautiful day, combined with a year's worth
of hard work, should guarantee that the lar-
gest street festival in Minnesota is an enter-
taining day for all.

Just imagine: a duo of 2'/2-

Cretin -Derham Hall, South
St. Paul and Osseo high
schools are all sending units,
as is Brady High School,
whose band was a finalist in
the St. Paul Winter Carnival's
marching band competition
this year. Also appearing will
be bands from Concordia
Academy and Richfield High
School, both of which have
performed at Disneyland.

Summer Is Here!
Last year's snafu prompts careful
planning for postfestival cleanup

It was the day after Grand
Old Day 1987 and Grand
Avenue was a mess. Beer
cans littered the boulevards
and gutters. A brisk wind
was sending paper cups and
wrappers tumbling over the
curbs and sidewalks into the
street and adjacent yards..
And there wasn't a cleanup
crew in sight.

It was a day the Grand Old
Day planning committee is
determined never again to
see.

On that day last June, "The
street cleaners had come
through and the dumpsters
had been emptied, but there
was a communication prob-
lem with the city concerning
who was going to pick up all
the cardboard boxes that
were lining the streets filled
with trash," said Mimi Doran,
executive director of the
Grand Avenue Business As-
sociation and a member of
the Grand Old Day planning
committee. "We thought the
city was going to take care
of it, but when they didn't
and the winds picked up, we
had boxes tipping over and
garbage all over the place."

Needless to say, the resi-
dents and business persons
along Grand weren't pleased,
and members of the plan-
ning committee learned a

tough lesson, one that should
serve them well on Sunday,
June 5, the date for Grand
Old Day 1988.

"This year we decided to
assign a specific committee
member to sanitation," Dor-
an said. The idea this time
around is to make the streets
look better on the day after
Grand Old Day than they did
the d y before.

In o der to accomplish this,
the pl nning committee has
enlist the help of the Camp
Fire iris, the Boy Scouts,
and a hird group that is well -
schoo ed in the art of bring-
ing order to chaos -the oper-
ators c f Grand Avenue's hair
and b auty salons.

"W 're still going to have
the h 1p of city crews as well
as a t ash- hauling company,"
Dora said. "But the extra
help (of the volunteers) will
ensure that a good job is
done."

Doran said the cleanup

crews won't limit their efforts
to Grand Avenue, but will
track down any trash that
has blown into the surround-
ing neighborhoods. The plan-
ning committee has even de-
vised a contest to encourage
an especially thorough clean-
up. The Camp Fire Girls and
the Boy Scouts will each be
assigned a side of Grand,
with a prize going to the
team that does the best job.

The key to avoiding a re-
peat of last year's messy
morning after, however, is
an agreement made between
GABA and the city's Depart-
ment of Public Works. This
year, the 250 cardboard box-
es that will line the avenue
at the close of the day will in-
deed be the responsibility of
Public Works, said its direc-
tor, Don Nygaard.

problem," Nygaard said.
This year, we're making a

point to work closely with
GABA and avoid any prob-
lems."

There will be a parking
ban on Grand from the start
of Grand Old Day until 2:00
the following morning, Ny-
gaard said, so that the city's
street cleaners can wash the
avenue from curb to curb
late that evening. While that
work is under way, sanita-
tion crews will remove the
36 dumpsters and the 108
satellite toilets set up along
the 21/2 miles of Grand from
Fairview Avenue to Dale
Street.

The total cost for cleaning
up after Grand Old Day is ex-
pected to run more than
$3,500, Doran said, and that
doesn't include the $3,000
for the satellites.

The expense, however, is
well worth it, she added. At
least the members of the
Grand Old Day planning
committee will be able to go
to sleep Sunday night, as-
sured that come morning
the avenue will be back to
normal.

Mysteriously, Cousin Doris has di d. So
Becky, her precocious, smart -aleky
9- year -old cousin, puts together a s ide
show of Doris' relatives. As Becky ar-
rates, the relatives show up to talk about
this, that and of course Doris, abo t her
somewhat odd life, death and time..

The relatives include Princess Sh ryll,
who enters beauty pageants for a iving.
Perhaps you've heard of her. She as
named Miss Midwest Farm Dealers socia-
tion Princess, Mortuary Directors f the
Greater Northwest Princess and T e
National Association of Podiatrists' Miss
Pedicure.

You may think beauty queens li e
Sheryll aren't too swift. Far from i i ex-
plains Sheryll: "A lot of the girls a e
smart. Some of them even wear g . sses."

Actually, Highland area resident Susan
Fuller is both Becky and Sheryll -. nd an
array of other kooky characters ti boot.
Her one -woman comedy show, "bousin
Doris Was From Pluto," with inci i ental
music by Sally Reynolds, opened ast
weekend for a second run at the a Ha
Club in Minneapolis.

Maybe you haven't heard of Fu ler, but
you probably have heard her. Sh
mimicked sex therapist Dr. Ruth nd sex
symbol Brooke Shields in the Sch idt Bit
Players' beer commercials. Fuller also put
in a four -year stint with Dudley ' iggs'
Brave New Workshop in shows li e
"Nitwork" and "I Can Hear What You're
Saying, But I Don't Care."

From there she went on to for and
tour with the Last Laugh Theate , but
gave up comedy about three ye s ago to
do radio and TV commercials. You won't
see her TV commercials in Minn ° sota,
though.

"I don't look like the kind of p rson
who would sell soap ... a mom," she says.
She's usually cast as someone ra her
strange, which may explain why the
commercials air on the East and West
coasts. "I keep getting checks in the mail,
so I know they're running," she says.

During those years, her real was
still comedy, especially her own show.

"I had been threatening to do that for a
long time," she says. "I always anted to
try something like that. It petrif d me.
To maintain for an hour and a alf on
stage is a pretty frightening tho ight."

Fuller got down to the busines of
writing "Cousin Doris" last year after "a

certain birthday" loomed large before
her. After three months of writing and
another three of revision, "Cousin Doris"
debuted at the Ha Ha Club in February
to sold out crowds.

In an hoar and a half, Fuller changes
wigs, voices and clothes, transforming
herself from a 9- year -old to Mona, a torch
singer who performs at civic centers
before truck and tractor pulls, to LeAnn,
a South Dakota native who now lives in
California selling seashell -covered lingerie,
toothbrushes and appliances, to eight
other equally offbeat characters.

Fuller herself grew up in Rapid City,
South Dakota, listening to Bob Newhart
and Mort Sahl records. She says she has
always known that she's funny, but her
parents are even funnier, "a little off the
edge."

"They claim not to have influenced
me," she says. "It ain't true."

Inevitably, every comedian gets the
question: Were you the class clown? No,
Fuller says, more of a prankster. Once, in
junior high, she removed all the screws
from a library table. The next student to
come along set his books on the table
and sent it tumbling. It wasn't hard to
find the culprit. Fuller was the only one
sitting at the table before the crash.

"I was in trouble all the time," she says.

One of Fuller's more eccentric creations
is Grandma Boomboom, a chain- smoking
ex- stripper who reads wierd tales to chil-
dren at a public library.

"Not because I was clever. I was stupid
enough to get caught."

Today her humor aims to get people to
share their laughter. Fuller can't stand
mean, sexist, racist, homophobic or gross
humor.

That's "the easiest laugh in the world,"
she says with a frown. "The best kind of
comedy is something everyone can share.
Essentially you're saying, 'Has this
happened to you ?' If you can get them to
nod, you're halfway home."

Her show elicits some of that shared
laughter and familiarity in the character
of Grandma Boomboom, a former
stripper turned librarian. Grandma Boom -
boom reads skewed cautionary tales once
a week in the children's room while
chain smoking rapidly, her beehive
hairdo wrapped in a tacky floral scarf.
She reads the story of Icky Vicki, a little
girl who never listened.

Vicki, so the story runs, had thousands
of mosquito bites, between her toes even,
and on her eyelids. Her mother told Vicki
not to scratch them, but she did. They
bled all over her dress, resulting in a
huge dry -cleaning bill. Mother told her not
to pick the scabs, but she did and Vicki
ended up with horrible disfiguring pock
marks. Vicki started making ugly faces
with her newly scarred mug. Again, her
mother warned her to stop or her face
would stay that way. It did, freezing in a
hideous scrunched -up expression.

Another day Vicki was playing with a
tennis ball. Her mother told her to be
careful or she'd put an eye out. Vicki
paid no attention and on a tremendous
rebound the ball smashed into her face
and destroyed her right eye.

They rushed her to the hospital to see
what could be done. On the way, Vicki
hung her arm out the car window,
waving it in the rush of wind. Her
mother told her to pull her arm in or a
car would yank it right off. Vicki ignored
her. Just then a passing truck whooshed
by, severing Vicki's arm at the shoulder.

All these experiences warped Icky Vicki
for life. She grew up to be a hardened
criminal.

Not exactly your typical children's tale,
but then, "Cousin Doris" is not your
typical comedy show.

Fuller gets characters like Grandma
Boomboom from watching people. She'll
see someone or hear a line and say, that
looks like a good character.

Her goal now is to take "Cousin Doris"
on the road, and she's working on getting
wider exposure. That's tough. There are
fewer outlets for her character -based
comedy than routine stand -up comedians.
What she really wants to do is Lilly
Tomlin -style shows.

"She's a genius," Fuller says. "Being
famous is a good goal. I never used to
admit it. I'd be a liar if I said anything
else."

Competition exists in
one- and two-person sculling (rowing with
two oars at once) and four- and eight -person
sweeping (rowing with just one oar). In eight -
person sweeps, there is also a coxswain in
the stern who barks out the commands.

Ann Marie Foss is one of the high school
girls who serves as the coxswain about half

the time. "I got nominated because I'm pret-
ty small," she said. "My main job is to keep
the eight girls rowing together. We don't
use the old megaphone anymore. We use a
battery -charged microphone. Foss alternates
as coxswain with Kate Hermes. The rest of
the team members from Cretin -Derham Hall
are Lori Delaney, Amy Rosemark and Sarah
Hood.

Foss appreciates the beautiful benefits of
the sport. "It's so quiet down there on the
river," she said. "You can concentrate and
get good exercise at the same time."

Ohme agreed that concentration is need-
ed. "Rowing takes a versatile athlete," she
said. "You have to be able to work together
with others like you do in no other sport.
Everybody has to put out full blast and con-
centrate on the task at hand. It teaches you
to work through frustration and gives you
courage and inner drive.

"I have friends all over the country whom
I've rowed with," Ohme said. "The closeness
I have with those people comes from the
struggles we went through as a team. It's not
like soccer or any other team sport. The boat
moves when the team works as one. I think
it teaches a great deal about life."

Central College of Iowa edged the College of St. Thomas

3 -2 in the finals of the NCAA Division III West Regional Soft-
ball Tournament two weeks ago. It was the third time in the
last four years that Coach Steve Williams' team just missed
winning the championship. The Tommies were runners -up
in the regional tourneys of 1985 and '86 as well.
