Turnout, voter discontent cited

35,000 - home delivered

Local pots reflect on 1 -R victories

The Independent- Republi-
can sweep in the November
7th general election has
been attributed by local
political figures to the par-
ty's success in getting out
the vote and its fielding of
an attractive slate of candi-
dates at the top of the
ticket. The I -R party swept
both U.S. Senate seats and
the governorship, and took
32 seats in the Minnesota
House of Representatives
from the DFL.

John Sullivan, a Univer-
sity of Minnesota political
science professor who
worked on DFLer Dick
Cohen's unsuccessful bid
for re- election to the
District 63B House seat,
said the polls he took indi-
cated the Independent -
Republicans were very well
organized.

"The last poll we con-
ducted showed Dick ahead
of John Drew 46 percent to
27 percent, with the rest
undecided," Sullivan said.
"But once you started look-
ing at the figures closely,
you found that almost all
the people favoring the Re-
publicans were likely to go
to the polls. The ones not
likely to vote usually fa-
vored Cohen if they had a
preference.

"The Republicans really
got out their vote," Sullivan
continued. "They had
strong candidates at the top
of the ticket which brought
their members out in
droves. Independent voters
were drawn to the I -R can-
didates by at least a 60 to
40 percent margin. Then,
too, you had a lot of dissat-
isfied DFL voters who
either stayed home or voted
for one or more of the top
Republican candidates."

Two years ago, Cohen
scored a minor upset when
he defeated I -R candidate
Rosemary McNeely by
7,864 to 6,924 for a seat
which is traditionally held
by the Republicans. This
year Drew defeated Cohen
7,182 to 5,909.

"In this district, the Re-
publicans have a very solid
block of voters which is
hard to overcome," Sullivan
said. "I think we would
have done better if we had
turned our vote out, but I
can't say that the result
would have been any dif-
ferent."

Drew said the strong I -R
showing took everyone in
the party by surprise. "I

don't think we expected to
pick up more than 15 House
seats at the most," he said.

Drew had a chance to
meet his fellow freshmen
legislators at a recent I -R
House caucus, whose mem-
bership is now almost even-
ly split between returning
members and candidates
elected for the first time.
"They sounded like win-
ners," Drew said.

Drew talked about the
amount of work required of
a candidate who would try
to unseat an incumbent. "I
went door -to -door and met
as many people as I could,"
he said. "I think I talked to
8,000 or 9,000 people dur-
ing the campaign. I tried to
hit everyone, even if they
had a sign for my opponent
in their front yard."

Drew felt Cohen was
especially vulnerable on
two issues which had had
an impact on the district.
"Cohen's support of the pay
raise for legislators cost
him support," Drew said.
"He also had trouble with
his vote to reduce the pen-
sion minimum from eight to
six years."

Ron Sieloff, I -R incum-
bent senator from District
63 who was not up for elec-
tion this year, now ranks as
the elder I -R statesman
among St. Paul legislators.
Of the 18 St. Paul House
and Senate contests de-
cided in 1976, Sieloff was
the only I -R winner.

"It's difficult to read the
results of this election," he
said. "We had a better than
average turnout in District
63B, compared with the
state average and past
years. Since a large vote
usually favors the DFL, it
would follow that if the vote
had been smaller, John
Drew's margin would have
been larger.

"I don't know if that real-
ly would have happened,"
he said. "I know that John
was a good candidate and
that many who voted DFL
two years ago backed him
this time around." Sieloff
also said the DFL suffered
from an image of arrogance
which hurt the party in the
legislative races this year.

Ann Wynia, successful
incumbent DFL legislator
from District 62A, was "one
of the fortunate ones to sur-
vive." Her margin over
Cathy Healy, her I -R oppo-
nent, was about 900 votes,
compared to about 3,500

votes when she ran for the
first time in 1976.

"The Republicans fielded
the best slate of candidates
in years," Wynia said.
"They gave their people lots
of reasons to come out and
vote. The figures indicate a
very high turnout among Re-
publican voters.

"We didn't get together
on the candidates," Wynia
continued. "A lot of our
people felt disillusioned by
the defeat of Don Fraser in
the primary. I felt bad by
the way Perpich was af-
fected by the Great Lakes
investigation," she said in
reference to an audit con-
cerning alleged misuse of
funds in the Anderson ad-
ministration. "I thought
Perpich was blameless in
this, but he suffered along
with the rest."

Another DFL survivor
was Ray Faricy, incumbent
legislator in District 63A
who won by about 2,800
votes, considerably less
than his margin of 6,300
votes in 1976. Faricy ex-
plained the decrease was
primarily due to Republi-
cans returning to the fold

after putting Watergate to
rest.

"I think in this state there
was just a feeling of dissat-
isfaction with the way
things were being done,"
Faricy said. "The people
thought someone else
should have a try at it.

"In my door -knocking, I
found a lot of people were
uncomfortable with Bob
Short as a candidate for the
Senate," he said. "In the
Anderson -Boschwitz race, I
could tell Anderson was in
trouble with his self -
appointment and the Great
Lakes problem. I think his
poor attendance record in
the Senate also hurt him.

"I was surprised with the
Perpich race," Faricy con-
tinued. "I received bad sig-
nals on Anderson and
Short, but not on Perpich.
He just got caught in the
general sweep of things."

Probably the biggest elec-
tion surprise in St. Paul was
the victory of I -R candidate
Mike Fritz over DFL incum-
bent Walter Hanson in
District 62B. Fritz, a former
DFLer who left "because I

I -R victories (from page 1)
no longer felt I could sup-
port the party morally or
fiscally," won 5,487 to
5,305. Two years ago Han-
son won by 5,000 votes.

"Wally is really a well -
liked fellow," said Fritz. "I
think he just became too
much a part of the DFL
power structure in the legis-
lature. When we brought up
the increase in state gov-
ernment spending, he could-
n't say he did much to stop
it because he was on the ap-
propriations committee."

Fritz said feeling also ran
high in his area about the
attempt of the state to put a
Job Corps center on the
former Bethel College cam-
pus. "They just thought that
because they were the DFL
and in charge, they could
just put it in without taking
into account the feelings of
the local residents," he
said.

Fritz said he felt he had a
good chance of winning be-
cause the party index show-

ed the district is tradition-
ally 47 percent I -R and 53
percent DFL. "We just went
into the strong Republican
areas and worked for our
vote," he said. "Some
people told us it was the
first time they saw a Repub-
lican candidate in their
neighborhood."

Bob Barry, 4th District
I -R chairman, was one of
many who turned up at the
Registry Hotel on election
night to celebrate the par-
ty's victory. It was the first
time since 1966 that the
statewide Republican elec-
tion night rally had been
anything but a disaster.

"In recent years, the
Independent -Republican
party has been hard -
pressed to find credible
candidates to run for the
legislature or for city coun-
cil seats," Barry said. "For
us in the 4th District, this
year's victory will make it
easier for us to raise money
and find those candidates."
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Women in trouble `develop
coping skills' at Tri -House

A two- foot -high, purple
and lavender stuffed pig
greets the guest at the door
of Tri- House, a temporary
refuge for women in trouble
located in the Fairview -
Marshall area. Children
must live here.

But is this a safe place for
children? Aren't women's
refugees under constant
siege, harassed by threats
of physical violence?

Tri -House director Judith
Shimek, blonde and cap-
able, escorts the visitor into
her apartment- office and
takes pains to set the record
straight.

"We take women who
are being abused, who are
facing eviction or exclusion,
or who have no money and
no place to go -very much
emergency situations," she
said.

"But we don't take
women who are being pur-
sued. Women's Advocates
and the Harriet Tubman
Center are equipped to
handle that kind of situa-
tion. What we get here is
the 'get lost and take the
kids, I don't want to see you
again' thing."

Shimek said that after
Tri -House opened its doors
three years ago, it didn't
take long before staff mem-
bers realized that most
women who needed tempor-
ary homes had at least one
child in tow.

"All of a sudden here
were statistics that said we
shelter more children than
women," she said.

(Her comments were
punctuated by the patter -
rather, the thudding -of im-
possibly heavy children's
feet in the apartment over-
head. Otherwise, the facili-
ty seemed empty that morn-
ing.)

At times, such as the end
of the month when eviction
notices are served, Tri-
House is filled to capacity
and people find themselves
sleeping on mattresses on
the floor. The facility has
room for a total of 25 people
in an apartment house and
duplex.

Ramsey County and other
organizations refer women
at the rate of 80 cases a
month. But according to
Shimek, they manage.

"We help the women ex-
plore the best alternative
for them," she said. "If they

can stay with friends or
relatives, that would be bet-
ter for them and we en-
courage it."

Tri -House will give help
to single or married women,
with or without children,
while they help rebuild
their lives. Services include
a bit of counseling, inter-
ceding with the welfare and
housing departments,
friendship, and autonomy.

Women who have gone to
Tri -House tend to be in their
early 205, Shimek said.
Many are disillusioned
buyers of a happy home -life
myth that has shattered,
and find themselves low on
what Shimek calls "coping
skills."

They tend to be nice -
and passive. Sometimes a
woman will speak disparag-
ingly of the man whom she
feels victimized her. The
staff will then try to con-
vince her of the futility of
man -hating.

"We don't hate men, al-
though the men involved in
these cases sometimes ac-
cuse us of that," Shimek
said.

Women at Tri -House are
assessed $5.00 a day or
$140 a month to cover
costs, plus food. But those
on Aid to Families with De-
pendent Children (AFDC)
qualify for county assist-
ance.

Ramsey County will pay
for a two -month stay at Tri-
House for women on wel-
fare. If this help were not
available, Shimek points
out, the women might wind
up "on the street" again,
without a chance to save up
money for security deposits
and the first month's rent in
an apartment.

Or Tri -House would lose
money. Without county aid,
the service had a default
rate of over 50 percent,
Shimek said.

Women who "graduate"
from Tri -House sometimes
come back -either as visi-
tors, who tell minor success
stories of new -found inde-
pendence, or as repeaters
who have relapsed into
situations where they are
again victims.

But not too many, which
Shimek takes as a good sign.
"That says to me that
they've learned some new
coping skills from before,"
she said.

First off, Rick Myerburg
would like to make this per-
fectly clear: he and his wife
Kathy do not stock R. Sykes,
their new kitchen -to -table
shop at 2014 Ford Parkway,
with the likes of Corning -
ware, hot -dog cookers or
Waring blenders.

"I'm not a hardware
store. I am not into carrying
what everyone else has,"
Myerburg said.

Secondly, he wants
people to know his is a "ser-
vice" store. "I have a $10
wine glass and a 60 -cent
wine glass. They're both on
the same shelf. Our mer-
chandise falls into three
categories: good, better
best."

And finally, shuddering
at the epithet "gourmet
shop" which to him con-
notes a sort of kitchen snob-
bery, Myerburg would
prefer to say only that he
caters to people who pre-
pare and appreciate good
food.

To him, cooking is merely
"a performing art."

A performing art whose
instruments may be a sterl-
ing silver -lined copper pot
used in concert with a
wooden spoon. A German -
made knife to slice vege-
tables on a wood -parquet
cutting board. Or even a
gingerbread -man cookie
cutter.

From the black, track -
lighted ceiling to the wood
floor, the atmosphere of R.
Sykes (Sykes is his middle
name) is contemporary and
innovative. A shopper who

normally sticks to meat -and-
potatoes cooking might be
able to identify such utili-
tarian items as tableware,
pots and kettles -but
what's that steel gadget up
on that shelf with the
rollers and the crank?

In this case, it's a noodle -
maker for the person who
wants to prepare his
spaghetti from scratch.

Of course it is.
It becomes apparent that

Myerburg believes food
preparation can actually
mean more to people than
just a skill necessary to sur-
vive.

Until October he worked
at Donaldson's, where for
three years he was a house-
wares merchandiser for the
local stores and was
responsible for $13 million
in sales. His total sales ex-
perience spans a decade.

Myerburg said he looks
forward to the indepen-
dence and flexibility that
will be his at R. Sykes. He
notes proudly that he hired
his own architects, interior
designers and personnel,
and that he and his wife can
lay their own plans for the
shop, one of which is a
series of cooking classes
tentatively scheduled to
start next spring.

He also expresses total
satisfaction with his
Highland Park location.
"For two years I knew I
wanted to have my shop
right here, in fact right in
this bank of stores," he
said.

"Time marches on," as they used to say -way back
when that rather well -known mag carried a weekly news
show on the radio. The last time we went to press, we still
didn't know what this year's election might bring. Now we
not only know the results ... we're almost all up to here in
analysis and post -mortems. What's more, Durenberger is
already sworn in as a senator; Quie has probably given his
departure notice, too, on that house he rented in Blooming-
ton; and Boschwitz won't have to look around for any new
business worlds to conque r.

All of the top three Republican candidates wound up
with about 150,000 bigger margin that I might have fig-
ured. But of course I, too, have come to rely too much on
those fallible polls. At least they got to be quite fallible,
after the "Star -Trib Boys" attempted to apply "true poll-
ing science" to the figures they received from their
Phoenix research people.

Oh sure, I could make endorsements, but
out here among the once elm -lined avenues of Highland I
can't presume to know all the inside guff and stuff on all
our public officials. I do a lot of reading... but so do most
of you. And, as far as I'm concerned, you people did all
right this time around, without any great big assist from
me.

In honesty, though, I did have quite a bit to go on in ap-
praising the chances of Dave Durenberger ...since I've
known him and his parents for many years. George, of
course, was the long -time, highly- respected athletic direc-
tor at St. John's University. I remember Dave when he was
still in the Johnny prep school, at a time when I was in-
volved in alumni and development activities at the Univer-
sity. Later, in the very early 60's, I had occasion to work
with Dave and Harold LeVander on some projects for the
rural electric coops, well before I ever suspected they
were headed for the State Capitol; was a guest at his (first)
wedding; and saw enough of him in the intervening years to
recognize his political potential once he made the decision
to go ... and once enough people had an opportunity to get
to know him better. It all finally fell into place for him, and
I, for one, feel we'll all be benefitting for a long time in
terms of public service from a truly dedicated guy.

I can't tell you as much about Rudy Boschwitz ... except
that, in 1964, I bought some nice paneling from him in
north Minneapolis before he had been in business a full
year. And he got on the phone personally to take good care
of me when I ran short, telling me where the stuff was
made so I could pick up more. No doubt he'll try to provide
that same kind of service to his new constituents.

Al Quie? Met him once when he was still a state senator.
What I recall is that he had about the firmest, strongest
handshake I ever encountered ..darn near ruined me.
Gee whiz, don't they use milk machines down there on his
Dennison farm?

But lest you think this mugwump knows and votes for
only Republicans, I would hasten to add that, had I made
endorsements across the board, there would also have
been some Democrats on the list. That might surprise a
few people -like those who've asked me if I'll criticize the
I -R incumbents, too, if it develops they goof up the works.
Of course, I will. Up to now, there hasn't been much of an
opportunity! And if I don't do it well enough, tell me about
it or put it down on paper ...we'll be happy to put it in
print.

It hardly seems possible that the stadium decision will
have to be made ere another Villager issue goes to press.
Has it really been that long since I tried to make sport of
those damnable Minneapolis efforts with a parodic spoof
entitled "There Is Nothing Like a Dome "? Now, as
December 1 approaches, the political pressures from. the
Mill City powers- that -be are so strong that many people
have already conceded to that seemingly irresistible force.

If Dan Brutger and his committee can truly withstand
all that pressure, and come up with a more sensible solu-
tion, I would back them for any assignment .like maybe
convince George Meany he ought to go with Carter's
guidelines. My hat is off to Joe Soucheray of the Tribune
and Bob Fowler of the Star for calling it like it is, in spite
of the boss's (John Cowles) promised contribution of near-
ly five million smackers to make it a reality.

This corner is still rooting for a refurbished Met with a
separate, open facility for football and soccer. Íf that isn't
the best way to go. I'll have to be shown. In fact, all of these
high -capacity stadia could easily become obsolete in a
number of years. Can't you just see what pay TV could do
to the large sports crowds we have oday?

* * * **

But if the downtown interests in Minneapolis want their
latter -day white elephant, maybe we ought to come up
with some ways for them to get it. How about an arrange-
ment like this:
1) When the 2% Metro-wide liquor tax expires in 1980,
we convert it to a 10% tax in Minneapolis only, 15% to
those liquor outlets within a two-mile radius,
2) Minneapolis business interests agree to underwrite all
losses on the stadium for a period of 30 years, the same
guarantee -time being requested from the sports fran-
chises involved.
3) Cost over -runs on the stadium to be apportioned to all
those who contributed land or money for the project, in
the same general proportions.
4) St. Paul to relinquish its rights to the People -Mover in
favor of Minneapolis, so that people going to the stadium
will have some way to get there. Local c' +st portion, of
course, to be borne by Minneapolis taxpayc os. The People
Mover would be designed to weave in an.i out, close to
every conceivable parking lot within a two -mile radius.
5) A 15% tax on all ramps and parking lot revenues,
payable if the facilty is within 600 feet of a People -Mover
stop or station.
6) A dunk tank to be provided under the stands of the
stadium for half -time entertainment. Subjected to the
dunking process on a mandatory scheduled rotation,
would be all legislators who got Minneaiolis into this
sorry situation with a pro-stadium vote, all members of the
Commission itself, and all principals of contributing firms
who will have helped to make this great big tax- payer's
albatross a concrete reality. Franchise owners and gen-
eral managers included -no proxies permitted.

k * * **

Given circumstances akin to those hastily outlined
above, I would still have reservations. But if the desire for
a dome burned that brightly, who could long deny the
downtown "devils" their due?

I sincerely hope our Villager readers in South Min-
neapolis don't get the feeling this corner is trying to stick
it to them. Most likely they're just as disinclined to pay
through the nose for "weather- proofing" as are the resi-
dents of St. Paul and the rest of the metro area. In the
meantime, back in our own neighborhoods we're trying to
save a few dollars by closing schools.

* * * **

Now it may be true that some of ai:r elementary schools
are smaller than "ideal" for proper programming. Not too
small though, I trust, for good grounding in all the basics of
education. But when it comes to saving money, it pays to
look at both the short run and the long rut.

More than anything else, I've been surprised by how
little seems to be saved by closing ';,>-ue of 'these neighbor-
hood schools. And what of future trends? Will we always
have such a low birth rate? Will more young families be
moving back to the inner city':' Would even more young
parents be inclined to do so, if the could lie sure of good
elementary schools nearby?

Talking
out of

school
by Bill Rosenbloom & Carl Nelson

TRAVELING TROPHY
This week's Talking Out of School Traveling Trophy, the
"We Told You So Award," isn't traveling anywhere. In-
stead, it stays put and goes to Carl Nelson and Bill Rosen-
bloom for their October 26, 1977 Talking Out of School col-
umn which discussed the St. Paul public school administra-
tion's proposal for the expansion of Ramsey Junior High
School.

In that column, Rosenbloom and Nelson addressed the
school district's plans to spend up to $1,000,000 on the pro-
ject, which included the addition of a new gym, an Instruc-
tional Materials Center, and, an elevator for the handi-
capped. The -two then went on to speculate as to whether,
as rumor had it, these planned improvements were part of
a "secret administrative plan" that had already deter-
mined which schools would be kept open and which would
be closed in the face of a rapidly declining school -age
population.

The conclusion Rosenbloom and Nelson reached was
that there was no plan, secret or otherwise, and that the
renovation of Ramsey was just another example of the
"seat of the pants" planning typical of the St. Paul public
school administration.

Well, the proof is now in.
Work is expected to be complete by the end of December

on Ramsey's expansion project, a $950,000 effort that
began eight years ago when representatives from the stu-
dent body, faculty, parents and the surrounding neighbor-
hoods first met to plan the new facility. But even as the
work winds down, the district -wide Citizens Long -Range
Planning Advisory Committee has recommended closing
Ramsey at the end of the current school year.

Now, we're pretty sure that if the school administration
had had a plan, it would have seen fit to inform those on its
advisory committee of it before they expended all that
energy deciding which schools in the district would be
recommended for closing. (Please note that Talking Out of
School is not supporting the citizens committee recommen-
dation. For blanket school closings, we feel more time is
needed to find thoughtful solutions to the problems caused
by declining enrollments.)

So, you end up with a waste of a lot of time and effort
should Ramsey remain open, and a waste of nearly $1
million should Ramsey close. Either way it's an expensive
price to pay for a lack of basic planning.

WHAT'S GOOD?
Planned improvements to the Horace Mann School play-

ground and the perseverance of those who have helped it
happen, says Mann Principal Ken Galatowitsch.

The present playground has at least three general defi-
ciencies:

1. In the spring, it becomes Minnesota's 10,001st lake,
complete with ducks.

2. The playground equipment is limited, some of it even
undesirable.

3. There is danger in the undivided toddlers' play area
and the softball field. (The playground is used by nearby
residents for both purposes.)

These deficiencies will be corrected by implementing a
design which followed class work by students at Mann in
1975. "What's Good" salutes the work of the teachers who
led this effort, Bob Kirk who originally got the community
interested in the project, Ken Gulatowitsch who has kept
the plan alive over the years, Michael Edison who last
spring provided the leadership for a new effort to get the
project implemented, and Carol Detamers and other PTA
members who worked to obtain administrative and school
board support. (In fact, the PTA has agreed to raise the
money necessary for new equipment.)

There won't be ducks swimming in Mann playground's
pond come the spring of 1980. But the neighborhood and
the school will have a facility they can rightly be proud of.

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Thinking small led to big plans
for two friends' miniature shop

Marjorie Lanahan never
expected to find herself
building dollhouses after
her children grew up. and
she balked when Bea Hus-
nik, a friend of 23 years, in-
sisted on shopping for wall-
paper for her own dollhouse
last winter.

"I said I didn't care about
silly dollhouses, but that
was the day I got hooked,"
Lanahan said. She bought
her first dollhouse then, and
another within the month.

Then she had to contend
with her husband's teasing.
"Al thought dollhouses
were for young girls and
senile old ladies," Lanahan
said. She later learned that
miniatures are the second -
largest hobby in America
(train sets are first).

Now the two old friends
are collaborating on a joint
venture: a shop called Fan-
tasy World of Miniatures
and Dollhouses, which
opened in September in Dia-
mond Jim's Mall, 801 Sibley
Memorial Highway.

Both Lanahan's and Hus-
nik's families helped them
set up the shop. According
to Lanahan, family coopera-
tion resulted -at least in
part -from both husbands'
realizations that miniatures
and dollhouses are indeed
popular. Her husband
stopped laughing, she said,
when the two couples trav-
eled to a miniature sup-
pliers' and dealers' conven-
tion attended by hundreds
of businesses.

Anything that can be
found in a real house can be
tracked down to furnish a
miniature house, with a
typical scale of one inch to
one foot. Miniatures can be
bought in kits or completely
finished.

According to Lanahan,
miniature construction is
done in basically the same
way as that of regular -size
houses and furniture, ex-
cept one uses tweezers and
glue instead of hammers
and nails. Chairs, for exam-
ple, are built rung by rung
from pieces of wood smaller
than a toothpick.

Because of the delicacy
of such construction, simple
directions are essential. But
at first the partners could
find only kits with the most
technically- worded direc-
tions, suited only to experi-
enced craftsmen.

Now they've learned
some techniques from
scratch and have located
suppliers of building kits
with easily understood in-
structions.

Insure your investment in green

Extension service offers some
suggestions for sapling survival

Having dug deep -into
the ground as well as the
pockets -to replace their
felled elms, many Highland
area residents may appreci-
ate the following timely sug-
gestions from the Ramsey
County Extension Service
on how to protect their in-
vestment in green.

As the ground freezes
this fall, all new plants
should be watered thor-
oughly to insure a ready
supply of moisture around
the root system. This
lessens the stress trees and
shrubs are under during the
winter when there is little
additional available water.

The trunks of newly
planted trees and young,
thin -barked trees (such as
the cherry, crabapple,
honey locust, linden, maple,
mountain ash and plum)
should be wrapped to pre-
vent sun -scald. Sun -scald
normally occurs in late
winter on the southwest
side of the main trunk and

large branches. Because of
alternating winter tempera-
tures, the bark often dries
and splits. Wood -rotting
fungi then enter and may
seriously weaken or even
kill the tree.

To protect your trees
from sun -scald, shade the
southwest side of the main
trunk. Using tree -wrap
paper, start at the base of
the tree and wrap upwards,
overlapping about halfway
and stopping just above the
first set of branches.
Secure the wrap with tape
or twine -never with wire.

Newly planted trees
should be wrapped for at
least two winters, and thin -
barked species for up to
five winters or more. Other
materials you may use are
strips of cloth to reflect the
sun's heat. Painting the
trunk with white latex will
also help reduce sun -scald.

You can prevent winter
browning of evergreens by
constructing a barrier of
burlap or other such ma-
terial on the south and west
sides of the tree. If injury
has been severe in past
years, a barrier may be
placed around the whole
plant. though the top should
be left open to allow some
light and air to penetrate.
Smaller evergreens can be
protected by propping pine
boughs or Christmas tree
greens against or over the
plants.

Planting holes of new
trees should be checked for
cracks. Fill any cracks with
soil, and mulch with two to
six inches of wood chips or
similar material to prevent

root damage. Check stake
and guy wire tightness
periodically to prevent fur-
ther cracking.

Repeated freezing and
thawing in the spring
causes soil to expand and
contract, which can result
in heaving shrubs and sap-
lings out of the ground. A
two- to six -inch layer of
mulch will prevent heaving
by maintaining a more con-
stant soil temperature.

Snow and ice damage to
multi -leader evergreens or
clump trees can be pre-
vented by tying the main
leaders, or trunks, together
with strips of carpet, strong
cloth or nylon stockings.

Trees can be protected
from rodent damage by
placing a cylinder of
1/2-inch mesh hardware
cloth around the trunk. The
cylinder should extend two
to three inches below the
ground -line for mice and 18
to 24 inches above the an-
ticipated snow -line for rab-
bits.

The hardware cloth can
be left on year -round, but it
should be larger than the
trunk to allow for growth.
For small trees, plastic tree
protectors are also effec-
tive. You can protect shrub
beds from rabbits by using
chicken wire.

Employing any or all of
the above suggestions won't
guarantee the survival of
your saplings, but a few
hours spent this fall helping
them prepare for the com-
ing winter can go a long
way in improving the odds
that they'll still be around
next spring.
