Fourth-generation business 
preserves family name

As a child, not everyone has 
an idea of  what they will be 
when they grow up.

But for Lawrence County 
resident Andrew Morici, his 
calling in life was crystal clear.

Andrew is a father, a foot-
ball coach at Shenango High 
School and the owner of  City 
Glass Co., a family-owned 
business that’s been serving 
the community since 1949.

As a child, Andrew said he 
spent many summers at the 
local business on New Castle’s 
East side, which has been in 
his family for four genera-
tions.

“Back when my great-grand-
father started, they used to 
sell mufflers,” Andrew said. 
“Whenever my dad and uncle 
took over, they stopped selling 
mufflers and started buying 
glass.”

“The other day we were 
(installing) a commercial 
storefront in the morning and 

working on a 1970 Chevelle in 
the afternoon. You never get 
sick of  one thing, it’s always 
something new,” he continued. 
“One thing that’s good about 
this business is that glass 
always breaks.”

City Glass specializes in a 
variety of  services including 
commercial glazing, residen-
tial glass repair, auto glass, 
and custom glass pieces.

Before Andrew took over the 
business, he worked full-time 
alongside his late father, Mat-
thew, and his uncle Michael 
since 2013. After Michael’s 
retirement was announced 
in May of  last year, Andrew 
became the sole owner of  City 
Glass.

“I always felt like it was a 
responsibility to keep the fam-
ily business going. I was never 
forced into it, my dad gave 
me options, but it was always 
something I wanted to do.”

Hankering for Mexican food?
In Lawrence County, one of  

the easiest places to get Mex-
ican food is along West State 
Street in Union Township.

Within only a few miles from 
each other is a local restaurant 
staple of  the community, plus 
two — and soon-to-be three — 
chain restaurants.

Going along West State 
Street is Los Amigos Family 
Restaurant & Bar at 2017 W. 
State St.

Up the hill and past Union 
Square, there is Hot Head Bur-
ritos at 2724 W. State St., which 
opened in January 2018, and 
Taco Bell at 2621 W. State St., 
which recently opened.

Taco Bell will have an open 
house and ribbon-cutting event 
from 2 to 3 p.m. April 5.

In addition, a Chipotle is 
under construction at 2541 W. 
State St., the site of  the for-
mer King’s Family Restaurant 
which closed in 2022.

Chipotle communications 
representative Annie Grading-
er said the restaurant is sched-
uled to open in the summer.

Visit Lawrence County 
Executive Director Janet Falot-
ico said both the county and 
township residents have taken 
notice of  the close proximity of  
the restaurants.

However, she feels it is a 
good thing to have a variety of  
different options for residents 
and visitors to choose from.

“Everybody has their own 
preference,” Falotico said. “All 
have their own favorites.”

Falotico said residents can 
choose to support local, fam-
ily-run businesses like Los 
Amigos, and the small chain 
of  El Canelo restaurants in the 
county, for a sit-down family 
experience, or support the 
national chains.

“Choice is always good,”

Constantinos “Deno” Neo-
fotistos believes for a new 
restaurant to be successful, 
it has to offer something dif-
ferent.

That’s why he’s banking on 
his family’s new restaurant 
in New Wilmington — Theo’s 
Creperie.

The restaurant, which held 
its grand opening on March 
4, is located at 147 S. Market 
St. and open from 6:30 a.m. 
to 3 p.m. Monday through 
Saturday.

The restaurant’s specialty 
is the French delicacy.

“One of  the things I love 
is trying new things,” Neo-
fotistos said. “I am a big fan 
of  crepes. It’s a very simple 
recipe.”

Theo’s Creperie is 
co-owned by Neofotistos, 
who owns Main Street Diner 
in Grove City, which opened 
in 1996, and his sister Kal-
lioppi “Dee Dee” Gentis, the 
owner of  Bakluva in New 
Wilmington, which opened 
in 2023.

Gentis said a crepe is 
essentially a “flat pancake” 
with a soft center and crispy 
ends that has five basic 

ingredients — flour, milk, 
eggs, water and salt.

The restaurant will have 
both sweet and savory 
crepes.

The sweet include:
•Paris — with butter, 

brown sugar, cinnamon, 
lemon juice and powdered 
sugar

•Bella Nutella — with 
Nutella hazelnut spread and 
bananas and powdered sugar

•Olivia — with chocolate 
and strawberries with pow-
dered sugar and chocolate
