dom. During this time,
ceremonies honoring those brave men
and women who gave their lives for our
freedoms are conducted at veterans’ cem-
eteries across the country.

There are flowers, flags, parades, but
have you ever noticed coins on military
headstones? If so, do you wonder what
they mean?

What Is The Meaning Of
Coins On Headstones?

Placing a coin on headstones of a ser-
vice member or veteran is a show of re-
spect and honor, as well as letting the de-
ceased service member’s family know
someone was there, but the denomination
of the coins each has a distinct and signif-
icant meaning.

Where Did This Tradition
Come From?

According to an article by the Depart-
ment of Military Affairs, the custom of
leaving coins with the deceased can be
traced back to the Roman Empire. Coins
were placed into the mouth of fallen sol-
diers to pay for passage and protection
across the River Styx, which separates
the world of the living from the world
of the dead. In Navy mythology, coins
were placed under the mast of a ship to
pay the “ferryman” for safe transport to
the afterlife in the event sailors died at
sea.

The custom gained popularity in the
U.S. during the Vietnam War as a way
to honor the fallen during a time of up-
heaval and political divide over a con-
troversial war. The coins were a way to
quietly honor service members and com-
municate a message of respect for fami-
ly members.

Honoring Our Heroes

Leaving coins on military headstones
and veterans’ graves is a kind and appre-
ciated gesture, but what generally hap-
pens with them after time is also signif-
icant and special. The coins are usually
collected and used for upkeep of the cem-
etery or to help pay for burial costs for
homeless veterans.

While visiting military graves this Me-

morial Day (or any other day), why not
bring some pocket change as a simple
symbol of respect to those who gave so
much? It’s a small gesture that could mean
a lot to the loved ones of these late heroes.

5 Other Ways To Honor The
Fallen This Memorial Day

- Attend an event or parade: Communi-
ties across the nation organize events and
parades to honor those who made the ulti-
mate sacrifice. Join a local event or attend
a parade to show respect and let the fam-
ilies of the fallen know their loved one is
not forgotten.

« Fly the U.S. flag. If you haven’t al-
ready, put out the flag as a symbol of patri-

otism. According to the VA, on Memorial
Day, the flag should be flown at half-staff
from sunrise until noon, then raised to the
top of the staff until sunset.

» Wear or display a red poppy. The col-
orful flower is a symbol of remembrance
that dates back to World War I. The tradi-
tion got its start thanks to a poem by WWI
brigade surgeon John McCrae. Veterans
of Foreign Wars conducted its first nation-
wide poppy distribution ahead of Memori-
al Day in 1922, a tradition that continues
today.

» Post a Tribute: Honor a late veteran
you know by posting a tribute to the Vet-
erans Legacy Memorial.

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TurE History OF ‘TApS’

he creation of our country’s most revered bugle call

has been credited for many years to General Daniel

Butterfield, commander of the Third Brigade, First

Division, Fifth Army Corps of the Army of the Poto-
mac during the Civil War.

It was believed that the general wrote the call in July 1862
while his brigade was camped in Confederate territory at
Harrison’s Landing on the banks of the James River in Vir-
ginia following the Seven Days Battle. Brigade bugler, Oliver
W. Norton, first sounded the call there.

Years later, in 1898, Norton wrote about the creation and
premiére of “Taps.” He claimed that General Butterfield
showed him some notes on a staff written in pencil on the
back of an envelope and asked him to play them. General
Butterfield made some revisions to the music and instruct-
ed Norton to sound this call in place of “Lights Out” that eve-
ning.

General Butterfield wrote in response to this that Nor-
ton’s recollection was generally correct. He stated that he
was knowledgeable of military bugle calls and could sound
them himself. “Lights Out” did not seem as smooth, melodi-
ous, and musical as it should be, so he called upon some one
who could write music to make the changes in the call (he
claimed to be unable to read or write music).

Recently scholars have discovered that General Butter-
field did not compose this new call but revised an earlier call
with which he was familiar. The origin of that call which the
General gave to Norton was found in an early version of “Tat-
too” and was published in at least three drill and tactics man-
uals: the Winfield Scott manual of 1835, the Samuel Cooper
manual of 1836, and the William Gilham manual of 1861.

The last five measures of the version of “Tattoo” very close-
ly resemble the current day “Taps.” Undoubtedly, General
Butterfield was remembering this earlier call he had learned
from his previous training as a regimental commander. He
made revisions to it to suit him and had Norton sound the
call. The new call spread quickly to other units in both the
Union and Confederate armies. It began to be used for funeral
ceremonies almost immediately, but it was not until 1891 that
U.S. Army drill regulations made it mandatory for funerals.

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9 FASCINATING FACTS ABOUT
ARLINGTON NATIONAL CEMETERY

he final resting place

for thousands of Ameri-

can active-duty service

members, veterans and
their families, Arlington National
Cemetery is one of the most mov-
ing, memorable sights for visitors
to the capital region.

Its rolling, forested hills lie just
across the Potomac River from
Washington, D.C., with the Lincoln
Memorial and Arlington House
(The Robert E. Lee Memorial) in
view on the north and south ends
of Memorial Bridge.

Following are answers to ques-
tions that visitors frequently ask
about the cemetery.

1. Who is buried at Arlington
National Cemetery?

More than 400,000 people are
laid to rest at the cemetery’s roll-
ing hills, including those who
fought in the Civil War, all joined
by the tie of service to the Unit-
ed States. Veterans and their el-
igible family members rest with
dignity and honor, a reminder of
the service, sacrifice and valor of
those who defended and protected
freedom. Active, retired and for-
mer members of the armed forc-
es, Medal of Honor recipients,
high-ranking federal government
officials and their dependents are
among those who have been hon-
ored this way.

2. What is the columned mansion
at the top of the hill in the cemetery?

Arlington House, the Robert E.
Lee Memorial, was General Robert
E. Lee’s home until the beginning
of the U.S. Civil War, when Lee va-
cated the estate. First owned by
George Washington Parke Custis,
adopted grandson of George Wash-
ington, Arlington House later was
inherited by Mary Anna Randolph
Custis, who married Robert E. Lee.

As area cemeteries filled to ca-
pacity in 1864, the Union Army
began burying soldiers along the
northern border of the Arlington
estate. Later, in hopes of prevent-
ing the Lees from resuming control

over the mansion, the Army placed
graves as close to the mansion as
possible, including in Mrs. Lee’s
rose garden, to make the house un-
inhabitable.

3. Are funerals still conducted
at Arlington National Cemetery?

As you walk through the ceme-
tery, you may hear the firing of ri-
fle volleys in the distance or see a
flag-draped casket atop a horse-
drawn caisson. A lone bugler plays
Taps.

As many as 27 to 30 services oc-
cur each weekday and four to five
on Saturdays fulfilling the ceme-
tery’s primary mission, and vis-
itors are required to observe fed-
eral regulations on decorum and
decency. Posted signs that say “Si-
lence and respect” surround the
Tomb of the Unknown Soldier. Fu-
neral services are generally held
daily, except Sundays and federal
holidays, 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. and Satur-
days9a.m.to2p.m.

4. Are the flags always
at half-staff in the cemetery?

The flags in Arlington Nation-
al Cemetery are flown at half-staff
from a half hour before the first fu-
neral until a half hour after the last
funeral each service.

Only two flagpoles are located
in Arlington National Cemetery.
The Woodhull flagpole rises 90 feet
above the south lawn of the Memo-
rial Amphitheater near the Tomb
of the Unknown Soldier, and the
other stands in front of Arlington
House. Individuals can request a
flag to be flown over the Tomb of
the Unknown Soldier.

5. What is the Tomb
of the Unknown Soldier?

Even if two feet of snow hits the
Washington, D.C. area or tempera-
tures rise above 100 degrees, senti-
nels from the 3rd U.S. Infantry Reg-
iment (The Old Guard) stay outside
no matter what. Their job is to
guard the Tomb of the Unknown
Soldier 24 hours a day, every day
of the year, in any weather, in full

dress uniform with an M-14 rifle.
They march for 21 paces in front of
the tomb, face north to stand at at-
tention for 21 seconds, then march
21 paces back.

The Tomb of the Unknown Sol-
dier is a memorial to the dead of
World War I, World War II, the Ko-
rean War and the Vietham War. In-
scribed on it are the words, “Here
rests in honored glory an Ameri-
can soldier known but to God.”

6. When is the Changing
of the Guard?

Sentinels at the Tomb of the Un-
known Soldier, who are required
to memorize seven pages of cem-
etery history in their trial phase
and recite it verbatim before earn-
ing their post, conduct the Chang-
ing of the Guard once each hour
on the hour starting Oct. 1. In sum-
mer, they conduct the ceremony
every half hour. Visitors can ob-
serve the Changing of the Guard,
a moving ritual guaranteed to in-
spire you.

7. Which noteworthy
historical figures are buried
at Arlington National Cemetery?

A wide array of notable graves
are located at Arlington Nation-
al Cemetery, from Gen. George
C. Marshall, American states-
man and soldier during and after
World War II, to Pierre L’Enfant,
a French-American military engi-
neer who designed the urban lay-
out for Washington, D.C. Among
others:

8. What is the eternal flame?

Cross the Arlington Memori-
al Bridge from Washington, D.C.
into Arlington on a clear night,
and you can see a flickering
flame atop the hill in Arlington

National Cemetery. The eternal
flame, lighted by Mrs. Kennedy
on Nov. 25, 1963, the day of Pres-
ident John F. Kennedy’s funer-
al, burns from the granite stone
at the head of the president’s
grave. The nozzle and electric
ignition system includes a con-
stantly flashing electric spark
that relights the natural gas if
the flame in case of rain, wind or
accidents.

The assassination of Presi-
dent Kennedy, at age 46, stunned
the nation. His gravesite, with
its vista overlooking Washing-
ton, D.C., includes engraved
words from some of his speeches
that bring life to the memorial.
Buried there are two of Kenne-
dy’s four children and his wid-
ow. Nearby is a memorial to his
brother Joseph, killed in World
War II; and the graves of his
brothers, Sens. Robert F. Kenne-
dy (assassinated in 1968) and Ed-
ward M. Kennedy, who met eli-
gibility requirements because of
their military and political ser-
vice to the nation.

9. What are my options
for exploring Arlington
National Cemetery?

Take Metro to the Arlington
National Cemetery stop which
puts you within steps of the Wel-
come Center. From there, grab a
map or use the Arlington Nation-
al Cemetery app to locate specif-
ic gravesites or simply follow the
signs to memorials such as Ar-
lington House, the JFK gravesite
and the Tomb of the Unknown
Soldier. You can purchase a nar-
rated tour of the cemetery via
trolley on Arlington National
Cemetery Tours, which makes
navigating the hilly terrain eas-
ier. Most people spent two or
three hours visiting Arlington
National Cemetery and watching
the Changing of the Guard.
