 
On Friday, June 25, 2021, I was working traffic enforcement wearing a green Sheriff uniform on a marked black and white Sheriff motorcycle in the City of San Clemente. At approximately 0750 hours, I parked on the southeast corner of the Northbound 5 Freeway off-ramp at Avenida Pico observing traffic. As I was observing traffic, I saw a gray 2019 Ram truck (CA Lic# RAM4GJ) slowly approaching a stopped vehicle in the number one right hand turn lane. The vehicle in front of him had come to a stop for a red traffic signal. The first vehicle, after stopping and clearing the intersection, proceed to make a legal right hand turn. The Ram truck immediately followed the vehicle in front of him, at approximately 5 miles per hour, and made the right hand turn against the red traffic signal without stopping at or near the crosswalk, in violation of CVC 21453(a). The Ram truck entered the number one lane of Avenida Pico. I exited the corner and conducted a traffic enforcement stop of the Ram truck with my emergency lights, including my forward facing red light. The Ram truck began to yield to the number three lane. As the Ram truck approached the exit driveway of the McDonalds, the Ram truck abruptly slammed on his brakes, almost causing me to run into the back of the truck and traffic behind me to slam on their brakes to avoid hitting me. I directed the driver of the Ram truck to enter the parking lot via the public address system of my motorcycle.  The driver complied and parked inside the McDonald’s parking lot.
