On Friday June 25, 2021 at about 0750 hours Deputy J. Medina was working overtime in our city (San Clemente)   assigned to traffic enforcement. I heard Deputy Medina call out a car stop via his pac-set on Pico and the 5 Fwy. I continued to listen to Deputy J. Medina’s radio traffic. Dispatch came back to him and advised the registered owner was Gene James. I recognized the name as possibly San Clemente’s Interim Mayor. I waited for Deputy J. Medina to clear the car stop and advised him to call me asap. 
When Deputy J. Medina telephoned me moments later, he confirmed the male subject he had pulled over was in fact Gene James, a representative of our city. Deputy J. Medina had advised me why he had conducted the car stop (running a red light off of the Fwy). Deputy J. Medina advised me that James slammed on his brakes, almost making Deputy J. Medina crash.  Deputy J. Medina advised James to pull into the McDonalds Parking lot, and he complied.  
When Deputy J. Medina approached his vehicle, James was immediately on the defensive, making statements about knowing why he was pulled over, “Because of your boss, Captain Manhart.” Medina, advised James he did not know what he was talking about, but James continued to raise his voice at him.
