Water temperatures 
can be 80 degrees 
at ankle-deep
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Steep sides a mix 
of soft silt, clay 
and gravel – can 
shift underfoot

Pits can run as 
deep as 60 feet

40 degree water 
just feet below 
surface – can shock 
a swimmer’s 
system, causing 
panic
