Triggering Actions
The amount or extent of 

harm to a protected 
species exceeds what the 
Fish and Wildlife Service 

anticipated when it 
analyzed an agency action.

An agency action is 
modified to the extent 

its effects on a protected 
species or its habitat are 

beyond what was 
initially considered. 

New information on a 
protected species or an agency 

action uncovers negative 
impacts to the species or its 

habitat that were not 
previously considered.

A new species is listed 
as protected, or new 

critical habitat is 
designated for a species, 
that could be affected by 

an agency action.

Reinitiate consultation 
on forest plan.

Do not reinitiate 
consultation on forest plan.

Is the plan more than 15 years old? 

AND


Has it been five years or longer since 
the species was listed or critical 

habitat designated? 

AND


Is it after March 23, 2023?
* Congressional exemptions, 2018

Will actions authorized by the 
plan be subject to project-

level consultation?
* Agency exemption, 2019
