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Kathy Andersen was in awe when she and 
her husband, Gary, walked into their living 
room last week.

The Andersens were the 2019 Ludington 
Daily News Room Redo recipients, and both 
were impressed with what they saw. Kathy 
did not even make it all the way into the 
room before stopping to take it all in.

“I never could have imagined,” she said. 
“They did so much. I thought they were just 
doing the living room.”

In fact, the Room Redo team of Dann and 
Julie VanDyke — owners of Cottage Works 
— along with Sue Von Pohl, Barb Erwin and 
Carmen Chapman, created a space that not 
only included the living room but also incor-
porated a dinning area and a couple of sit-
ting areas.

“Now we have a conversation nook in the 
back corner of the space which also balanc-
es the space,” VanDyke said.

One of the biggest challenges for the 
team, according to VanDyke, was to make 
the leather couches that the Andersens’ 
own look lighter.

VanDyke said when they were think-
ing about the space, which is wood-on-
wood, and considering what Kathy and the 
team discussed during the on-site visit last 
month, she wanted a pop of color, because 
she thought the room was a bit dark.

“The room has a lot of wood — wood 
walls, wood furniture and leather couches. 
The space just needed to be lightened up,” 
VanDyke said. “I had to use a lot of her exist-
ing furniture. She has a beautiful dining set 
and a bar set that had blue leather cushions, 
and so we decided to stick with that as the 
theme throughout the space.”

Erwin said that green was added as the 
other accent color. The team brought in 
several botanicals, which added those little 
touches of green throughout the space.

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“By adding color on the 
floor through the use of col-
orful rugs and adding spac-
es, we wanted to make it all 
one big room,” VanDyke said.

“We kept saying ‘ev-
erything was brown.’ We 
thought at first we would 
have to paint the walls, but 
once we decided to go with 
the blues and greens and 
stick with the leather furni-
ture, the colors of the walls 
were fine; they were already 
light enough,” VanDyke said.

The brick fireplace is a fo-
cal point in the living room, 
which had some creme color 
throughout, so the team de-
cided to paint a downstairs 
railing, which was white, and 
make it black. VanDyke said 
that Kathy painted the rail-
ing as part of the Andersens’ 
homework, and Erwin dis-
tressed the railing on Tues-
day as the team was setting 
up the room. Dann VanDyke 
installed a wooden mantle on 
the brick fireplace on Tues-
day. The wooden mantle was 
found and purchased at Mc-
Donald Farm Finds, and the 
rugs were purchased at Har-
bor Flooring, according to 
VanDyke.

“We did shop at the spon-
sors’ stores,” said Erwin.

Once all of the items were 
placed in the room and ready 
for the reveal, which took 
place on Tuesday, March 5, 
VanDyke said that the space 
felt balanced.

“I just love the color,” 
Kathy said. “It all goes to-
gether now; it all blends and 
we have more conversation 
spaces to entertain.”

Both Kathy and Gary said 
their favorite addition was 
the wooden mantle on the 
fireplace. Kathy added that 
her second favorite thing 
about the space was the color 
scheme.

“This is beyond everything 
I could have hoped for,” she 
said.
