Lupercalia 
was a spring festival cele-
brated each year on February 15. 
The holiday was moved to  
February 14 after the spread of  
Christianity. The Christian faith had 
several early martyrs named Valentine, 

and each of them were celebrated with a saint day on February 14. But the 
unique history of Valentine’s Day and its association with February 14 as well  
as its romantic sentiments does not end there. The Library of Congress also 
notes that, in the Middle Ages, people believed birds selected their mates on 
February 14. As a result, it was not uncommon for lovers to recite prose to one 
another on this date.
