A country’s crime rates — like its employment
rates, birth rates and other social metrics — fluctu-
ate depending upon anything from leadership and
funding to citizenship happiness and comfort.

tion).

Gallup’s data, collected across 147 countries
and based on metrics such as “social support,”
“life expectancy” and “perceptions of corrup-
tion” among other considerations, ranks the
United States at No. 23 on the happiness scale
(the U.S. has a roughly 50% solve rate), with
the United Kingdom trailing slightly behind in
29th position after recovering from what BBC
reported as “woefully low” clearance rates in
2019, often leading to cold cases.

But who does one call when a criminal case
hits a wall? Who ensures that there are fewer
cold cases on the books? In England — on
TV, anyway — that call goes to DCI Ellis, a
brilliant homicide detective played by three-
time Olivier Award winner Sharon D. Clarke
(“Holby City™).

Season 2 of “Inspector Ellis,” also known
simply as “Ellis,” premieres Monday, July 6, on
Acorn TV.

“Season 2 sees DCI Ellis (Clarke), who to-
gether with her colleague DS Harper [Andrew
Gower, “Outlander”], face a new wave of fractured
communities and suspicious deaths that test not
only her forensic brilliance but her resilience,” reads
the description, per AMC Global Media. “This
season takes them from a rural village, where the
suspicious death of a beloved community leader
exposes long-nursed resentments, to the industrial
shadow of a stoneworks, where the death of a young
woman reveals a hidden network of coercion and

exploitation. Every case peels back layers of silence,
ambition and betrayal”

The trailer, released by Acorn TV on YouTube
June 3, shows the officers of a small English precinct
being introduced to Ellis and Harper as the duo
prepares to take the reins on a murder investiga-
tion wherein the crime appears to have been staged
as a workplace accident. Punctuated by a powerful
orchestral score and words of praise for both the
show and Clarke (hailed by The Hollywood Re-
porter as “a titan”), the trailer showcases the rolling
hills, stone-laden villages and winding roadways of
Ashenham and Elmsly, both fictional towns set in
Northern England and filmed in Northern Ireland.

“It’s location-based, so youre not in the same
police station every week with the same colleagues,’
says Clarke per Mirror.co.uk. “You get out and
about and you see different people, and such beauti-
tul, lovely creative talent have joined the Ellis family
this year”

Joining Clarke and Gower in Ashenham this sea-
son are John Hollingworth (“Poldark”), Joel Morris
(“Gentleman Jack”), Sasha Desouza-Willock (“Deep
Heat”), Cariad Lloyd (“Peep Show”), Sonny Walker
(“The Gathering”), Niamh Blackshaw (“Waterloo
Road”) and Keir Charles (“Green Wing”), while
Matilda Freeman (“Coronation Street”), Mark Addy
(“A Knight's Tale,” 2001), Stephen Tompkinson
(“Ballykissangel”), Jack Bandeira (“Happy Valley”),
Sophie Stanton (“Beautiful Thing,” 1996), Caroline
O’Neill (“Queer as Folk”) and Judy Flynn (“The
House of Eliott”) co-star in Elmsly.

The end of ‘Euphoria’ surprised some

Q: I was surprised that the season finale of “Euphoria”
also turned out to be the series finale. Had that been
mentioned before it was first shown? — Cynthia Abel, via
e-mail

A: It hadn’t been confirmed by HBO and series creator
Sam Levinson until after that Season 3 wrap-up was first
shown, but a good number of industry insiders apparently
suspected that would be the case, considering how long it
took to get the series principals back together to be able to
continue the show in its third year. Such members of the
ensemble as Zendaya, Sydney Sweeney and Jacob Elordi
have become much-in-demand stars, so the results for them
and (in some cases) their “Euphoria” characters can’t have
been completely unexpected.

Indeed, four years had passed between the second and
third seasons of “Euphoria,” setting up a necessary five-year
time jump for the show. Before what became the last round
began, Levinson had hedged in interviews when asked if
there would be more of the series beyond that, but Zendaya
(who won Primetime Emmy Awards for each of the first
two “Euphoria” seasons) hadn’t been shy about speculating
that it might be the end — simply given how much other
work she and many of her acting peers were getting and
doing.

Q: I watched “Klute” on Turner Classic Movies, and I
was surprised to see Roy Scheider in it. Was that his first
movie? — Craig Downing, Glen Burnie, Md.

A: He had appeared in a few films before that, starting
with the memorably titled “The Curse of the Living Corpse”
(1964), an ultra-low-budget production that was pretty

much what youd expect it to be. Scheider had accrued some
daytime-serial credits by the time he made his next movie
with an unbilled role in “Paper Lion” (1968), a football-
themed comedy that starred Alan Alda as writer George
Plimpton.

Then, Scheider was in the crime drama “Stiletto” (1969),
the comedy- drama “Loving” (1970) with George Segal
and Eva Marie Saint and the drama “Puzzle of a Downfall
Child” (1970) with Faye Dunaway. “Klute” (1971) came
next, with Scheider in a prominent part as the former pro-
curer for the prostitute played by Jane Fonda (in an Oscar-
winning

performance).

His movie role that followed was Gene Hackman’s police
partner in “The French Connection” (1971), which earned
Hackman an Oscar and Scheider a nomination — and the
rest was history, encompassing Scheider’s work in such
projects as “The Seven-Ups” (1973), “Jaws” (1975), “Mara-
thon Man” (1976), “Sorcerer” (1977) and “All That Jazz”
(1979).

Q: I enjoy watching “Leave It to Beaver” reruns, andso-
meone told me there was a sequel series with much of the
same cast. If so, where and when was it on? — Gail Carr,
via e-mail

A: First came a CBS sequel movie called “Still the Beaver”
in 1983, and though Hugh Beaumont — alias family patri-
arch Ward Cleaver — had died the year before, most of the
other original regulars were on hand.

Flashbacks drawn from the first series were plentiful as the
characters recalled earlier times, and the film drew enough
attention to merit a subsequent

series also called “Still the
Beaver” at first, but eventually
renamed “The New Leave It to
Beaver”” It originally ran on
Disney Channel in 1984-85, then
TBS continued it from 1986 to
1989, with Jerry Mathers (alias
Theodore “Beaver” Cleaver),
Tony Dow (Wally) and Barbara
Billingsley (June) again leading
the cast. Ken Osmond and Frank
Bank were among other notable
returnees, reprising the roles of
Wally’s friends Eddie Haskell and
Clarence “Lumpy” Rutherford,
respectively; Osmond’s sons Eric
and Christian played his off-
spring in the show.

Other “Leave It to Beaver” co-
stars who came back for recur-
ring appearances in the “New”
version included Rusty Stevens
and Richard Correll, who played
Beaver’s pals Larry Mondello
and Richard Rickover, and Diane
Brewster, who had been Beaver’s
original schoolteacher, Miss
Canfield.
