It has taken Tom Cruise almost four decades to bring 
it to the screen, but the sequel to one of his biggest hits is 
now getting its broadcast-television premiere.

Probably no coincidence since it comes on the cusp of 
America’s 250th birthday, the patriotic 2022 adventure 
“Top Gun: Maverick” comes to CBS on Wednesday, July 
1 — after the many showings it’s had on such outlets as 

MGM+, Paramount Network, Showtime and AMC. Also 
a producer of the film, Cruise (whose birthday is July 3) 
reprises the role of Pete “Maverick” Mitchell, the inde-
pendent-minded Navy pilot who takes command of more 
recent graduates of the Top Gun combat training school 
in a mission to destroy an overseas plant where uranium is 
made weapons-grade.

Directed by Joseph Kosinski, who previously worked 
with Cruise on “Oblivion” (2013), “Top Gun: Maverick” 
was kept from being sold directly to a streaming service, 
since Cruise was convinced there would be a theatrical 
audience for it in the post-COVID era. He was proven 
right by its $1.5 billion-plus box-office take worldwide, 
making it little surprise that a third “Top Gun” movie is in 
development. It possibly will be built around Miles Teller’s 
(“Whiplash,” 2014) “Maverick” character Rooster, the son 
of the original “Top Gun’s” Goose, who was played by An-
thony Edwards (“ER”).

Cruise’s career has touched TV only rarely, typically 
with him appearing as himself on talk shows or in such 
special events as the closing ceremony of the 2024 Summer 
Olympics. However, one very famous TV franchise has 

played a big part in his career, since he has starred in eight 
“Mission: Impossible” movies; a ninth may be in the works, 
and Cruise might or might not be involved, depending on 
which interview he has given about it.

The actor-producer’s pictures typically are solid draws 
on television, explaining why such Cruise projects as “A 
Few Good Men” (1992) and “The Firm” (1993) turn up 
frequently on one cable channel or another. It also explains 
why the original “Top Gun,” now marking its 40th-anni-
versary year, usually can be found somewhere on the home 
screen — the same afterlife that is greeting “Top Gun: 
Maverick,” with CBS now becoming another avenue for it.

Everyone knows the feeling of being underestimated. 
Rated and ranked by superficial, unimaginative parameters 
and stamped insufficient. Exceeding expectations comes 
as second nature to one beloved character who is about to 
receive the prequel treatment with a brand new streaming 
series on Prime Video. “Elle” premieres on Wednesday, July 
1, with all eight episodes of the comedy’s debut season avail-
able to stream on premiere day.

The new series expands the story of Elle Woods, who we 
first met on-screen as an ambitious law school student on a 
journey of self determination, portrayed by Reese Wither-
spoon (“The Morning Show”), in the 2001 blockbuster com-
edy “Legally Blonde.” This time, the titular Elle is portrayed 
by Lexi Minetree (“The Murdaugh Murders,” 2023), as a teen 
thriving in the glamorous world of 1995 Bel Air.

All that glitters is not gold, however, and Elle’s California 
dream is shattered the moment her parents Eva (June Diane 

Raphael, “Grace and Frankie”) and Wyatt (Tom Everett 
Scott, “The Summer I Turned Pretty”) share some tough 
news with their daughter. A move from their elite, sun-
soaked neighborhood is imminent as the family is about to 
start a new chapter in drizzly Seattle, where Wyatt will be 
joining a new practice.

So her head-to-toe pink ensembles and perfectly styled 
blonde locks make her stick out like a sore thumb in a sea 
of flannel, weathered denim and ironic dye jobs at her new 
high school. Elle Woods is nothing but resilient and will 
make the most of what appears on the surface to be a dismal 
trade for her former glitzy lifestyle. What, like it’s hard?

Per Prime Video, “we meet [Elle] in 1995 as a fish in 
the tumultuous waters of high school where she encoun-
ters tricky friendships, forbidden romance and question-
able fashion choices.” She leans on her family — including 
Bruiser the chihuahua, of course — as she navigates this new 

transition and “with each challenge she faces, Elle grows 
closer to the Elle Woods we know and love today.”

“Elle” has already been renewed for a second season ahead 
of the series premiere. Also starring in “Elle” are Jacob Mos-
kovitz (“Isle Child,” 2025), Gabrielle Policano (“Babygirl,” 
2024), Chandler Kinney (“Pretty Little Liars: Original Sin”), 
Zac Looker (“A Kind of Spark”) and Amy Pietz (“Paradise”).

Known for putting the “elle” in intellectual, Elle Woods 
was first brought to life in the 2001 novel “Legally Blonde” by 
author Amanda Brown. The book was the basis of the film 
of the same name, which spun off a sequel, 2003’s “Legally 
Blonde 2: Red, White & Blonde,” and a turn on Broadway 
with “Legally Blonde: The Musical” in 2007.

Witherspoon, who serves as an executive producer for 
“Elle,” talked to The Hollywood Reporter last January about 
reinvigorating one of her most iconic characters after being 
inspired by “Wednesday” on Netflix.

“I saw that Wednesday Addams show and I was like, ‘Oh, 
she was in high school.’ I loved it. I watched every episode. 
I thought it was amazing.” Witherspoon continued, “and I 
was like, ‘We should do Elle Woods in high school,’ because I 
wanted to see who she was before college, before law school. 
And I started having all these ideas and these amazing writ-
ers came up with a great pitch and now Amazon is making 
the show and it’s called ‘Elle.’”

The series was created by writer and producer Laura Kit-
trell (“Insecure”) and is co-showrun by Kittrell and Caroline 
Dries (“The Vampire Diaries”). Lauren Neustadter (“The 
Last Thing He Told Me”) and Marc Platt (“Wicked,” 2024) 
serve as executive producers alongside Witherspoon and 
Brown.

It has taken Tom Cruise almost four decades to 
bring it to the screen, but the sequel to one of his 
biggest hits is now getting its broadcast-television 
premiere.

Probably no coincidence since it comes on the 
cusp of America’s 250th birthday, the patriotic 
2022 adventure “Top Gun: Maverick” comes to 
CBS on Wednesday, July 1 — after the many 

showings it’s had on such outlets as MGM+, 
Paramount Network, Showtime and AMC. Also 
a producer of the film, Cruise (whose birthday is 
July 3) reprises the role of Pete “Maverick” Mitch-
ell, the independent-minded Navy pilot who 
takes command of more recent graduates of the 
Top Gun combat training school in a mission to 
destroy an overseas plant where uranium is made 
weapons-grade.

Directed by Joseph Kosinski, who previously 
worked with Cruise on “Oblivion” (2013), “Top 
Gun: Maverick” was kept from being sold directly 
to a streaming service, since Cruise was convinced 
there would be a theatrical audience for it in the 
post-COVID era. He was proven right by its $1.5 
billion-plus box-office take worldwide, making 
it little surprise that a third “Top Gun” movie is 
in development. It possibly will be built around 
Miles Teller’s (“Whiplash,” 2014) “Maverick” 
character Rooster, the son of the original “Top 
Gun’s” Goose, who was played by Anthony Ed-
wards (“ER”).

Cruise’s career has touched TV only rarely, typi-

cally with him appearing as himself on talk shows 
or in such special events as the closing ceremony 
of the 2024 Summer Olympics. However, one 
very famous TV franchise has played a big part in 
his career, since he has starred in eight “Mission: 
Impossible” movies; a ninth may be in the works, 
and Cruise might or might not be involved, de-
pending on which interview he has given about it.

The actor-producer’s pictures typically are solid 
draws on television, explaining why such Cruise 
projects as “A Few Good Men” (1992) and “The 
Firm” (1993) turn up frequently on one cable 
channel or another. It also explains why the origi-
nal “Top Gun,” now marking its 40th-anniversary 
year, usually can be found somewhere on the 
home screen — the same afterlife that is greeting 
“Top Gun: Maverick,” with CBS now becoming 
another avenue for it.

Q: It was nice to see 
Queen Latifah back on 
television when she 
hosted the American 
Music Awards. Will she 
be doing any more TV 
soon? — Mary Sloan, 
Buffalo, New York

A: Yes, and in a very prom-
inent way. The Grammy, 
Primetime Emmy and Golden 
Globe Award winner will 
be a coach on NBC and 
Peacock’s “The Voice” for 
the first time in the upcoming 
30th season of the singing 
competition. She’ll join fellow 
“Voice” newcomer Riley 
Green — to whom she gave 
a shout-out in her opening 
remarks on the recent Amer-
ican Music Awards — and 
returnees Kelly Clarkson and 
Adam Levine on the weekly 
panel.

Queen Latifah has been 
involved in other televised talent contests such as NBC and Peacock’s 
“America’s Got Talent” as a guest judge, but “The Voice” will mark the first 
time she’s been a series regular on such a program. It also will mark her 
return to weekly TV after her five-season run in the CBS and Paramount+ 
drama “The Equalizer” (which is now shown in repeats on BET). Other 
familiar faces from the history of “The Voice” are expected to figure into 
that show’s forthcoming season by making “special appearances.”
Q: When “Midway” was on Turner Classic Movies during 
Memorial Day weekend, a friend was trying to explain 
to me that it originally was shown using something called 
Sensurround. What was that? — Alan Call, via e-mail

A: It was an extra soundtrack that Universal Pictures added to enhance 
certain sounds and give moviegoers the sensation of being in the midst 

of an earthquake (in — what else? — 1974’s “Earthquake”), in the 
middle of military battle (1976’s “Midway”), aboard an amuse-
ment-park ride (1977’s “Rollercoaster”), in intergalactic combat 
(“Battlestar Galactica,” when the TV show’s pilot got a 1979 theatri-
cal run) and during rioting (1981’s “Zoot Suit”).

The Sensurround process brought its developers a special Acade-
my Award for its original deployment in “Earthquake,” but for those 
initial engagements, structural engineers were sent to theaters to 
make sure they could handle the pronounced rumbling without the 
buildings suffering major damage. In fact, the legendary Chinese 
Theatre in Hollywood suspended a net above the audience to pre-
vent possibly falling plaster from injuring anyone below.

Another consideration with Sensurround was its use in multi-
plex theaters that had more than one screen showing different 
attractions, since the intensified sound from the cinema with the 
Sensurround attraction often could be heard and felt in adjoining 
screening rooms — causing a distraction for those watching other 
movies. We can attest to this ourselves, since we watched Warren 
Beatty’s “Shampoo” (1975) in a theater adjacent to one that was showing 
“Earthquake.”
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Queen Latifah is raising her ‘Voice’

Queen Latifah hosts the 52nd 
American Music Awards
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Everyone knows the feeling 
of being underestimated. Rat-
ed and ranked by superficial, 
unimaginative parameters and 
stamped insufficient. Exceeding 
expectations comes as second 
nature to one beloved char-
acter who is about to receive 
the prequel treatment with a 
brand new streaming series on 
Prime Video. “Elle” premieres 
on Wednesday, July 1, with all 
eight episodes of the comedy’s 
debut season available to stream 
on premiere day.

The new series expands the 
story of Elle Woods, who we 
first met on-screen as an ambi-
tious law school student on a 
journey of self determination, 
portrayed by Reese Wither-
spoon (“The Morning Show”), 
in the 2001 blockbuster comedy 
“Legally Blonde.” This time, 

the titular Elle is portrayed by 
Lexi Minetree (“The Murdaugh 
Murders,” 2023), as a teen 
thriving in the glamorous world 
of 1995 Bel Air.

All that glitters is not gold, 
however, and Elle’s California 
dream is shattered the moment 
her parents Eva (June Diane Ra-
phael, “Grace and Frankie”) and 
Wyatt (Tom Everett Scott, “The 
Summer I Turned Pretty”) share 
some tough news with their 
daughter. A move from their 
elite, sun-soaked neighborhood 
is imminent as the family is 
about to start a new chapter 
in drizzly Seattle, where Wyatt 
will be joining a new practice.

So her head-to-toe pink en-
sembles and perfectly styled 
blonde locks make her stick out 
like a sore thumb in a sea of 
flannel, weathered denim and 

ironic dye jobs at her new high 
school. Elle Woods is nothing 
but resilient and will make the 
most of what appears on the 
surface to be a dismal trade 
for her former glitzy lifestyle. 
What, like it’s hard?

Per Prime Video, “we meet 
[Elle] in 1995 as a fish in the 
tumultuous waters of high 
school where she encounters 
tricky friendships, forbidden 
romance and questionable fash-
ion choices.” She leans on her 
family — including Bruiser the 
chihuahua, of course — as she 
navigates this new transition 
and “with each challenge she 
faces, Elle grows closer to the 
Elle Woods we know and love 
today.”

“Elle” has already been re-
newed for a second season 
ahead of the series premiere. 
Also starring in “Elle” are Jacob 
Moskovitz (“Isle Child,” 2025), 
Gabrielle Policano (“Baby-
girl,” 2024), Chandler Kinney 
(“Pretty Little Liars: Original 
Sin”), Zac Looker (“A Kind of 
Spark”) and Amy Pietz (“Par-
adise”).

Known for putting the “elle” 
in intellectual, Elle Woods was 
first brought to life in the 2001 
novel “Legally Blonde” by au-
thor Amanda Brown. The book 
was the basis of the film of the 
same name, which spun off a 
sequel, 2003’s “Legally Blonde 

2: Red, White & Blonde,” and a 
turn on Broadway with “Legally 
Blonde: The Musical” in 2007.

Witherspoon, who serves as 
an executive producer for “Elle,” 
talked to The Hollywood Re-
porter last January about rein-
vigorating one of her most icon-
ic characters after being inspired 
by “Wednesday” on Netflix.

“I saw that Wednesday Add-
ams show and I was like, ‘Oh, 
she was in high school.’ I loved 
it. I watched every episode. I 
thought it was amazing.” With-
erspoon continued, “and I was 
like, ‘We should do Elle Woods 
in high school,’ because I want-
ed to see who she was before 
college, before law school. And I 
started having all these ideas and 
these amazing writers came up 
with a great pitch and now Am-
azon is making the show and it’s 
called ‘Elle.’”

The series was created by writ-
er and producer Laura Kittrell 
(“Insecure”) and is co-showrun 
by Kittrell and Caroline Dries 
(“The Vampire Diaries”). 
Lauren Neustadter (“The Last 
Thing He Told Me”) and Marc 
Platt (“Wicked,” 2024) serve as 
executive producers alongside 
Witherspoon and Brown.

The first two episodes of 
“Elle” were directed by Jason 
Moore (“Sisters,” 2015) who 
also executive produces the 
comedy.
