BOOM!

SHOP LOCAL
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Tom Hanks undoubtedly will get many greet-
ings on his upcoming birthday, and some will 
come from the staff of Turner Classic Movies.

The channel will celebrate the two-time Oscar 
winner, currently heard in “Toy Story 5,” on the 
day he turns 70 — Thursday, July 9 — with 
four of his films. First up is “Sleepless in Seattle” 
(1993), director and co-writer Nora Ephron’s 
(“When Harry Met Sally...,” 1989) romantic 
comedy teaming Hanks with Meg Ryan (“City of 
Angels,” 1998) as people destined to meet via a 
radio show. Then comes Hanks’s first Oscar-hon-
ored performance (Hanks won his second Oscar 
as best actor for 1994’s “Forrest Gump”), as “Phil-
adelphia” (1993) casts him as an AIDS-afflicted 
lawyer who sues the firm that fired him; Denzel 
Washington (“Training Day,” 2001) plays the law-
yer who represents him.

Next in the TCM tribute is Hanks’s movie 
writing and directing debut, “That Thing You 
Do!” (1996). The film charts the rise and fall of 
fictional 1960s pop-music group The Wonders, 
with Hanks also playing their manager once they 
join a major label. Finally, the TCM premiere of 
“The ‘Burbs” (1989) features Hanks as a neighbor 
of area newcomers he suspects of sinister actions. 

The latter picture inspired the current Peacock 
series version.

Television played a big part in the launch of 
Hanks’s career, since the 1980-82 ABC sitcom 
“Bosom Buddies” brought him considerable at-
tention early on. He then had guest roles in such 
shows as ABC’s “Happy Days” and NBC’s “Fami-
ly Ties” before the success of the Ron Howard (“A 
Beautiful Mind,” 2001) directed movie “Splash” 
(1984) brought him a slew of film work. Besides 
hosting NBC’s “Saturday Night Live” 10 times, 
he has returned to TV on occasions when he’s of-
ten been a producer.

The HBO miniseries “From the Earth to the 
Moon,” “Band of Brothers,” “John Adams,” 
“The Pacific” and “Olive Kitteridge” have carried 
Hanks’s producing stamp, as have Apple TV’s 
“Masters of the Air” and the CNN documen-
tary series “The Sixties,” “The Seventies,” “The 
Eighties,” “The Nineties,” “The 2000s” and “The 
2010s.”

This summer, Hanks’s narration of NBC’s “The 
Americas” is getting Thursday replays while he 

also narrates the History Channel series “World 
War II With Tom Hanks” on Mondays. The TV 
connection for Hanks (who’s also renowned for 
his talk show appearances) has remained, and 
TCM will merge it with his movie work on his 
next special day for blowing out candles.

Q: I was surprised that the season finale of “Euphoria” 
also turned out to be the series finale.

A: It hadn’t been confirmed by HBO and series creator Sam Levinson 
until after that Season 3 wrap-up was first shown, but a good number of 
industry insiders apparently suspected that would be the case, consider-
ing how long it took to get the series principals back together to be able 
to continue the show in its third year. Such members of the ensemble as 
Zendaya, Sydney Sweeney and Jacob Elordi have become much-in-de-
mand stars, so the results for them and (in some cases) their “Euphoria” 
characters can’t have been completely unexpected.

Indeed, four years had passed between the second and third seasons 
of “Euphoria,” setting up a necessary five-year time jump for the show. 
Before what became the last round began, Levinson had hedged in 
interviews when asked if there would be more of the series beyond that, 
but Zendaya (who won Primetime Emmy Awards for each of the first two 
“Euphoria” seasons) hadn’t been shy about speculating that it might be 
the end — simply given how much other work she and many of her acting 
peers were getting and doing.
Q: I watched “Klute” on Turner Classic Movies, and I was 
surprised to see Roy Scheider in it. Was that his first mov-
ie? — Craig Downing, Glen Burnie, Md.

A: He had appeared in a few films before that, starting with the memo-
rably titled “The Curse of the Living Corpse” (1964), an ultra-low-budget 
production that was pretty much what you’d expect it to be. Scheider had 
accrued some daytime-serial credits by the time he made his next movie 
with an unbilled role in “Paper Lion” (1968), a football-themed comedy 
that starred Alan Alda as writer George Plimpton.

Then, Scheider was in the crime drama “Stiletto” (1969), the come-
dy-drama “Loving” (1970) with George Segal and Eva Marie Saint and 
the drama “Puzzle of a Downfall Child” (1970) with Faye Dunaway. 
“Klute” (1971) came next, with Scheider in a prominent part as the 
former procurer for the prostitute played by Jane Fonda (in an Oscar-win-
ning performance).

His movie role that followed was Gene Hackman’s police partner in 
“The French Connection” (1971), which earned Hackman an Oscar 
and Scheider a nomination — and the rest was history, encompassing 
Scheider’s work in such projects as “The Seven-Ups” (1973), “Jaws” 
(1975), “Marathon Man” (1976), “Sorcerer” (1977) and “All That Jazz” 
(1979).
Q: I enjoy watching “Leave It to Beaver” reruns, and 
someone told me there was a sequel series with much of 
the same cast. If so, where and when was it on? — Gail 
Carr, via e-mail

A: First came a CBS sequel movie called “Still the Beaver” in 1983, and 
though Hugh Beaumont — alias family patriarch Ward Cleaver — had 
died the year before, most of the other original regulars were on hand. 
Flashbacks drawn from the first series were plentiful as the characters 

recalled earlier times, and the film drew enough attention to merit a sub-
sequent series also called “Still the Beaver” at first, but eventually renamed 
“The New Leave It to Beaver.”

It originally ran on Disney Channel in 1984-85, then TBS continued 
it from 1986 to 1989, with Jerry Mathers 
(alias Theodore “Beaver” Cleaver), Tony 
Dow (Wally) and Barbara Billingsley (June) 
again leading the cast. Ken Osmond and 
Frank Bank were among other notable re-
turnees, reprising the roles of Wally’s friends 
Eddie Haskell and Clarence “Lumpy” Ruth-
erford, respectively; Osmond’s sons Eric and 
Christian played his offspring in the show.

Other “Leave It to Beaver” co-stars who 
came back for recurring appearances in 
the “New” version included Rusty Stevens 
and Richard Correll, who played Beaver’s 
pals Larry Mondello and Richard Rickover, 
and Diane Brewster, who had been Beaver’s 
original schoolteacher, Miss Canfield.
