Judith Light is proving yet again who’s the 
boss when it comes to acting.

The much-honored screen and stage veteran 
has worked on many series, the latest of which 
is “The Terror: Devil in Silver,” the third season 
of the AMC+ and Shudder horror series “The 

Terror” that wraps up Thursday, June 11. The 
melodrama casts Light as Dorry, a longtime — 
and, frankly, long-forgotten — resident of an 
institution to which a man (played by “Down-
ton Abbey” alum Dan Stevens) has been wrong-
fully committed, and the actress appreciates 
what she’s able to reflect through her character.

“It wasn’t just that I got to be doing some-
thing that was horror,” Primetime Emmy, two-
time Daytime Emmy and two-time Tony win-
ner Light maintains. “I don’t think about it that 
way. It was really what the creation was, and 
who this character was and her fragility and her 
complexity that really drew me to the project.”

Light adds: “[A part like Dorry is] something 
that takes me far away from myself, as though 
it seems to be there are things that you can find 
in yourself that you can draw on. I did so with 
Karen Wolek when I was doing the soap [ABC’s 
former daytime drama ‘One Life to Live’], and I 
have the same thing here with Dorry.

“One of the things that was really also import-
ant to me was that we got to talk about mental 

health in this country [the U.S.], and what it 
means to be in a world and a healthcare system 
that diminishes people ... not everywhere, but in 
many places. And also, what it means to be not 
a victim, but a woman who in many ways has 
been held as a second-class citizen. I’m not say-
ing that that’s true about me, but what I see or 
perceive — places where I have not stood up for 
myself — are places that I can find in Dorry.”

Also currently reaffirming her versatility by 
appearing in the Disney+ movie “The Punisher: 
One Last Kill,” Light received the special Isa-
belle Stevenson Award at the 2019 Tony Awards 
for her work on behalf of specific groups within 
the theater community. With a career that dates 
back to the early 1970s, she says she’s never 
more satisfied than when she’s able to unite her 
personal and professional aims.

“What’s important is that my work is my 
service,” Light reflects. “When I get to do a 
part like [Dorry], I get to talk about how we 
treat each other as human beings, and I think
