Fullerton on Saturday, Feb. 15 at 6 p.m. in a

pair of ESPN3-broadcasted matchups. Having

climbed into a fifth-place tie in the Big West

Conference standings alongside UC Davis (10-

15, 4-5) and UC Riverside (14-11, 4-5), Cal Poly

(7-16, 4-5) now trails third-place CSUN (10-15,

5-4) by just one game and Big West leader UC

Irvine (15-10, 7-2) by only three games with

seven regular season matchups remaining. The

top eight programs in the Big West standings

qualify for the March 12-14 conference tourna-

ment. CSUN, which has followed a win with a

loss through its opening nine conference

games, leads all Big West programs with 74.5

points per game while also conceding a confer-

ence-leading 78.0 points per game. Eighth-

place Cal State Fullerton (9-16, 4-6), winners of

just one of its last four games, will have been

idle for a week when hosting Cal Poly.

Owner of five of the top seven scoring

games by a Mustang this year, sopho-

more guard Junior Ballard – whose 32-

point performance versus Cal State

Fullerton (Jan. 30) marked a career scor-

ing high and the top point total by a

Mustang in two seasons – leads Cal Poly

and ranks 10th among Big West players

with 13.0 points per game. Having

recorded just three double-digit scoring

games in 15 appearances last season,

Ballard has already reached the mark a

team high 16 times in 23 games – high-

lighted by a 22-point effort against Long

Beach State (Feb. 5), a 20-point perform-

ance at North Dakota State (Nov. 11), a

19-point night versus Tennessee State

(Nov. 28), an 18-point showing at

Sacramento State (Dec. 18) and a 17-

point game at UC Irvine (Jan. 25). 

MISTER ROGERS’ SCORING NEIGH-

BORHOOD: Backed by a career high

18-point performance at Hawai’i (Jan.

16) and 16-point efforts against LIU (Nov. 29), UC Santa Barbara (Jan. 8) and Cal State Fullerton

(Jan. 30), freshman guard Colby Rogers remains second in the Mustang lineup with 8.6 points per

game. Also second in Cal Poly’s lineup with 10 double-digit scoring games after a 12-point effort

that included the eventual game-winning three-pointer versus Hawai’i (Feb. 8), Rogers is the pro-

gram’s leader with 33 three-pointers and a 38.8 (33-for-85) percent mark beyond the arc. 

THE GRADUATE: Cal Poly’s fourth leading scorer at 7.6 points per night, graduate guard Malek

Harwell also ranks fourth among Big West players with an 86.3 (44-for-51) percent free throw

mark. Led by a career best 19-point performance versus LIU (Nov. 29) and a 16-point game at

Creighton (Nov. 22), Harwell – an offseason transfer from Boise State – has scored in double fig-

ures seven times in 17 appearances.
