Optical scan ballots shall be used

for early voting by mail and direct recording electronic voting machines shall be used for early voting by personal

appearance. The Early Voting Clerk for said elections shall be the Brazos County Election Administrator. She shall

determine the number of election workers to be hired and arrange for training of all election workers. Early voting by

personal appearance for the general election shall be conducted jointly at the locations and on the following dates and

times specified by the Brazos County Election Administrator:
