1 bag Hershey’s Kisses brand Candy Cane Kisses
1/2 cup butter, softened
1 cup granulated sugar
1 1/2 teaspoons vanilla extract
1 egg
2 cups all purpose flour
1/4 teaspoon salt
1/4 teaspoon baking soda
2 tablespoons milk
Red and Green colored sugar

Preheat oven to 350 degrees Fahrenheit. Remove wrappers from candies 
(approx. 35)

Beat butter, sugar, vanilla and egg in large bowl until well blended.
Stir together flour, baking soda and salt;
add alternatively with milk to butter mixture, beating until well blended.
Shape dough into 1 inch balls. Roll in red and/or green colored sugar.
Place on ungreased cookie sheet.
Bake 8 - 10 minutes or until edges are lightly browned and cookies are set.
Remove from oven; cool 2 to 3 minutes.
Press candy piece into center of each cookie. Remove from cookie sheet to 
wire rack.
Cool completely. Yields approximately 35.

When the holidays roll around, warm, shareable dishes tend to disappear first, 
and this beer cheese bread bowl is no exception. Packed with bold cheddar 
flavor, it is made for gathering around the table, whether you are hosting 
a casual get-together or bringing a dish to a holiday party. Dark beer adds 
depth, smoked cheddar brings a subtle edge, and serving it straight from a 
crusty bread bowl makes it both comforting and festive. Set it out with plenty 
of dippers and watch it disappear.
 
Ingredients
	 •	 1 large Italian loaf
	 •	 8 ounces cream cheese, at room temperature
	 •	 1 cup Guinness or Modelo Negro, plus 1 tablespoon, divided
	 •	 1 tablespoon whole grain mustard
	 •	 1 teaspoon Worcestershire sauce
	 •	 1 1/2 tablespoons cornstarch
	 •	 1 1/2 cups Tillamook Sharp White Cheddar, shredded
	 •	 1 1/2 cups Tillamook Smoked Cheddar, shredded
		  or use any combination of your favorite Tillamook cheddars
	 •	 10 slices bacon, cooked and crumbled
	 •	 3 cloves garlic, minced
	 •	 1/4 cup chopped mixed herbs (such as chives, parsley, and dill)
	 •	 3 tablespoons olive oil
	 •	 Chopped chives, for topping
	 •	 Broccoli florets and pretzels, for serving (optional)
 
Instructions
	 1.	Preheat the oven to 375°F.
	 2.	Slice the top off the bread loaf and hollow out the center to create a 	
		  bread bowl, leaving about a 1-inch wall. Reserve the top for serving.
	 3.	In a large bowl, whisk together the softened cream cheese and 1 cup of 	
		  the beer until smooth.
	 4.	In a small bowl, whisk together the remaining 1 tablespoon of beer and 	
		  the cornstarch to form a slurry. Add the slurry, whole grain mustard, 	
		  and Worcestershire sauce to the cream cheese mixture and whisk 
		  until fully combined.
	 5.	Fold in the shredded cheddars, followed by the crumbled bacon. 
		  Spoon the cheese mixture into the bread bowl and transfer to a rimmed 	
		  baking sheet.
	 6.	Slice the reserved bread top into thin pieces and arrange them crust-side 	
		  up on the baking sheet.
	 7.	In a small bowl, mix together the garlic, herbs, and olive oil. 
	 	 Brush or spoon the mixture over the bread slices.
	 8.	Bake for 5 minutes, remove from the oven, and gently stir the cheese 	
		  mixture. Return to the oven and bake for an additional 25-30 minutes, 	
		  until the cheese is melted and lightly browned on top.
		  If the bread slices begin to brown too quickly, loosely cover them with 
		  foil while the dip finishes baking.
	 9.	Top the dip with chopped chives and serve warm with the toasted 
	 	 bread slices, broccoli, and pretzels.

Cake pops to light up kids’ eyes this holiday season
There’s no denying 
Christmas Eve is a little 
more special in homes 
where kids are excited about 
an overnight visit from 
Santa Claus. 

Indeed, kids’ joy and 
enthusiasm helps to make 
the holiday season such a 
special time of year. 

Since kids add so much 
to the holidays, it makes 
sense to prepare something 
special for youngsters.

1 box vanilla cake mix
3⁄4 cup canola oil
1⁄2 cup unsalted butter, 	
	 softened
1 cup confectioners’ sugar
1 teaspoon vanilla extract
1 teaspoon milk
31⁄2 cups green candy melts
24 cake pop sticks
	 Icing dots
	 Icing stars

1. Prepare cake according 
to package instructions, 
adding 3⁄4 cup canola oil to 
the cake mix before baking.  

2. Once cake is cool to the 
touch, transfer to a large 
mixing bowl and break up 
into crumbs. Allow to cool 
completely. 

3. In a medium bowl, add 
the butter, sugar, vanilla, 
and milk. Use an electric 

mixer and beat on medium 
speed for about 4 minutes 
until light and fluffy.  

4. Add 3⁄4 of the frosting 
to the cake crumbs and 
mix until mixture can hold 
together well. Refrigerate 
for at least an hour.  

5. Using your hands, shape 
the cake pop mixture into 
24 conical shapes.  

6. Melt the green candy 
melts. Dip one end of each 
of the cake pop sticks into 
the melted chocolate before 
inserting into the bottom 
of the cake pops. Dip each 
cake pop into the melted 
chocolate, making sure to 
cover completely, allowing 
excess to drip back into 
bowl.  

7. Use a toothpick to create 
the textured look of the 
tree and decorate with the 
icing dots and stars before 
standing upright to dry 
completely.
