Wild lilies are found mainly in the 
forests and grasslands of the northern 
hemisphere, but they are appreciated  
by people around the globe, making  
them one of the most popular  
flowers in the world.

Lilies have large flowers that 
can be orange, pink, purple, 
red, white or yellow. Some 
also have spots and stripes.
When displayed as cut  
flowers for decoration, lilies 
last longer than most other 
types of flowers. They will 
last even longer if the  
pollen is removed.

Most lily plants grow to  
be about 60-120 cm (2-4 ft.) 
in height, but some can reach 
heights of nearly 2.4 m (8 ft.).
Most species of lilies are 
odorless, but a few, such as the 
white lily and tiger lily, have a 
beautiful fragrance.
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Lilies are often given 
on the 30th anniversary 

of marriage.“Lily”
