The new season of “The 
Bachelorette” started back up 
this week, and, let’s just say, I’m 
addicted.

It’s so I can relate the various 
Bachelorettes over time to “The 5

In many past seasons, 
it seems most of the female leads 
strongly gravitate to No. 1: Words of 
affirmation. In order for the lead to 
know someone loves her, he has to 
say the words “I love you.” He can’t 
say “My heart is yours,” “I’m falling 
for you” or anything remotely sweet 
that does not include those three little 
words in that order.

In almost every episode on any 
given season, the Bachelorette 
essentially holds her breath until 
she hears certain loving words from 
each of the bachelors vying for her 
attention and her heart. Even if one of 
these guys is doing everything he can 
to show her he cares, it’s not enough 
for her without the words she needs to 
hear to seal the deal.

In any relationship, whether on TV 
or not, it’s important to know two 
things: your own love language, and 
that of your partner. The men on “The 
Bachelorette” often seem to fit into a 
few of the other “languages,” yet all 
the most recent leads — JoJo, Clare, 
Tayshia, Hannah, Becca — have been 
consistent in their desire for the men 
to conform to their love language.

I’ll be curious over this season to 
see how Michelle Young, the new 
Bachelorette, both gives and receives 
love. Will she insist on the L-word at 
all costs, or will she pay attention to 
the actions and motives of the men… 
or a little of each?

Only time will tell. And if her love 
language, like the others before her 
is, indeed, “words of affirmation,” 
then I hope she finds happiness with 
someone who can verbally express it. 
Otherwise, no matter how much love 
is there, they might never be speaking 
the same language.

We played that game out of 
a sense of duty when we were first married. It was expected, and 
we obliged, even though we didn’t want to.

My husband is closer to my family than he is to his own. 
He was in the military for 22 years, and we learned something 
about ourselves. We did not need a big, huge family gathering to 
make holidays special; we found our family in the military.

Military friends become your family. We shared many 
holidays with sailors who did not have family around and didn’t 
go home. We learned that this was really what was important — 
sharing with others.

Thankfully, we discovered later, after my husband retired, that 
we were very lucky not to live near his family. My mom would 
come and visit us, and we even took her on vacations to the East 
Coast with us. Years later, those trips were her most treasured 
memories. Our daughters adored their grandma.

My husband’s family made absolutely no effort to get 
anywhere near us, even when we were stationed five hours 
from them. We were expected to go see them, but they never 
reciprocated by getting to know our daughters.

My advice from a military wife is to learn a very valuable 
lesson: Your family is where you are, and if others want to join 
you, wonderful. But make your own memories for your family. 
And, most importantly, do not feel even one bit of guilt. —

It can be a balancing act trying 
to figure out what’s safe for your 
children, especially during the 
ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, and 
keeping them happy.

Children under 12 are not 
yet eligible to be vaccinated for 
COVID-19, and they usually are 
the ones most eager to experience 
Halloween traditions like trick-or-
treating.

Dr. Nipunie Rajapakse, a pediatric 
infectious diseases physician at Mayo 
Clinic Children’s Center says you can 
keep your children safe and happy. 
To do so, you need to understand the 
risks.

Halloween might be one day, 
but autumn is a month of fun. Dr. 
Rajapakse says, with precautions, 
families can find ways to enjoy both 
safely.

“One of the big things that we’ve 
learned about how the virus is spread 
is that it really doesn’t spread well 
outdoors,” Dr. Rajapakse says.

Apple orchards are a low-risk 
option. Pumpkin patch visits are, too. 
Bring a pumpkin home and carve it 
with the kids.

“High-risk activities to avoid 

would be any indoor, crowded 
setting, for example, like an indoor 
Halloween party, especially where 
you have lots of young kids who are 
likely unvaccinated,” Dr. Rajapakse 
says.

Masks are a big part of Halloween, 
so make them fun. Keep your trick-
or-treating group small and avoid 

indoor gatherings. Dr. Rajapakse says 
keeping kids safe is the priority.

“When it comes to COVID-19 
prevention strategies, using a layered 
approach is what is most effective.”

For instance, get vaccinated if 
eligible, wear a mask in public, avoid 
crowded indoor spaces and practice 
good hand hygiene.
