Carter takes blame
for ordering raid

WASHINGTON (AP) — A daring U.S. military effort to rescue
American hostages held in Tehran was aborted in the Iranian
desert because of “'equipment failure,” the White House said early
today. Two planes involved in the rescue attempt collided on the
ground and eight crewmen were killed, it said

A statement read to reporters by White House press secretary
Jody Powell said all Americans involved in the operation, including
an unspecified number of injured, had been taken out of Iran.
Powell said the injured persons are expected to recover.

President Carter, who ordered termination of the mission,
cepts full responsibility for the decision to attempt the rescue,”
Powell said.

There was no immediate reaction in Tehran to the U.S. rescue
attempt.

The militants holding American hostages in Tehran since the
U.S. Embassy there was seized Nov. 4 have threatened repeatedly
to kill the hostages if there were a military attempt (o rescue
them.
