[ To Pay and Own or Pay and Not Own '

There has been & lot of talk about'the proposed purchase
of the local public utility. Most wisely the city council has
decided to hire a firm of experts that has assisted
the city in the past, to determine whether the purchase is
& wise one.

But in spite of all of the recent hullabaloo, the twisting
of figures and debate, one fact stands out:

The city, the consumers of Tueson, are going to pay for
this utility whether they buy it or not. The question, in its
final analysis, resolves itself down to whether the people
of Tucson want to continue to pay for the utility and not
own it, or whether they would rather pay for it and own it.
They cannot escape paying for it by any means or refusal.
They can decide not to have it but to continue paying for it

Without paying out one penny of cash, without obligating
the credit of the city of Tucson for one dime, the people of
Thuieson have a chance to take possession of the local utility
and pay for it out of earnings over m period not to exceed
thirty years, and at the same time enjoy substantial rate
reductions and in time make Tucson a tax free city!

The record of earnings in such normal years as 1936-1940
assures this, while if the war boom earnings of 1041-42-43
are taken as a criterion, which would not be wise to do, the
city could own thix utility within ten years without putting
up a penny or borrowing on the credit of the citv, 1t would
only need to bdrrow on the prospective revenue of the utility.
Thus, during these three boom years of 1941-42-43, we will
have pald for nearly one-third of the offered price, but we
will not own & dime’s worth of the great industry.
