Q—How long can I keep leftover gravy,
broth and meat before using?

A—The Institute of Home Economics,
U. S. Department of Agriculture, warns
not to keep them more than one or two days.
They are very perishable. Cool, cover and
refrigerate all these items quickly.

Q—How can I keep eggs in good con-
dition after I bring them home from the
market?

A—The new pamphlet "Storing Per-

ishable Foods" from the U. S. Department
of Agriculture advises to store them prompt-
ly in refr igerator where they retain their
qual i ty well. But they lose their mild flavor
quickly at room temperature. To be sure
of best qual i ty and flavor, use eggs within
a week.

Q—How can I get the pamphlet "Stor-
ing Perishable Foods"?

A—Writ e to Superintendent o! Docu-
ments, United States Government Printing
Office, Washington 25, D. C. Ask for Home
and Garden Bullet in No. 73, U. S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture, and enclose 10 cents.
