A PICTORIAL OF 150 YEARS OF THE YORK COUNTY FAIR

In the late 1800s and the very first
years of the 1900s, York became popu-
lated by the pioneers. They moved her
with nothing and somehow built the
foundation of this community.

In 2017, the York News-Times' histori-
cal publication was titled, “Snapshots In
Time, A Pictorial of York County’s Early
Days.” In that publication, we highlight-
ed scenes from the formative years.

In 2018, we moved to an era we called
“The Growing Years," 1915-1940.

Not only was that a time of growing
the population (for most York County
towns, their peak population numbers
were during those years), it was also
a time of great innovation as well as
difficult situations.

Next we moved on to the mid-century
era —1940-1990.

Thankfully, individuals with histori-
cal foresight and changing equipment
captured snapshots showing their
surroundings, their families, their neigh-
bors, their triumphs, their trying times.
Through the preservation of history, we
get to see how our predecessors lived,
worked and celebrated.

The following year, we celebrated
“The Houses Built by Faith” — by featur-
ing some of the churches in York County
that are 90, 100 and more years old.

And last year, in celebration of the
York News-Times' 150th anniversary,
staff members treated readers to just
some of the daily front pages that have

run over the years.

This year we are celebrating yet an-
other 150 year milestone - 150 years of
the York County Fair.

What started out as a Fall Festival in
October evolved and changed to a fair
held in the downtown square with local
businesses housing fair displays includ-
ing even many breeds of poultry!

The early years featured aviation
meets, equestrian shows at the East Hill
baseball park and an actual King and
Queen of the York County Fair.

There were of course some constants
from the very beginning such as the
Nebraska State University Extension
Department demonstrations and of
course the 4-H program.

4-H entries have evolved and changed
throughout the years, along with the
numbers and types of animals exhibit-
ed. But the York County Fair, now held
during the first week of August, has
been a mainstay for educating and
instilling qualities in our youth first dis-
played by our forefathers who worked to
settle this land back in the 1800s.

The Fall Festival, which would eventually become the York County Fair,
was originally held in York's downtown square back in 1921. The Munic-
ipal Building on Platte Avenue was filled with agricultural exhibits along
with the culinary department. One hundred and twenty-seven head of
cattle with more to come were exhibited. The Poultry Exhibit could be
found in a building just east o the Matt Brandrup Auto Top Company on
East Fifth Street and the Fraternal Hall housed the needle craft depart-
ment. An aviation meet was held at the W.A. Waldron farm located two
and one half miles southwest of the city. Wing walking, parachute jumps
and other stunts were featured along with a fireworks show.
